receives award

Troy Sloan was selected to 
receive the 1065 Outstanding 
Achievement Award. This award 
was presented by the North Plains 
Chapter of Texas Association of 
Assessing Officers. 1965 is the first 
year that this award has been 
presented making Troy Sloan the 
first recipient.

Mr. Sloan has been involved i tax 
appraisal work since 1953 at which 
time he joined TAAO. He has been 
an active member for the past 
thirty-two years. His employment 
has included 30 yearn with the 
Spearman I.S.D. and contracting 
with numerous taxing jurisdictions 
and appraisal districts as Troy 
Sloan.

The Farm Credit
System

There is much concern in 
Washington, rightly so, about the 
future health of the Farm Credit 
System (FCS).

The FCS was born in the 
depression thirties, when agri­
cultural financing had just about 
dried up. Many banks had closed, 
partly as result of rapidly-falling 
land values. Today the FCS has 
over 800 farmer-owned lending 
units. They now hold about a 
third of agriculture’s estimated 
$210 billion debt.

There is now about $77 billion 
in loans outstanding from all the 
FCS outlets. Officials fear that 
$11 billion is uncollectable at the 
present time. And that may be a 
conservative estimate.

The situation is expected to 
get worse before it gets better. A 
crisis is expected soon, in 1986 or 
in 1987. The serious trouble 
began in the 1970's. Farm prices 
rose, land values soared and the 
future looked very good, with a 
strong dollar, new sales prospects 
in China and Russia, and low 
interest rates.

But prices soon fell, for land, 
farm machinery and buildings, 
and interest rates rose sharply. 
Often farmers found their prop­
erties  worth only about half 
what they had been valued at a 
year or two earlier.

In the optimistic seventies,

the FCS retired all federal funds 
and became one of the nation's 
largest banking institutions, with 
37 regional banks supervising the 
800 lending units. It has since 
depended on funds from the sale 
of bonds in the financial markets. 
(The system  d oesn ’t receive 
savings and checking deposits.)

It seems certain the FCS vill 
have to have federal help, and 
relatively  soon. It cannot be 
allowed to go under. Just what 
the full repercussions would be is 
not known (who owns the bonds 
for example) but results in the 
farm belt would be ruinous.

The situation is so serious the 
governor of Iowa has already 
declared an economic emergency, 
halting farm mortgage foreclo­
sures under certain conditions. 
This is the first time that has 
happened since the depression.

As Congress wastes billions 
on defense, sends billions over­
seas , and refu ses to curtail 
COLA’s--becau se of political 
pressure-it would do better to 
route some of these billions to 
bolstering the FCS.

There are encouraging signs 
that agriculture will rebound, 
with today’s lower land prices, 
but it takes time for new farmers 
to get started, and time the FCS, 
and the nation, do not have

America in over 100 years.” 
Others ssy it might be the most 
important book about that region 
ever published.

Every American interested in 
foreign policy, or who wants to 
have an informed background 
about the backyard of this conti­
nent should become familiar with 
the story of our treatment of the 
five Central American nations 
earlier in this century.

The disturbing thing about 
Central America is that most 
Americans have no idea of the 
history of this country and th o se - 
like Nicaragua and Guatemala, 
for example. One or two giant 
U.S. firms dominated these coun­
tries for decades.

W ashington, often using 
military force or overwhelming 
economic power (after World War 
II all five countries were almost 
totally dependent on the U.S. for 
markets and economic health) has 
not always given the welfare of 
the peoples of the five countries 
top priority.

Walter LaFeber, author of 
‘‘Inevitable R evolutions’ ’ is 
obviously sympathetic with the 
tragic plight of these peoples, but 
he is historically accurate. One 
might disagree with some of his 
conclusions and interpretations 
but the facts and history he cites 
are must reading for anyone 
trying to understand the region.

The difficulty today with 
Nicaragua is not of recent origin. 
U.S. troops occupied that country 
early in the century-for many 
years. We interevened with mili­
tary force in other C entral 
American countries. We dictated 
the price of the major crops of 
some of these countries for 
decades. Sometimes that was 
ruinous to their economies.

Of course, we often tried to 
help, and did help in ways, and 
we have encouraged democracy 
there. Often we have been dis­
appointed, and may be again.

ember 7. Hitler had declared wat 
on America several days after 
Pearl Harbor, in December of 
1941.

