practice of medicine, he said.
““We do not have an adequate
number of primary care resi-
dency positions in the state.
The new doctor is forced to
seek training positions in other
states,” Dr. Ross said.

Concluding a two-year stu-
dy, the TMA Council on
Medical Education and Hospi-
tals has designed a plan for
develop and expansion of
primary care residencies in
Texas, Dr. Ross said.

The doctor said the plan is
based on the principle that the
number of first year residency
positions should approximate
the number of graduates of
Texas medical schools, and
that state funding should be
provided for the expansion of
primary care residency pro-
grams. Appearing before the
Program Development Com-
mittee of the Coordinating
Board, Texas College and
University System, Dr. Ross
urged the Texas legislature to
support state funding for resi-
dencies beginning with the
1977-79 biennium. With full
funding of proposed residen-
cies, the present 388 primary
care residencies could be in-
creased to 618 by 1979, he
said.

“If such a plan is not
implemented, increasing num-
bers of Texas graduates will be
forced each year to leave the
state to do their graduate
training. In July 1976, 112
Texas graduates sought posi-
tions in family practice, yet
Texas had only 85 positions to
offer.  Thus, 27 potential
Texas family doctors left the
state, and studies have shown
the probabilities of their prac-
ticing in Texas are lower since
they are training elsewhere,"
he warned. “‘Perhaps the
Texas Commissioner of Higher
Education, Kenneth Ash-
worth, put it best when he
said, ‘You might say that
Texas is subsidizing health
care delivery in other states.""’

By providing full state fund-
ing for residency programs,
the following should occur--the
state will have available physi-

The animals, he said, will be
used for judging demonstra-
tions, marketing courses, and
animal health programs. He
plans to have on the campus
inside clinics for both large
and small animals.

They plan to enter a judging
contest at West Texas State
College in December, and
later at Panhandle University.
In the spring, they hope to
enter contests at Fort Worth
and at Houston.

The New York Brass Quintet
is the leading ensemble of its
kind concertizing regularly
throughout the world.

headed by such notables as
Stokowski, Reiner, Bernstein,

The group's concerts are by
no means restricted to modern
compositions.

The French
Horn which has been the
favorite melodic brass instru-
ment of composers since Mo-
zart and Haydn is the mellow-
voiced descendant of the an-
cient hunting horn, The
trombone, descended from the
16th century “‘sackbut’’, add a
noble tenor voice to the brass
quintet. The tuba was in-
vented for the Wagnerian
orchestra. In spite of its great
size, it has a beautiful tone and
surprising technical facility.

This was the most
controversial question and
received the lowest support of
all that have responded. 70.8
percent are in favor of creating
a special reserve account, 19.4
percent are against, while 9.8
percent needed more informa-
tion as they were unaware of
the issue or that a capital
surplus was in the making

Fach survey had a section for
comments and many respon-
dents took time to jot down
their opinions on this issue and
others that came to mind as
they completed the survey.

In answering, ‘‘Should Tex-
as establish ‘sunset laws'"’
some that marked in favor of
such laws added the comment,
“‘don’t move hastily on this
issue.”" 94 percent of all
respondents and 93.8 percent
of the members of Common
Sense favor Sunset Laws
which would require state
agencies and bureaus to justify
their very existence and bud-
get request at specific desig-
nated intervals.

Question number five (5)
was close to being the most
controversial question. 73.5
percent of the responding
Common Sense members fa-
vored that Texans should pro-
hibit any taxing authority at
the state, county or local level
from effectively increasing any
taxes without a prior vote of
approval by those being af-
fected. The example used was
increasing property values.
Only 71.7 percent of all sur-
veys were in favor of this and
5.3 percent were confused on
this issue, while 23 percent
were opposed.

$18.07; San Antonio, $16.78;
Dallas, $18.22; Fort Worth,
$18.20; McAllen/Edinburg,
$19.05; and Lubbock, $18.25.

The statewide average price
for each of the 20 items was:
one gallon one-half percent
low fat milke, $1.32; one
gallon whole homogenized
milk, $1.62; one dozen large
Grade A eggs, 5.86; 12-ounce
package  of  individually
wrapped Kraft American
cheese food singles, $1.34; one
poound of Parkay stick mar-
garine, $.53,

sandwich bread, $.40; one
pound of whole fryer chicken,
