Somehow, as I grow older, my
cynicism seems to grow porpor
tionately. A gentleman friend of
mine suggested that it was in direct
correlation with the number of
years a man had been married--but
if that were the case, my wife
would be just as cynical, and she's
not.

My most recent outbreak of
cynicism came Monday evening
with the Presidential State of the
Union Address.

The tone of the evening was set
when the television announcer
said, as President Reagan walked
down the aisle of the House of
Representatives, ‘' The President is
now 76 years old . . . he will be 77
his next birthday."’

With reporting as bold as this, is
it any wonder that TV news is in
trouble. After all, how many of us
would have realized the President
would be 77 his next birthday had
the announcer not bothered to tell
us.

As much as I admire Ronald
Reagan, he did little to disuade my
cynical outlook that evening.

First, he promises not to pro-
pound on the accomplishments of
the past seven years--instead, he
tells congress to get their work
shoes on because '‘we're not
through yet.”

Before 60 seconds had elapsed,
he was mightily engaged in pro-
pounding the accomplishments of
the past seven years.

And, in the usual inimical style
of today's politicians, he spoke in
generalities which were indeed
factual--but perhaps didn't tell the
whole story.

One statement had the President
declaring that the ranks of those at
the poverty level had shrunk faster
during his term than ever before in
the history of the naion.

This may well be true. After all,
the number of people at or below
the poverty level had declined by
three-tenths of one percent since
the 1980 census.

What I don't know is how many
souls this translates into. Nor do I
know how many of those are
making just above the poverty
level, or how many died, or just
exactly what segments of society
are included in those percentages.

If Ifile a 1040 for my son and he
made some $2,000 of reportable
income last year, does he get
counted as a member of those on
the poverty report?

Idon’t know. It's conceivable he
could be. But I certainly hope that
he wouldn’t. It is possible that at
one time, this was going on and
situations such as this were elimi-
nated? Could that held account for
the decrease in the poverty level?

Mr. Reagan is not the only

to use tactics such as
this -indeed, it's popular game on
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every level of government.

As long as the American public
sees through the sham of such
general statements, then no harm
is done.

And, please, this is not a treatise
for or against any certain party or
any certain politician.

Mr. Reagan is but one example
of what many Republicans and
Democrats alike are doing. Not
only on the federal level, but on the
state level as well.

As our country continues to sink
into a financial morass of unparal-
leled porportion, it's time to quit
the political posturing and get
down to the important business of
getting our country out of trouble.

It's time to quit being Democrats
or Republicans and start being
Americans. Let's hope it's not too
late to accomplish it all.

SISD gift may amount to $1-million

The largest single charitable gift
ever left to a Hansford County
school has been bequeathed to the
Spearman Independent School Dis-
trict from the estate of Gus O.
Birdwell.

Estimates place the value of the
bequest between $600,000 and
$1.2-million, according to the
estate’s executor, Bob Pearson of
Spearman.

Mr. Birdwell's will was entered
into the Hansford County probate
court Monday morning. The long-
time Hansford farmer died Jan. 7.
He was 82,

The will stipulates that property
in the estate be sold and that cash
be delivered to the Spearman ISD.

In addition to the SISD bequest,
Mr. Birdwell also directed cash
payments to three individuals.

After the cash payments to those
individuals, the will states, ‘‘All
the rest, residue and remainder of
my estate shall be paid by my
executor to the Spearman Indepen-
dent School District . . , ',

It goes on to state that the money
may be used for construction of

An Editorial:

Birdwell makes headlines in death

By James Jarrett

After a life of quiet concern and
totally selfless giving, Gus Birdwell
has made the headlines. It had to
wait until after his death, because
in life, Gus never would have
allowed it.

Desite a gruff exterior and a
philosophy chocked full of ultra-
conservative ideas, Gus Birdwell
was generous to fault.

A confirmed bachelor, he never-
theless understood the needs of
youth and worked his quiet
miracles through anonymous dona-
tions to the Hansford and other
youth-oriented organizations.

The ultimate gift he bequeaths to
the youth of this community
through his belief that education is
the surest deterent to communism
of any tool available.

As if often the case, Gus was
labeled sometimes disparagingly
by those who didn’t know the true
man behind the exterior he pre-
sented to the world.

From his size 12 shoes to the
clothes he purchased from the
thrift store which supports the
Hansford Library, Gus was con-
sidered an eccentric. But there may
have been more method to that
supposed ‘'madness’ than many
would consider possible.

Born in 1905 in Gaines county,
available records show him to be
the first white man born there. He
came to the upper Panhandle as a
young man and he worked in
Lipscomb county for his uncle,
Dudley Stephenson.

He graduated from the Moody

Institute of Chicago and was a
trained electrician. He was also
very well read, and could hold
discourses on numerous and varied
subjects.
Extremely shy, Gus forced him-
self to take a Dale Carnegie
Course--a course he later declared
was ‘sheer hell' because of the
exposure it forces upon those
involved.

Needless to say, he didn't like
crowds and it was difficult at best

for strangers to get to know Gus
Birdwell. For that reason he be-
came known somewhat as a re-
cluse.

Despite his timidity, close
friends of the Hansford farmer
knew him well for his keen sense of
humor.

Once, when questioned about his
bachelorhood, Birdwell admitted to
having been married once, back in
the 1930's. That marriage, how-
ever, lasted nine months to the
day--the legal requirement before
divorces are granted so soon after a
marriage.

‘“My wife couldn’t stand for me
to overhaul engines in the living
room,”” he quipped to friends.

And, with that, he made a firm
committment to the life of a
bachelor.

A stranger wouldn't know he had
money from the way he dressed,
wearing clothing from the Library
Thrift Store in Spearman.

But many individuals in Spear-
man and Hansford county knew
first hand the generosity Gus
Birdwell was capable of doling out.

Most of his gifts were in the
forms of loans he never intended
collecting. A few were of material
things--some of which may have
cost the Spearman man $20,000 or
more.

One had to know him personally

News of his generosity was well
known despite his efforts to keep it
as quiet as possible. As a result, he
was beset by those requesting
donations.

And, Gus would give. It might be
as little as a dollar or it might be
several thousand dollars . . . it all
depended upon how he felt about
the situation.

He was noted for giving wheat to
the C.A.R.E. program--something
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he did for years. Not just a little
wheat, however; that wasn't Gus
Birdwell's style. He gave a train
box car load every year.

The next year, he paid back the
loan with interest. And he still gave
another box car load to the over-
é seas program.
