exemption lowers the
property taxes on your home by
lowering its taxable value. For
example, if your home is valued
at $50,000 and you receive a
$5,000 homestead exemption,
your home will be taxed as if it
were worth only $45,000.

You qualify for a homestead
exemption if you owned your
home on January 1 and used it as
your primary residence on
January 1. It doesn’t matter
whether your home is a house, a
condominium or a mobile home.

Ex ions are

available to all homeowners to
lower their school taxes.
Additional exemptions are
available to homeowners who are
disabled or age 65 and over.
Other exemptions may be offered
to homeowners by school
districts, counties, cities, and
special districts. All taxing units
offer exemptions to disabled
veterans.
