Spearman to join in gas 
rate hike investigation
Spearman city councilm em bers 

voted to join any of the cities served by 
High Plains Gas of Canadian in an 
investigation of a rate request made 
by the Spearman natural gas supplier.

At their last meeting two weeks ago, 
Spearman city fathers agreed to a 
10-year contract which calls for an 
underlying weighted average cost on 
gas supplied by the Canadian-based 
company.

Added to that is an amount esta­
blished by a Texas Railroad Com­
mission formula that the company may 
add in order to recapture expenses 
and make profit.

Currently that rate is’ set at 38.49 
cent* per mef (million cubic feet). This 
is the rate High Rains Natural Gas is 
asking to raise.

Hie company has not supplied the 
dty with its’ new rate request -- but 
has given notice of its intention to 
make the request
