AUSTIN—Gov. Bill Clements
last week asked the White House
to take steps to stabilize oil prices
and Comptroller Bob Bullock
said the faltering Texas economy
‘‘probably bottomed out” in June.

In the same week that saw the
state sales tax increased 3/4-cent,
Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby warned that
the “‘Build Texas” bond package
which legislators passed in special
session may be facing defeat in the
Nov. 3 election.

Although polls show the $1.9
billion bond package is supported
by the public, Hobby fears that
voters will be confused by the eight
proposed constitutional amend-
ments on the ballot and urged civic
leaders to get behind the ‘‘Build
Texas” program.

Hobby moved to counteract a
call by the Texas Libertarian
Party against the supercollider
project which Texas wants the
feds to build here. The Libertar-
jan Party secretary urged defeat
of an amendment which would au-
thorize the state to sell $500 mil-
lion in bonds for land, utilities and
roads, if Texas is fortunate enough
to land the $4.4 billion project.

“Flat Earth Mentality”
Supporters of the supercollider

immediately raked the Libertari-
ans for having a ‘‘Flat Earth Men-
tality,” and waved a recent re-
port which shows some 17,000 jobs
would be created in Texas during
the pro ject’s construction phase.
A spokesman for a bipartisan
group of supporters estimated the
bonds could cost every Texan
about $2.50 more in taxes.
Meanwhile, an estimated $20

billion would be pumped into the

state’s economy during the 25-year
life of the pro ject. ¥

“Bottomed Out”

Comptroller Bullock said that
stable oil prices and increased
sales in Texas make him think
the Texas economic downslide
““bottomed out in June.”

“You know the biggest change
I’ve seen? A change in attitude,”
Bullock told national reporters.

Almost half of the states cut
their budgets to cope with hard
times and Texas whacked ofl' the
most: $668 million.

Agricultural and oil producing
states are hit the hardest, which
means that Texas is riding out a
double-whammy.

AG Sues Publisher

Attorney General Jim Mattox is
suing the out-of -state publishing
company which publishes Texas

law books over its copyright claim
on the numbers and headings the
firm assigns to state laws.

If Mattox wins, other compa-
nies can compete to publish the
law books, a multimillion dollar
endeavor.

West Publishing Co. contends it
began assigning its own numbers
back in the 1920s and those
became the standard used by
courts and the Texas Legislature.

Mattox contends West cannot
copyright numbers, and even if
it could, it would by now become
part of the public domain.
