Thxas has set aside the month of 
March to remind women who smoke 
during pregnancy that they are smok­
ing for two: Their unborn babies and 
themselves.

Studies covering 500,000 births 
have shown that a woman who smokes 
during pregnancy singificantly in­
crease her risk of having a miscarriage 
a stillbirth, a premature baby or a 
baby with low birthwieght. The new­
born infant faces increased risks from 
respiratory disease syndrome and 
9udden Infant Death Syndrome. In 
addition, children of smokers tend to 
be smaller and shorter and have more 
respiratory ailments and to score 
bwer on math and verbal tests than 
children of nonsmokers.

The Lung Association has an infor­
mation kit for pregnant women who 
smoke. Questions such as: “ What are 
some specific effects of smoking 
during pregnancy?" are answered in 
the comprehensive question and an­
swer portion of the kit. The kit will be 
d istributed free-of-charge during 
Marrh and April.

Workshops for nurses and other 
healthcare professionals will be held 
around the state. Physicians will 
present physiological information con­
cerning smoking during pregnancy. 
Each hospital or clinic represented will 
receive extensive information and 
materials to be used when counseling 
expectant mothers about the hazards 
of smoking.

Texas consumers and homeowners 

would be the eventual losers and 
out-of-state banks could be big win­
ners if a home-equity loan law is 
passed by the Texas Legislature, 
according to S.M. True president of 
the Texas Farm Bureau.

* ‘ Farmers and ranchers know all too 
well the pain of losing their property to 
bank foreclosure and this proposed 
law could worsen the predicament of 
rural and urban homeowners in tough 
economic times," he said.

Members of the state's largest farm 
organization have repeatedly voted 
approval of the restrictions on home- 
equity loans in Texas. State law 
prohibits lending institutions from 
using a homeowner’ s equity as col­
lateral except for a home improvement 
loan.

Now that out-of-state banks can do 
business in our state, a Texan could be 
foreclosed on by a New Jersey bank 
holding his home as collateral," True 
said. “ The interstate banking com­
munity sees Texas homesteads as an 
untapped source of capital."

The elderly, especially, are con­
cerned about losing this homestead 
protection law because they fear 
becoming prey to unscrupulous lend­
ers or even to a family member
