From Migrant to Owner

There has been a down cycle 
in American agriculture. Own­
ers have been reduced to ten­
ants; tenants have been pushed 
off the land, and jjow wander 
from plape to T>lace, seeking 
work. Land ha* been ruined by 
poor practices. Immense taxa­
tion has been laid- down to main­
tain isolated agricultural com­
munities, tilling soil that should 
never have been touched except­
ing by the wind and the sun.

Members of the three PTA’s 
and the Local Chapter Red 
Cross met Friday afternoon in 
Spearman to discuss plans for an 
immunization program for the 
entire county. This will be put 
on as a part of the health pro­
gram which is being conducted 
through the schools and the re­
gular Summer Round Up for 
pre-school children.

It was decided to begin by 
giving the Schick test, which is 
a test to determine whether 
children who have had the tox­
oid for diphtheria are immune. 
It has been found that about 6 
per cent of the children who are 
treated with toxiod are not im­
mune and we are sure you will 
all want to know whether or not 
your children are in this group. 
All children who react should be 
given the toxiod again.

The health record of the 
school children show that very 
few have been vaccinated for 
smallpox. The reports from the 
State Department of Health 
show that this state had more 
than its share of smallpox this 
winter. The only way to be safe 
from this disease is to be period 
ically vaccinated. A vaccination 
over six years old can not be 
depended on. Before the close of 
school this vaccination will also 
be offered.

The toxiod for diphtheria will 
be offered at the time of the 
Summer Round Up, school child­
ren who have not previously 
had this may come in at the 
same time for this treatment.

A charge of 25c will be made 
. for each of these treatments to 
i cover the cost of the serum and

Hansford Hopper Crop 
Sounds Like National 
Debt Multiplied By 
Million

Most Hansford people only 
have a vague idea of the natio­
nal debt and the vast sums of 
Money spent by our government 
but the present Hansford county 
crop of hoppers might make 
them more familiar with stag­
gering figures. More than 100 
local citizens interested in hop­
per control visited a 10-acre egg 
bed Tuesday of this week. Con­
servative estimates placed the 
hoppers as 1,200 per square foot 
in the ten acre egg bed. County 
Agent Joe Hatton figured out 
the ultimate production from 
this one bed would amount to 4 
billion seven hundred and ninety 
one million six hundred thous­
and hoppers. This is one of many 
egg beds scattered over the coun­
ty.

Local officials are ready to 
start poisoning within 5 to 10 
days when the hatch of hoppers 
will be in full swing. Citizens 
are urged to cooperate and get 
the hoppers while they are small.

One of the Cator boys North 
West of Gruver reported some 
of his rank wheat had evidently 
suffered from the freeze since it 
was laying flat after the cold 
weather. Jointed wheat could 
have been injured by the cold 
weather, but F. W. Brandt, local 
weather man states that we have 
had colder spells in May than 
the past week weather and little 
damnge if any rcstflted.

Wheat stored on the farm on 
which loans were made may ex­
tend their agreement with the 
corporation until March 31, 
1940 and receive 12c storage at 
that time providing the wheat 
is turned to the corporation.
