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Police Department Gives Report

Spearman Police Chief ]oe
Raper recently submitted the
Spearman Police Department’s
annual report for fiscal year
1988-89, which was approved by
the Spearman City Council.

Raper noted in the report that
the information reflects a general
view of the activities of the police
department and compares the
information for fiscal year 1988-89
to fiscal year 1987-88.

In his summary, Raper pointed
out that although the number of
calls for service decreased over
the last year, the number of
offenses increased by 57 percent.
He explained that the crime rate
was not up for the year, but
attributed the increase in offenses
to more complaints being filed and
to more efficient record-keeping.

Of the 297 offenses investigated
by the SPD, 85 percent were

cleared by the end of the year, as

.compared with an 83 percent

clearance rate for 1987-88. The
number of arrests was also up
from 33 to 37. The total of
accidents investigated was down
32 percent; citations issued were
down 20 percent; and complaints
filed in municipal court were down
33 percent.

Raper said animal control acti-
vities show a decrease in all major
areas except citations. Calls for
service were down approximately
10 percent; impoundment of ani-
mals was down 25 percent; and
complaints were down slightly, he
said in the report.

Of the animals impounded 10
percent were claimed, 62 percent
were destroyed, five percent were
adopted and 22 percent were
classified as ‘‘other,"’ which
includes escaped or stolen, re-
leased by citation, died in shelter,

etc.

SPD received 2,197 calls for
service last year, as compared
with 2,239 received the previous
year. Offenses totaled 297 in
1988-89, while in 1987-88 there
were 189 offenses. Two felony
arrests were made last year, and
only one the year befors. Mis-
demeanor arrests totaled 35 in FY
1988-89, and 32 in FY 1987-88.
There were no accidents resulting
in fatalities last year, while one
person died in an accident the
previous year.

Only two injury accidents were
reported in FY 1988-89. A total of
15 injury accidents were investi-
gated during FY 11987-88. Non-
injury accidents totaled 37 in
1988-89; and 41 in 1987-88, Spear-
man police officers issued 431
citations during FY 1988-89, and
in FY 1987-88 they issued 518
citations. Complaints received by
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SPD totaled 518 in 1988-89, and
totaled 690 in 1987-88.

Calls for service to Animal
Control totaled 549 last year and
602 the previous year. A total of
359 animals were impounded last
year, as compared with 449 im-
poundments the year before.

Of that number 37 were claim-
ed 223 destroyed, 19 adopted and
80 were classified as ‘‘other.’’
During the previous year 34
animals were claimed, 335
destroyed, 15 adopted and 65
were classified as ‘‘other.”’
Thirty-six animals were received
dead by animal control in FY
1988-89, while during FY 1987-88
43 animals were received dead.

Citations totaled 14 last year
and nine the year before. Sixty-
four complaints were received by
Animal Control in FY 1988-89, and
69 complaints were received in FY
1987-88.

Hunricipol Court Apnual Report Given

Municipal Court Judge Albert
H. Graves recently presented the
Municipal Court Fiscal Report for
1988-89 to the Spearman City
Council.

Judge Graves noted in his
report that during FY 1988-89,
there were 636 complaints filed in
municipal court. In his breakdown
of complaints were the following:

Speeding - 204 total complaints
were filed, 147 persons were
found guilty and paid their fine, 57
complaints were dismissed.

No Insurance - 58 total com-
plaints were filed, 20 persons
paid the fine and 38 were dis-
missed.

Parking - 35 complaints were
filed, 28 persons were found guilty
and paid their fines, seven com-
plaints were dismissed.

Expired Inspection Sticker - 24
complaints were filed, 20 fines
were paid and four complaints
were dismissed.

Canine Violations - 78 com-
plaints were filed, 61 fines were
paid and 17 complaints were
dismissed.

Expired License Plates - 24
complaints were filed, 20 persons
paid the fine and four were
dismissed.

Driver's License Violations - 33
complaints were filed, 22 persons
paid their fines and 11 complaints

were dismissed.

No Seat Belt - one complaint
was filed, that person paid the
fine.

Reckless Driving - six com-
plaints were filed, all fines were
paid.

Failed to Yield Right of Way -
six complaints were filed, three
fines were paid, three complaints
were dismissed.

Exhibition of Acceleration -
eight complaints were filed, four
fines were paid and four com-
plaints were dismissed.

Unsafe Backing - seven com-
plaints were filed, four fines were
paid and three complaints were
dismissed.

Assault - 19 complaints were
filed, nine fines were paid, eight
complaints were dismissed and
two are open.

Disregarding Stop Sign - 60
complaints were filed, 47 fines
were paiu and 13 complaints were
dismissed.

Violate Promise to Appear - 12
complaints were filed, four fines
were paid and eight complaints
were dismissed.

Reckless Damage to Property -
five complaints were filed, all
the fines were paid.

