Good Rains Are Reported This Week
From All Parts of Hansford County

Good rains have fallen over all of
IHansford county during the past
week, Since Thursday of last week,
over one and one-half inches have
fallen at Spearman. From the
northwest comes reports of a three-
inch rain, while from other 'sections
a much lighter precipitation is re-
ported. The fields are in fine shape
for plowing now, and farmers will
lose no time in getting ready for an-
other wheat harvest. Much new land
is being put in. Just a few more
days of cloudy, misty weather and
farmers will be howling for the sun-
shine, so that they may get in the
fields.

BIG POSTAL FIGURES

Considerably more than one
fourth of the ordinary expenditures
of the United States government are
required for the operation of the
Post Office Department, for which
the annual budget provided $757,-
969,115,

Ten years ago the amount appro-
priated for the postal service was
only $324,833.728, or considerably
less than one-half that required this

year,
More than 300,000 persons are
now employed, salaries being the

principal item of expense. Railroad
transportation of mails costs about
$100,000,000 annually, while equip-
ment and supplies require an expend-
iture of several millions, among the
items being about 1,400 tons of
twine, 3,600,000 yards of canvas for
mail bags, 2,400,000 locks, more
than 8,000,000 gallons of gasoline
for motor vehicles and hundreds of
tons of stationery.

Postal receipts fall many millions
thort of expenditures, owing to the
great cost of the rural free delivery
gervice and the handling of many
tons of official mail which pays no
postage.

Under the present postal law there
are a number of glaring inconsist-
encies in rates, but it is likely that
an effort will be made to adjust these
by the next Congress. But whatever
its faults, the United States postal
service is not only the largest, but
aleo the mose efficient in the world.

Marriage announcements recently
sent out by a Paris couple carried a
touch of originality, After the
names of the newly wedded pair it
was stated that they “have the pleas-
ure of announcing their marriage
cclebrated in the Church of St
Phillipe du Roule.

AIRPLANE SAFETY

In the development of passenger
air lines in the United States one of
the greatest obstacles to be overcome
is fear of accidents. While air travel
in passenger planes has been com-
paratively freec from casualties, the
fatalities among nilitary and stunt
flyers have been so great as to give
prospective passengers cause for
alarm.

That safety in the air can be at-
tained is well illuctrated by the rec-
ord of European passenger lines,
particularly those of Germany. In
1925 and 1926 German passenger
planes covered more than six million
miles and carried approximately 85,
000 passengers, with only one fatal
uccident in the two years.

These planes flew on schedule,
cven under unfavorable weather con-
ditions, and afforded service between

London, Paris, Madrid, Rome, Con-
stantinople and Moscow, as well as
intermediate points,  During 1026
the regularity of schedules averaged
08 per cent.

With constant improvements being
made which make for even greater
tafety there is no reason why entire |
confidence in air transportation
secured, provided
pilots are selected and trained with
greater care than has been done in

B | Amcerica in the past.

Germany's success has been large-
ly due to the exacting requirements
demanded of pilote. There some of
the mest experienced and successful
war aviators and stunt fliers have
been refused licenses to pilot pass-
enger planes, in which strict obsery-
ance of safety rules is demanded, as
well as courage and skill,

Through the same rigid dequire-
ments with respect to machines and
personnel America can undoubtedly
duplicate or excel the German record

for safety,

TAKE CARE OF THE PULLETS

* “Since the poultryman’s future
business depends upon his pullets, he
should take a great pride in their
growth and development,” W. C.
Homeyer, professor of poultry hus-
bandry, John Tarleton College,
Stephenville, said in a discussion of
preparing pullets for the laying
nouse given before the poultry group
at . the Farmers’ Short Course, A. &
M. College of Texas.

“The success of any poultryman
depends largely upon the proper pre-
paration of the pullets for the laying
house. Far too many people neglect
the growing stock until the birds are
ready for the laying house, and then
they expect to find a feed that will
make the small, weak and immature

= | pullets lay eggs of good size, and

plenty of them. A pullet that has
been sneglected during its growing
period will lay less eggs, will be
more susceptible to disease, will lay
for much shorter periods, and the
cggs from such stock will, as a rule
produce weak chicks.

“The secret of success in feeding
growing. pullets is to never feed a
forcing ration. Give them a chance
to grow and mature well before forc-
ing egg productidn. A pullet that
starts laying early in the season usu-
olly goes into molt in the fall of the
year, and consequently produces leas
eggs during the period that they are
worth most. Futhermore, a pullct
that starts laying beforc it 1s well
matured cannot stund the steain of
