City Officials Pass
Firework Ordinance

A new ordinance based on Pen-
ul Code article 450 of the State
of Texas was passed at the meet-
ing of the city commissioners
held Iednesday of this week, Bas-
is for the ordinance is in the ar-
ticle Which is printed below,

Penal Code, Article 480:—
Shooting in  public places—any
person who discharges any gun,
pistol or firearm of any kind, or
tischarges any cannon cracker
or torpedo on or across any pub-
lic square, street or alley of any
town or city, or within 100 yards
of any business house in this state
shall be fined not more than $100.
A “cannon cracker” is any com-
bustible package more than two
inches long and more than one
inch through.

An ordinance to regulate the
use and sale of fireworks; to pre-
scribe and impose penalties; to
repeal certain ordinances, and de-
claring an emergency.

Be it ordained by the board of
commissioners of the City of
Spearman. Texas:

Section 1. No person shall dis-
charge, shoot, or make use of any
fire-cracker more than two inches
long; or any combustible, explo-
sive package, commonly called a
Roman candle, containing more
than fifteen balls, defined as com-
monly appli in fireworks
trade classifications; or any com-
bustible, explosive package. com-
monly called a sky-roc

L g more than six ounces of
r or mixture, defined as com-
¢d in the fireworks

Wiy, or transport any firecrack-
er, Roman candle or sky-rocket,
the use of which is prohibited in
the foregoing first section of this
ordinance.

Section 3. Whoever violates any
provision of this ordinance shall
be punished by a fine of not less
than one dollar nor more than one
hundred dollars, or by imprison-
ment in the city jail for not more
than ten days, or both such fine
and imprisonment, together with
the costs of prosecution.

Section 4. Ordinance No. 50,
passed by the Board of Commis-
sioners July 2, 1935, of record
in Volume 3, at page 62, Minutes
of said Board; an ordinance pas-
sed by said Board on July 1, 1936,
of record in Volume 3, at page
110, Minutes of said Board; Or-
dinance No. 15, of record at page
10, Record of City Ordinances;
and all ordinances and parts of
ordinances, regulating or prohi-
biting the use and - or sale of
fireworks or in conflict or incon-
sistent with this ordinance, here-
by expre ¢ repealed.

Section The fact that local
merchants, who must place fac-
tory and wholesale orders at once
for fireworks for the approaching
Independence Day celebration,
fire unable to determine, by re
son of uncertainties and conflict
in existing ordinances provisions,
to what extent and upon what
conditions fireworks legally may
be sold within the corporate li-
mits of the city s an em-
ergency and an imperative pub-
lic necessity that the rule requir-
ing ordinances to be read at more
than one meeting be suspended
and that this ordinance be effec-
{ive immediately from and after
its passage, and it is so ordained.
