The sidewalk sale will be 
part of the celebration which 
has a parade theme this year 
of It's Child's World.

Customarily during the 
celebration days, clubs, 
churches and other organiz­
ations sponsor booths. Some 
booths are already scheduled 
for the June festivities and 
any clubs, churches or other 
organizations, in Spearman, 
Grover or elsewhere, inter­
ested in sponsoring a booth 
are requested to contact the 
Chamber of Commerce office 
in Spearman for necessary 
arransements.

Comptroller Bob Bullock 
has mailed checks totaling 
S16.2 million to Texas cities 
and towns, representing the 
April rebate of the one-cent 
sales tax they assess, with 
Spearman receiving $3,799. 
92 and Gruver receiving $1.- 
158.29, according to the an­
nouncement from Bullock's 
office in Austin . The net 
payment to Spearman is an 
increase of $575.30 over last 
year. There was no change 
in the Gruver payment from 
last year.

Bullock said his office has 
remitted $105.7 million in 
city sales taxes this year as of 
April 15, an increase of 21 
percent over the same period 
in 1976. However, he ex­
plained. part of the increase 
is due to a change made by 
his office effective this 
month.

The Comptroller’s office 
has historically retained 4.76 
per cent of the cities sales 
tax collections to cover re­

funds and bad checks. 
Bullock said this amount has 
been reduced to two per 
cent, so that cities now will 
receive nearly three per cent 
more of their sales tax pro­
mptly for spending or ivest-

Even without the change, 
he noted, “city sales tax 
collections are running a 
healthy 18 per cent ahead of 
last year.”

Bullock also asked mer­
chants to refrain from chang­
ing the due dates and period 
dates on the printed sales tax 
return forms they now re­
ceive from his office. He said 
the practice has caused many 
taxpayers payments to be 
credited to the wrong report­
ing periods, sometimes re­
sulting in erroneous billings 
being issued by his office.

The Comptroller’s printed

In recognition of the spe­
cial day at Faith the Oslo 
Lutheran congregation has 
canceled its worship service 
and Sunday School in order 
to attend the big celebration. 
From the very beginning and 
through the years the sup­
port and friendship of the 
Oslo community has been 
invaluable to the congrega­
tion of Faith.

Faith Lutheran Church be­
gan meeting as a group of 
worshipping Lutherans in 
February. 1964, at the Farm 
Bureau Building here in 
Spearman. Somewhat over a 
year later, in May, 1965, the 
land at 11th and Bernice was 
purchased and plans were 
made for the present build­
ing to be built.

Schuster from Borger served 
as interim pastors from 1969 
through June 1970, when 
Pastor Victor C.E. Andersen 
was called to serve both 
Faith Lutheran and Oslo 
Lutheran congregations. 
Pastor Andersen continues to

served as intern from Sep­
tember, 1975, to August, 
1976.

He is currently the 
intern and will be completing 
his year in August of this 
year.

It was not until November. 
1972, that the congregation 
of Faith began having a 
special Thanksgiving Offer­
ing which was set aside for 
the Debt Retirement on the 
building. At that time almost 
the entire sum originally 
borrowed in order to build

the church was still owed. 
But with the special Thanks­
giving Offerings came an 
extra effort and desire by the 
members of Faith to pay off 
the entire debt. So with their 
hard work and with the help 
of good friends the entire 
debt was completely paid off 
by September, 1976. Once 
the dicision was made it took 
them only four short years! 
The faith and hope of people 
under God can do amazing 
things. We think it is 
something worthy of a spe­
cial celebration!

chers started their exper­
iment in 1972 and contin­
ued through 1974. They 
applied anhydrous am­
monia annually at 250 
pounds per acre. This 
was compared to no fertil­
izer. annual manure ap­
plication of 10 or 30 tons 
per acre, and a single 
application of manure at 
30 ton per acre in 1972. 
Manure was applied each 
February and incorporat­
ed with an 8-inch mdd- 
board plowing, in addi­
tion to preplant irrigation, 
three or four summer 
irrigations were applied to 
sorghum growing in the 
treatments. Manure ob- 
Uined from a nearby fe­
edlot each year contained 
from 1.1 to 2.2 percent 
nitrogen, up to 0.56 per­
cent phosphorus, and a- 
bout 50 percent moisture. 
Irrigation water applied, 
time required for irriga­
tion water to advance 500 
feet, and runoff were me- • 
asured. Water infiltration 
was calculated as the dif­
ference between applica­
tion and runoff. Runoff 
water from either rain or 
irrigation was analyzed 
for nitrate-nitrogen, pho­
sphorus, and chloride ions 
to check water quality.

The researchers found 
that 30 tons of manure 
slowed water advance a- 
bout 10 percent. Their 
calculations showed that 
all three manure rates 
increased water intake a- 
bout 0.5 inch at each 
irrigation. This extra soil 
moisture increased sorg­
hum yield where 10 tons 
of manure were applied 
annyally or where 30 tons 
were applied the first 
year. "Yield averaged 
6500 pounds per sere 
where anhydrous ammon­
ia was applied, and a little 
over 7000 pounds per acre 
with the two manure tre­
atments,” Mathers said. 
He also pointed out that 
yield was poor the third 
year where 30 tons of 
manure were applied an­
nually. The high rate of 
manure increased salt co­
ntent of surface soil and 
reduced sorghum germin­
ation and growth.

