Any individual, 
group of individuals, corpor­
ation, partnership or other 
entity who owned one or 
more cattle during the calen­
dar year of 1976 could be 
registered to  vote with the 
ASCS office in the county 
where the cattle operation is 
located. 4-H and FFA mem­
bers, men and women, were 
eligible to register to vote.

Voting may be in person or 
by mail a t the Hansford 
ASCS office with the ballot to 
be cast during the voting 
period from July 5 through 
July IS. A producer wishing 
to vote by mail must have 
requested by letter or tele­
phone that a  ballot be mailed

by producer organizations. 
The board would collect as­
sessm ents on sales of cattle 
and calves and use the funds 
for beef research and infor­
mation. The board is to 
consist of not more than 68 
members.

Representation on the 
board would be proportional 
to cattle production in each 
sta te  or geographic area.

The program would be 
monitored through the Agri­
cultural M arketing Service of 
the USDA to assure that it 
stays within the legislative 
authority and accomplishes 
the goals of the program as 
voted on by producers in the 
referendum .

Tax Cut 
Proposed

The Spearman Reporter 
has learned through reliable

H > that the Hospital 
is considering a tax 
' need for such action 

stem s from variqus reasons.
The major reason is the 

fact that so far this year the 
hospital deficit is not as large 
as it has been in past years. 
The losses for the current 
fiscal year are about half of 
what they were for the year 
before.

Theres is also feeling that 
there may be some public 
concern caused by reports 
from other area hospitals. 
Guymon has closed s  hospi­
tal wing, laying off nearly 
30% of their working s ttff  in 
an effort to keep the hospital 
open. The hospital at Pampa 
borrowed money to get then^ 
out of the red, then turned 
around the next month to 
find that they had lost ano­
ther considerable amount.

The larger hospitals 
around us are getting from 
$80 - $90 per day room fee. 
The Hansford Hospital gets 
per day. We wondered if 
going up on the room rate 
wouldn't put our hospital 
closer to running 
keel. W hen queried about 
this, the Hospital Adminis­
trator informed us that this 
would be a pretty drastic 
course of action for those 
persons who didn’t have

who have been going out of 
town for their hospital care. 
We have recently had a new 
addition to the Doctor*s'staff 
with Dr. Im, and Dr. Philips 
will soon open practice in the 
Hackley Building. Also, the 
Hospital Board is presently 
undergoing negotiations with 
a general surgeon. The 
possibility of acquiring him is 
favorable.

The Hospital Administra­
tor, Jerry Taylor, told us that 
he will endeavor to put the 
hospital on an even keel 
within the next three years. 
W hen this is done the Hospi­
tal Tax collections will be 
brought down to an indigent 
figure, which is an amount 
that has to be collected 
according to state legislation.

The exact amount of the 
proposed tax cut has not 
been voted on yet, but it will 
possibly fall around the 30% 
mark. It may not be quite 
that sizable of a cut after 
everything is considered, bu t 
this is a  mark to shoot at. 
Hospital officials feel tha t a 
tax cut would be a good step 
to take.
