C nmp"nllcv Bob Bullock
reported Friday that Texas
recorded the largest increase
of any state in sales tax
collections last year, except
for those states that increas-
ed their tax or broadened its
base.

Spurred by increased con-
sumer spending and intensi-

increase in
sales tax collections totaled
$1.5 billion in calendar 1976,
an 18.3 percent increase over
1975, Bullock said.

Bullock’s report, which is
contained in the Comptrol-
ler's June Financial State-
ment, is based on a nation-
wide study of consumer taxes
by the Federal Tax Admini-

‘What it shows,”" Bullock
said, “is that only those five
States that raised their sales
tax or extended it to pre-
viously excluded items regi-
Stered a bigger percentage
increase in collection  than
Texas.

The cost of mailing a book
or record will rise from 25
cents for the first pound to 30
cents. For each additional
pound through seven
pounds, the increase is from
10 to 11 cents per pound.

For authorized non-profit
organizations the minimum
cost of mailing a bulk third-
class circular goes from 2.0
cents to 2.1 cents. For
libraries the book and record
rate goes from nine cents to
11 for the first pound. For
each additional pound the
rate remains four cents.

With the enactment of the
Postal Reorganization Act,
an adjustment  period--or
phasing-was provided for
those classes of mail enjoy-
ing preferential rates.

The Postal Service is re-
quired by law to annually lift
the preferential rates another
step toward *'full rates”.

The difference between
the revenues produced by
the phased rates and those
thit would have been

ed if the full rates were in
effect is paid to the Postal
Service from Congressional
appropriations
