partment's vocational rehabilita-
tion program has taken a second 
stride forward with the addition 
of three blind students to the two-
year master's degree course of 
study. 

The three new trainees are: 
Clessia Blakeslee and Randolph 
Greene of Lubbock and Harry G. 
Davis, Elgin. 

The vocational rehabilitation 
program at Tech, which now has 
eight students on its rolls, is part 
of a national plan put into effect 
fast September. Sponsored by the 
U. S. Department of Health, Edu-
cation and Welfare, the two-year 
study plan is specially designed 
to fill the national need for 
trained counselors to work with 
the handicapped. 

Tech is one of 27 schools 
throughout the country cooperat-
ing in the government program. 
Students are granted $1,600 a year 
to cover part of their expenses. 

Before coming here, Miss Blak-
eslee was employed by the Texas 
Commission for the Blind as a 
teacher in the West Texas area. 
A graduate of the University of 
Wichita, she is a former president 
of the Midwestern Council of 
Home Teachers. 

A 1951 Tech graduate with a 
B.S. degree in animal husbandry, 
Greene was blinded in action with 
the 31st Infantry Division during 
World War II. lie formerly oper-
aated a poultry farm east of Lub-
bock and the concession stand in 
the Lubbock County Court house. 

A drive will start this week to 
raise between $10,000 and $15,000 
to establish a fellowship fund for 
graduate women students at Tech. 
The drive is sponsored by the 
Quarterly Club, an organization 
composed of Tech faculty and staff 
women, and the fellowship fund 
is named in honor of Dr. Paul W. 
Horn, Tech's first president. 

Main purpose of the fund is to 
bring to Tech outstanding women 
students who are capable of doing 
graduate work in research and 
academic and professional fields 
that will compare favorably with 
that done in the nation's leading 
colleges.

committee declared in a joint 
statement. 

"The committee further con-
cludes that the Texas Tech rodeo 
team must assume the responsi-
bility of conducting its affairs in 
such a manner as to be harmon-
ious with the statement and intent 

President Jones announced he 
will prepare a statement next 
week regarding the intentions of 
the college toward both the 
Tech Rodeo and Western Days. 

of the actions of the committee 
during the interim period before 
the Texas Tech Rodeo Council can 
begin operation," the statement 
continues. "The team, in this re- 1 

 spect, must operate with the Texas 
Tech Rodeo Association as a sup-
porting, rather than a sponsoring, 
organization," the statement con-
cludes. 

Commenting on the continued 
suspension of the Rodeo Associa-
tion. Dr. Clewell said the commit-
tee approved the recommendation 
on the basis that the Association 
is on suspension because it accept-
ed inoney from an unauthorized 
and "out of bounds" activity," and 
not because of any activities con-
nected with Western Days. 

She said the committee also rec-
ommended continued suspension of 
Western Days because the student 
body as a whole is responsible for 
that event. Authority must be 
properly channeled to insure ade-
quate responsibility for Western 
Days before reestablishment can 
be considered, she added.

The Horn Loan Fund, establish-
ed in 1946 by the Quarterlp Club 
is being converted to the fellow-
ship fund. It is hoped that enough 
money will be donated by May 1 
to set up a fellowship for next 
year, Miss Dietering said. The club 
is aiming for a large enough sum 
to provide a yearly fellowship of 
$300 to $450 through accrued 
interest.

Desegregation And Autherine Lucy — What Others Say . 

Larry Coker. senior electrical 
engineering major, won the stu-
dent paper competition for Tech's 
chapter of the American Institute 
of Electrical Engineers at a meet-
ing of Tech's AIEE Monday night. 
He will, go to Dallas to compete 
in the South West District Meet-
ing of the AIEE on April 2-4. 

Tom Stems, counselor for the 
AIEE and assistant professor of 
electrical engineering, and Ray 
Aylsworth, newly elected chair-
man of Tech's chapter, will also 
attend the Dallas meet. 

Coker's topic for the paper is 
"The Development of a New 

Method of Circuit Analysis in 

Ladder Networks." Judges for the

By A....elated Collegiate Press—

The Autherine Lucy  case  has be-
come  a  national issue and a num-
ber of college newspapers have 
carried news stories  or  editorial 
comment about it. The Associated 
Collegiate Press has summarized 
in the next few paragraphs some 
of their editorial statements. 

