Eight Tech students, four boys 
and four girls, have been suspend-
ed indefinitely from the college 
following a week-end trip to 
Jaurez, Old Mexico. 

The disciplinary action was con-
firmed today by President E. N. 
Jones from Austin. He explained 
that names of the students were 
not released "as a protection to 
the students and their parents." 

Rumors were running wild  on 
the campus today, and it is re-
ported that petitions in behalf of 
the students were being circu-
lated. 

Briefly, the story, pieced to-
gether from unofficial sources,  is 
like this: The students left Lub-
bock about 9 p.m. Feb. 20 for the 
border city, returning about 1:30 
p.m. Feb. 21. The matter came to 
the attention of dormitory super-
visors where the girls reside, and 
was reported to deans.

Investigation Of Vandalism Continues 
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Lubbock police were today continuing an investigation 
into what President E. N. Jones called "the worst case of 
vandalism I've encountered in my career as an educator." 

The incident occurred Saturday night when entry was 
made into the Administration Building by a person or per-
si ins who splashed a light pink rubber base paint throughout 
the structure's second and third floors. The vandals then 
covered  a  portion of the Will Rogers statue with the 
sticky paint. 

Damage was estimated between $2,500 and $3,000. 
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More than 100 volunteers from 	  
Tech dormitories and fraternities 
answered a call for help issued by Panel Opens RE Week Here Student Body President Glen Cary, 
who was notified of the damage 
soon after it was discovered. "These nest few nights of panel discussion will take man. who has 

separated his life into many compartments, and piece him back to-
gether again," said the Rev. Tons Anderson.

Will has a shim dome. 
And that's not all. His teeth have been wire-brushed 

until they fairly glisten in this 'Wrest Texas sun and sand. 
Responsible for this renovation of Tech's only piece of 

statuary is a corps of volunteer workers from men's dorms. 
Armed with mops, buckets, wire brushes, rubber sponges, 
detergent and other assorted cleaning gear, the Levi-clad 
Techsans answered a frantic call for help issued Sunday 
morning by Student Body President Glen Cary. 

A sticky, pinkish rubber-base paint had been smeared 
on the doors and walls throughout the second and third 
floors of the Administration building Saturday night, and a 
similar paint had been used to coat Tech's bronze statue of 
Will Rogers and his famous horse, Soapsuds. The mess had 
to be cleaned up. 

The answer to Cary's call was heartening, illustrating 
a  point that Sisrow M Miller, custodial foreman at large, 
pointed out Sunday afternoon: 
*Tess than one per cent of the students here at Tech, I 
believe, are really bad." 

The trouble is, it doesn't take more than one per cent 
to cast discredit on the entire student body. 

We like to think that Techsans aren't guilty of Satur-
day night's contemptible bit of waste and destruction —
destruction that will cost Texas Tech, and in turn the citi-
zens of Texas, 52,500 to S3,000. But should it be found that 
students of this college were involvechn this fiasco, we want 
to see them prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law. 

While condemning the guilty, we commend the 99 plus 
per cent of loyal Techsans who are innocent, and who, like 
us, are appalled at this gross insult to Tech. Especially, we 
applaud the men who gave up Sunday activities to repair 
what others had so thoughtlessly destroyed.
