Public passions have run high in this
dispute which has divided the Belglans
numerically Into two almost even camps,
The advisory referéndum held last March

showed only 35789 per cent of the volers

Still Leopold insisted on claiming this
#s a (avorable mandaste, and last Thurs-
day parllameunt voted to restore him to
his throne. But that vote was In effect
a further warning, for it came from one
party—the Christian Sociallsts—and pepre-
senled just over hall the total member-
ship of 387, The vote was 188 in his favor,
all the rest of the members having walked
out without votlng.

THUS LEOPOLD RETURNED TO A
country biiterly divided against \tself.