United States military forces 
were not ready for war. especially 
a two ocean war. But there was a 
desire to do something. U.S. 
Marines invaded Guadalcanal in 
August of 1942 (after the naval 
victory at Midway in June) and 
U.S. forces landed in French- 
administered North Africa Nov­
ember 7.

North Africa gave U .S. 
military forces the blooding they 
needed for tougher fighting that 
lay ahead. U.S. fighters, P-39’s, 
P-40’s and P-38’s, were roughly 
handled by the Luftwaffe’s Me

109’s.
U.S. ground troops suffered 

sharp defeats in early tests- 
though out-numbering the enemy-

In landing at North African 
ports, American troops posed 
French authorities with a difficult 
decision. The French had to de­
cide on short notice whether to 
oppose the landings militarily, 
and vigorously.

Though W ashington and 
London assured the French there 
was no design on their territory, 
many French m ilitary com­
m anders opened fire on the 
A m ericans; and it required 
several days to defeat the French.

From North A frica, U .S. 
troops moved on to Sicily in 1943 
and then into Italy, one of the 
enemy countries, and into France 
and Germany in 1944.

EVERYONE WELCOME
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A poor credit report can make it 
difficult for you to buy a house or 
car, or get certain jobs. Y et until 
recently consumer* had little pro­
tection against credit reports con­
taining erroneous, incomplete or 
dated information.

The federal Trade Commission's 
Fair Credit Reporting Act now 
gives consumers some rights that 
can help them dear a poor credit 
report.

For example, if you have been 
denied credit or employment be­
cause of information in a credit 
report you have the right to be told 
the name and address of the 
reporting agency.

Then that agency must tell you 
the nature, content, and source of 
all the information in your credit 
file, except medical information.

The agency must also reveal who 
has received a consumer report on 
you within the last six months, or 
the last two years if the report was 
for employment purposes.

You should get this information 
free of charge if you request it 
within 30 days of being denied 
credit After that you may be 
charged a fee for the disdosure.

You can also request in writing a

telephone interview or visit the 
agency in pereon. The agency may 
require some information for iden­
tification purposes, but you are not 
required to furnish any information 
other than to establish who you are.

Most importantly, you can chal­
lenge incorrect, unverified or in­
complete information in your files, 
and it must be removed.

If the issue is not resolved, you 
may explain your side of the story 
in 100 words to be induded in 
future reports.

The agency must also inform

those who have recently received 
the report of any item which the 
agency deletes, without any charge
to you.

The best policy is to maintain a 
good credit record and when there 
is a problem, exerdsing your 
consumer rights may help you 
resolve i t  EDUCATIONAL PRO­

FCIG set up Hearings
Responding to big need (or farmer 
input, the Federal Crop Insurance 
Corporation (FCIC) has set up a series 
of producer hearings across the U.&

TTie action was taken as a result of 
Board of Directors resolution delaying 
a change in unit definitions for 
insurance purposes, and comes after 
similar sessions held in Washington 
to hear insurance industry and 
agricultural interest representatives.

FCIC Manager Merritt W. Sprague 
commented that, "These sessions will 
give producers an opportunity to tell 
us how the Crop Insurance program 
meets their needs and what they 
would do to improve the program."

Two teams of FCIC representa­
tives, one headed by Manager 
Sprague and the other led by Deputy 
Manager, Edward D. Hxws, will 
begin conducting public forums 
November 7, in twelve cities across 
the country. The sites were chosen to 
geographically represent the in­

surance now available. The scheduled 
local site is the Community Center, 
Nszaieth, Texas, on November 14 at
1:90 p.m.

"During our public forum in 
W a sh in g to n ,"  FCIC Manger Sprague 
noted, "the needs of the producer, 
the reactions of the producer, the 
willingness of the producer, and the 
problems of the producer as they 
relate to Crop Insurance were all 
represented by others in response to 
FCIC proposals. We hope that these 
listening sessions will give the 
producer the opportunity to speak for 
himself.”

Deputy FCIC Manager Hews com­
mented that the sessions would also, 
"Provide us. Board members and 
managers, who have responsibility for 
the program a chance to exchange 
ideas with producers. We look to 
sharing views which will contribute to 
a stronger and more effective crop 
insurance program."