Public Intoxication - five com-
plaints were filed, four fines were
paid and one complaint was

dismissed.

Theft of Services - 12 com-
plaints were filed, all the fines
were paid.

Disorderly Conduct - nine com-
plaints were filed, seven fines
were paid and two are open.

Disregarding Red Light - four
complaints were filed, two fines
were paid and two complaints
were dismissed.

Defective Equipment - six com-
plaints were filed, three persons
paid the fine and three complaints
were dismissed.

Minor in Possession - nine
complaints were filed and all fines
were paid.

Ilegal U-Turn - four complaints
were filed, two persons paid the
fine and two complaints were
dismissed. :

Failed to Yield to Pedestrian in
Crosswalk - one complaint was
filed and the fine was paid.

Open Container - three com-
plaints were filed and all fines

were paid.
Littering - two complaints were
filed and both were dismissed.
Failed to Dim He hts - one
complaint was filed the fine
wae paid.

Ilegal Passing - one complaint
was filed, and it was dismissed.

Following Too Close - two
complaints were filed and both
were dismissed.

Judge Graves, in his report,
listed the total amount of fines
paid in municipal court for each
month of FY 1988-89. They

December 1988, $769; ]anuary
1989, $887; February 1989,
$849.50; March 1989, $1,847.50;

$3,597; and Seotember 1989,
$2.405. A total of $21,955 in fines
was collected by the Spearman
Municipal Court in FY 1988-89.

“*Are you a county employee?’
These questions, plus others con-
cerning the library have been
asked of me. No, the librarian
does not own the library. No, the
librarian is not a county employee,
nor is the library a part of either
the county or city government.

The Hansford County Library is
a nonprofit organization governed
by a library board whose members
are appointed by the City of
Spearman (Mary Alice Gibner,
Marsha Murphy), Hansford Coun-
ty (J.L. Brock), Spearman Lions
Club (James Cunningham), the
Spearman Book Club (Althalie
Trayler), and the Spearman Twen-
tieth Century Club (Frances
Stump, Myrna Biggers, Frances
Kilgore). Frances Stump is the
current board chairman.

Funding for the library comes
from several sources. The city
and county each currently give the
library $750 per month. The
library thriftshop, which is opera-
ted entirely by volunteers,
brought in $12,000 for the library
in 1989. Donations, including
money for memorials, are used to
purchase books. Other monies
which go into the library's opera-
ting fund include funds collected
from making copies, fines from
overdue books, and rent collected
for use of the upstairs meeting
rooms. The library expenditures

Paid library staff includes the
librarian (Rita Curtis) and assis-
tant libiadan {Frances Kiigore),
both of whom are hired by the
library board. -

The librarian selects all library
bocks and other library materials.
Cataloging and processing of the
books is carried out by either the
librarian or the assistant. Library
holdings total 18,800, which in-
cludes books, periodicals, and A-V
materials.

The thriftshop director is Jo
McLaughlin, who is a volunteer,
as are the ladies who work in the
thriftshop. Current thriftshop
ladies include: Jo McLaughlin,
J ettie Davis, Sara Dossett, Caia
Hester, Lilly Love, Pauline
McGee, Margaret Novak, Helen
Sanders, Jean Sheets, Dorothy
Tackitt, Mary Fern Terry, Dorothy
Irwin, and Claudine Laxton.

The thriftshop, which is located
in back of the library building, is
open for business from 2-4 on
Saturdays. Items donated by
people iz the community are
offered for sale, and all proceeds
go directly to the library.

The Hansford County Library is
a member of the Texas Panhandle
Library System and is a member
of Harrington Library Consortium
which is a multitype automated
library network based in Amarillo.

The library is open 34 hours a
week. Weekday hours are 10-12;
2-6 and Saturday hours are 9-1.

Pilots 8x-
periencing ‘'vertigo’' have invert.
ed their aircraft and flown them
into the ground.

T'o illustrate this point, he had
me sit on a stool that had a place
for mv feet. The seat of the stog]
and the foot rest allowed my body
to rotate in a complete circle. Next
he placed a hood over my eyes.
The hood was specially made with
a small chamber in front of my
eves. | could see small red lights
at the far end of the chamber. A
stick was placed in my hands that
ran down between my legs to a
slot in the foot rest. The stick was
used to simulate the control stick
in an airplane.

In this position, the instructor
began to rotate me slowly, then
increased the speed somewhat,
The speed of the rotation was
never extremely fast. My job was

to keep the stick an even distance
between my knees and in a neutral
position from my chest to my
knees. Slowly the rotation stop-

ped. A very frightening sensation
took over my hUd\'!

The voices in the room
seemed to be coming from the

ceiling. My sense of balance was
telling me 1 was standing on my
head. My mind told me that the
stool should be on its legs on the
floor.