“ When we checked qu­
ality of runoff water we 
were very pleased," the 
scientists said. In 10 of 
the 11 runoff events, wa­
ter that ran from the field 
had nitrate, chloride, and 
phosphorus content simi­
lar to irrigation water 
applied, in one instance, 
1.2 inches of rain fell a 
few hours after irrigation 
and caused runoff. Ni­
trate and chloride cancen- 
tration were tripled on 
30-ton-per-acre manure 
treatments.

The scientists speculate 
that the two ions moved to 
the surface on the beds 
during furrow irrigation. 
Rain dissolved them from 
the beds and the ions 
were flushed out of the 
field with runoff water. If 
rain had come a few days 
later, water and the two 
salts would have infiltrat­
ed into dry soil. “Altho­
ugh chloride and nitrate 
concentration was incre­
ased, it was not of practi­
cal significance,” the sci­
entists pointed out. Ni­
trate content was less 
than 30 parts per million, 
well below the 45 parts 
per million safety stan­
dard for drinking water. 
Farmers will not be affe­
cted because total nitro­
gen washed from the field 
was only 9 pounds per 
sere. Where 10 tons per 
acre of manure were ap­
plied, nitrate concentra­
tion was only 2.5 parts per 
million. Phosphorus con­
tent of water was not 
affected. “ In our exper­
iment, runoff water qual­
ity was not reduced by 
fertilizer or manure app­
lication,” Mathers said.

"Our research showed 
a practical safe way to 
utilize from irrigation in 
addition to supplying 
plant nutrients. Fanners 
with clay loam soil in the 
Southern High Plain* can 
afford to pay the same 
price for 10 tons of ma­
nure as 250 pounds of 
anhydrous ammonia,” 
they concluded.

Cover crops

some farmers suffered heavy 
dollar losses when 60-surplus 
mile-an-hour winds literally 
blew the sandier-textured 
soils into adjacent states 
eastward.

Not all farmlands were 
affected, says Dr. Frank Petr 
of the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. Primarily 
affected by the wind* were 
those fields having landy 
texture and topography and 
which did not have enough 
plant growth or crop residue 
to deter the eroding action of 
strong winds.

Petr believes perennial 
crops offer continuous pro­
tection from both wind and 
water erosion, plus a good 
source of income through 
livestock production.

The Extension agronomist 
acknowledges that returning 
erosion-prone dryland areas 
to perennial frass is difficult, 
but that it sometimes is the 
best resource available to 
remedy the problem. The 
reason for the difficulty is the 
limited number of grass and 
legume species capable of 
surviving and producing ec­
onomically adequate
amounts of forage under 
dryland conditions.

“ Weeping lovegrass 
works especially well for 
dryland on deep sandy soils,
"  HE SAYS. “ Switchgrass, 
Indiangrass and sideoats 
grama do well also on the 
finer textured soils under 
dryland as well as irrigation. 
Bemudagrass is best for 
irrigated situations or low 
areas where subsurface moi­
sture is available.”

The agronomist says these 
warm season grasses should 
be planted in the spring 
when danger of hard frost is 
over. These warm season 
species planted in the fail do 
not become well established 
and are often killed by winter 
weather. He also advises 
having a firm, well prepared 
seedbed to establish a good 
stand and get ahead of weed 
competition.

"On sandy soils or where 
wind erosion is a hazard the 
grass can be planted directly 
into standing stubble that 
has been grazed to remobe 
excess loose material," he 
explains. “A grass seeder is 
desirable to plant the correct 
amount of seed. Depth 
bands on disc-type openers 
are useful to prevent plant­
ing too deep. One-half inch 
is a good depth for most 
grasses. Firming the prepa­
red seedbed before planting 
helps to regulate planting 
depth and using a roller 
packer again after planting 
establishes good contact of 
the seed and soil which 
hastens germination."

Petr says cool season gra­
sses generally require irriga­
tion and fertilization for suc­
cessful production. They 
may be more useful and 
productive than warm season 
grasses because they start 
growth early in the spring 
and continue to be produc­
tive until November.

Cool season grasses such 
as brome grass, orchard 
grass, fescue and the wheat- 
grasses establish best when 
planted in August or Sep­
tember, he adds. Excessive 
weed competition and high 
temperatures are encounter­
ed when these grasses are 
planted in th* spring.

“ Fall planting is also best 
for establishing alfalfa,” he 
recommends. "If it’s neces­
sary to plant alfalfa in the 
spring, a preplant incorpo­
rated herbivide such as Bal- 
an (benefin or benfluralin) 
works well to control most 
annual broadleag and gTassy 
weeds. It’s important to 
inoculate the alfalfa teed 
prior to planting. Alfalfa also 
requires about 100 pounds of 
phosphorus (P205(annu- 
ally".