From the University of West 
Virginia's Daily Athenaeum: "It's 
often been said that those who 
wrestle with qualms of interiority 
are the  ones  who feel they must 
fight to prove their supremacy. As 
far  as  we're concerned the Ala-
bama students only demonstrated 
their immaturity, indecency, in-
humanity and perhaps inferiority. 
If the white race were superior 
(and  it is  not) it would not have 
to fight to insure its position." 

The Daily Californian had this 
to say: "One bright light in the 
Alabama situation appears to be 
University President 0. C. Car-
michael, who has been attempting 
to keep the situation under con-
trol. Addressing and emergency 
faculty meeting, Carmichael mas-
terfully understated the incident, 
'This situation could possibly 
bring disgrace to our university. It 
might well end in a tragedy." If 
the current actions of Carmichael 
and the University trustees  are 
for the purpose of gaining time 
to consider  a  plan for integration 
of Miss Lucy and other prospect-
ive Negroes the actions are per-
haps the best remedy for the pres-
ent problem." 

From the Iowa State Daily: 
"One favorable note was detected 
when only about five per cent of 
the 1,000 demonstrators involved 
were students. This  comes on  the 
heels of the first report which said 
that the riot was exploded  on  the 
Alabama campus. It was only 
natural to assume that it was  an 
all-student display. It is hoped 
that this means that the younger 
generation, for the most part, is 
using some common  sense on  the 
racial issue.  It seems  that for  some 
years yet the Deep South will con-
tinue to have periodic outbursts 
involving the racial question. We 
only hope that, ultimately, these 
generations of southerners will 
throw off these "race barrier" 
shackles and be able to attend 
classes on a non-segregated basis." 

The Minnesota Daily, comment-
ing on the University's action  in 
barring Miss Lucy from classes. 
had this to say: "Some may call 
the University administration's de-
cision short-sighted and unneces-
sary. The Daily does not agree.  It 
should be remembered,  as  officials 
stated, that the temper of the mob 
would have resulted in murder. 
And such  an  act would  mean  fur-
ther, bloodier violence. It would 
be  a  mistake,  we  believe. for Miss 
Lucy's lawyer to continue his in-
sistence that she be readmitted. 
Desegregation will not be achieved 
through force. But the students at 
the University  are  to be congratu-
lated for their attitude of common 
sense  and fair play. According to

"The first real all-out Shake-
spearean production to be held in 
America,"  is  the view of Dr. 
Cecilia Thompson associate pro-
fessor of speech,  on  the Strat-
ford Shakespeare Festival held in 
Canada. It was such  a  success 
that a movie was made of behind-
the-scenes activities in producing 
the Festival. 

The other feature to be present-
ed  on  the  same  billing will be 
"Tonight at 8:30"  an  adaptation 
of three of nine best plays writ-
ten by Noel Coward. These are: 
"The Red Peppers," "Fumed Oak," 
and "Ways and Means." 

University officials about 150 of 
them tool< part in the riot . . . 
150 out of an enrollment of 7,000. 
The rest of the 7,000 remembered 
to think rationally." 

On the other hand, Leonard Wil-
son,  a  19-year-old pre-law student 
at the University of Alabama, 
wrote this letter for the United 
Press: 

"It would be the greatest thing 
Autherine Lucy ever did  if  she 
would withdraw voluntarily from 
the University of Alabama. The 
demonstrations show beyond a 
reasonable doubt that integration 
will not work. For the safety of 
herself and of all other students,  

she should not be admitted.  I  take 
issue with a report that the parti-
cipants in the demonstrations have 
been outsiders. There  were  prob-
ably some taxpaying citizens  in 
the crowd. But in  the  groups  I 
saw assembled there  were  more 
university students  than outsiders. 
I  don't think Autherine Lucy  is 
responsible for what  she  is doing. 
Apparently, she is being backed 
and pushed by  the  wretched 
National Association for the Agita-
tion of Colored People. The only 
solution to the problem will  be 
for Autherine Lucy to withdraw 
voluntarily and put  an  and to  all 
connected court litigation." 

U. S. Dignity, Unity Jeopardized .. . 
Even Russia and its "new policies" are taking a back 

seat in the news reports lately — a back seat to the recent 
decisions and indecisions concerning desegregation. 

Each succeeding report brings word of a new dissen-
sion or a current development in an old conflict. 

If it weren't such a serious thing, one could sit back, 
read some of the articles, listen to some of the ridiculous 
statements from both sides and get a big laugh. 

As with any important issue which affects the emo-
tions of the mass of people, the two sides — instead of 
strengthening their arguments and drawing more people 
to their point of view — tend to give out a lot of heat, 
but very little light, resulting in two or more cemented 
blocks of people who couldn't be budged from their 
opinions with a tractor. 

Out of these blocks will usually come the comical 
statements, made even more humorous by their seriousness. 
Ambiguous or unnecessary statements such as "a Negro is 
a human being" on one side, or "send 'em all back to 
Africa" on the other would be branded "too unbelievable" 
if put into a fictional story, but they are heard every day. 

Most Southern colleges — including Tech — have 
taken a policy of waiting for state or federal rulings to 
make the final decision. 

Senate Bill No. 103 passed by the 38th Legislature of 
Texas, and which brought Tech into being, begins "There 
shall be established in this State a college for white stu-
dents . . . ", and according to Pres. E. N. Jones, if any 
change is made, "it must come from the legislature or as 
a ruling by the state attorney general as a new interpreta-
tion." 

"We have interpreted the situation as beyond the scope 
of even the Board of Directors of this institution," Presi-
dent Jones added. 

After the cries of constitutional rights, unconstitu-
tionality of decisions, states rights, federal rights, moral 
rights, moral wrongs, groups rights, individual rights, and 
a hundred or so other "rights" and "wrongs" calm a little, 
it all seems to boil down not to "what do the Northern 
and Southern people want," because that is obvious, but to 
the question of whether one section of a nation should try 
to force its opinions and will on another section — whether 
one section is so morally and legally superior to another 
that the former can or should dictate to the latter. 

No matter which belief is correct, however, one thing 
is certain. The people of both sides are going to have to 
calm down a little and look at the problem more objectively 
before a workable solution can be found, and more impor-
tant before the unity and dignity of our country is 
jeopardized.

Well, John, it's hard to define the difference in a way that 
will satisfy everybody, because one always finds a lot of over. 
lapping between research and development work. But most 
people agree that there are differences, especially in time se-

quence. Research work comes first, because one of its main ob-
jectives is to establish or discover new scientific facts that will 
supply the foundation for new industrial developments. In 

other words, research men seek new knowledge about mat, 
ter, generally working with small quantities of it, 

Development work conics later, and Du Pont has two main 
types. First, there is new,  process development. Here scientists 

and engineers modify, streamline, and augment the findings 
of research so that new chemical products can be profitably 

made on a large scale—or existing products can - he male by 

hence arid more efficient methods.

"M a t• r y  an  understanding 
woman" was Sports Editor Joe 
Kelly's advice to future sports 
writers in a talk to sophomore 
journalism students Tuesday. 

Explaining the duties and ex-
periences of the sports writer, 
Kelly told of the irregular hours 
in covering sports events. The 
Avalanche-Journal editor declared 
that a sports writer must "love 
his work  to  make up for the odd 
working conditions and spasmodic 
home life" it entails. 

Accuracy is essential in report-
ing sports news, Kelly stated. 
Sports fans  are  quick to recognize 
mistakes in stories  on  events they 
follow closely, he said. Errors  can 
be avoided by  a  thorough knowl-
edge of the game and constant 
alertness, he added. 

A sports reporter works with 
tight deadlines, making the ability 
to  think and write quickly neces-
sary, Kelly explained. There is  no 
time to rewrite stories  which  are 
transmitted to the office minutes 
after the event occurs. 

"Many compensations are in-
cluded in the sports writer's job 
which makes  it an  enjoyable  one," 
Kelly made clear. "The chance  to 
travel, the abundant leisure time, 
and the right to work indepen-
dently  are  several things. Most 
important of all, is that the  sports 
writer is doing what he likes to 
do. 

Two More Raider 
Cagers Ineligible 

Tech's faint hopes for  a  win in 
the NCAA playoff with Southern 
Methodist Tuesday were virtually 
extinguished with the  announce-
ment made Wednesday  that  two 
more Red Raiders  are ineligible. 

Sterling Gibson and Earl Red-
wine  are  ruled out because they 
have not been at Tech a full 
calendar year. Transfers from 
other colleges  who  had been  re-
cently in the  Air  Force, they were 
immediately eligible upon enroll-
ment at Tech because the Border 
Conference permits ex-servicemen 
to waive residence  requirements.
