One of the leading authorities 
on  rocket research and space tra-
vel, Willy Ley, will speak to the 
Tech student body at 10 am.

Willy Ley is a German-born 
United States citizen, a pioneer in 
the rocket field since 1920. Hg 
was one of the founders of the 
German Rocket Society in 1927. 

Ley came to the United States 
in 1935 and since then has. been 
science editor of a New York 
newspaper, research engineer for 
the Washington Institute of Tech-
nology and consultant to the De-
partment of Commerce's Office of 
Technical Service. 

His ability to boil down science 
knowledge and present it accurate-
ly and concisely to young people 
made him advisor to Walt Disney 
for the space travel portion of the 
"Disneyland" program.

Computer Brains' 
May Run Things 

Electronic computers, ran by 
competent executives could con-
ceivably control a market and 
bankrupt competitors with a short 
period of time, says Mrs. Luta P. 
Eaves, assistant professor of ac-
counting at Texas Tech. 

were price setting and amount of 
advertising in the field of market-
ing. cash budgeting and fund rais-
ing in financing and accounting, 
and plant expansion , product se-

lection. equipment replacement in 

management. 

PRODUCTION problems were 
on scheduling, materials, procure-
ment and transportation. Problems 
of increases in pay were faced in 
the fields of labor and personnel. 

Executive decisions made re-
ferred to general business proce-
dure rather than technical knowl-
edge of producing and selling a 
product. 

THE TEAMS were supplied with 
a mathematical model of specific 
business conditions at a given time. 
The three companies competed 
within those conditions for a share 
of the market. 

Using the theoretical conditions 
and an electronic data-processing 
machine each team made its de-
cisions. Those decisions were en-
tered into another electronic com-
puter which integrated the actions 
with the theoretical business con-
ditions and furnished resulting 
data. 

Toastmaster Club

Tech Student Union today gave 
the Toastmasters Club two travel-
ing trophies that are to be awarded 
each week at the regular noon 
meetings, announced Richard Ri-
ojas, president. 

The trophies are for Best Critic 
and Best Speaker. This weeks win-
ners were Tommy Reagor, Best 
Critic and Vlizabeth Guthrie Best 
Speaker. Miss Guthrie will act as 
toastmistress for next week's 

MRS. EAVES along with five 
other college faculty members, 
proved the value of electronic 
"brains" in a computer decision 
making laboratory at Tulane Uni-
versity in New Orleans. 

Eighteen business and economics 
faculty members from institutions 
in Texas, Louisiana and Mississippi 
were divided into three teams. 

EACH TEAM was isolated in a 
laboratory room for eight hours 
without outside contact. They were 
given initiatl conditions of a com-
pany for which they were to make 
decisions and prepare a budget for 
three years. 

Mrs. Eaves' team won over the 
others since their company's pro-
fits after taxes over the three 
year period amounted to more than 
six million dollars. Their company 
finished with 49 per cent of the 
sales. The closest competing team 
earned a net profit of about two 
million dollars. 

TO DETERMINE the sales and 
profits, each team was provided 
with data on specific business con-
ditions and the position of each 
company at a given time. All three 
companies were selling the same 
product. 

Each team assumed it had been 
called in to take over the man-
agement of a company with fine 
possibilities but not-too-good fi-
nancial position, Mrs. Eaves said. 

EACH TEAM'S goal was to put 
their company in a good financial 
position, increase assets, make a 
good return on the initial invest-
ment and operate under long-range 
plans.

I believe the av-
erage student is interested in his 
education and is willing to work 
toward it. 

In the section of the Catalog 
explaining the grading system used 
at Tech, a "C" is defined as being 
average. It further explains that 
the grading system is a means of 
comparing one student with the 
rest. 

When a test is given and the 
average grade of the class is 47,

"We feel that we will have greater depth this season," Rohl-

We had to go all out. all of the time; and it put a big load On 
Our starting five. Now, we hope to be able to have some depth on 
our  squad to allow the starters a rest period now and then," Robison 
added. He also said the Raider's third place finish last year made a 

lot  of  the SWC members sit up and take notice. 
All  of last year's starting team are back this season - Gerald 

Myers, Podd Hill, Charlie Lynch, Chuck Key and Wade Wolfe, but 
they haven't definitely made the starting five so far this year. 

Robison feels the Southwest Conference will be a wild scram-
ble this time. He noted that all of the teams could be stronger 
this season. Last year the squads were mostly made up of sopho-
mores and juniors, but this season all teams will be well loaded 
with junior and senior performers. He pointed to TCU as a 
real power laden outf it, with all other teams close behind in 
man-power. 

"One thing's for sure," Robison said, "the other teams will know 
they have been in a real scrap after they meet our boys. The team 
will be in there battling all the way - just like last season." 

Tech's main power will probably be from the field goal stand-
point. The Raiders were ranked ninth nationally last year in that 
department. 

The Raiders could have used a big man last season. Pat Noakes, 
towering 6-9. was doing a good job, but was knocked out of action with 
a broken ankle. Noakes is back this season and along with him, 
Robison has 6-9 Harold Hudgens, a sophomore. However, it is much 
too early to tell if this will aid the Tech cause. 

Robison, who has served Tech for 22 years - four as a stu-
dent and basketball player, 18 years as a coach, 15 of them as 
head basketball coach and three as assistant athletic director, 
wouldn't go out too far on the limb about the Raider's chances this 
year - however, I got the impression that the Tech cagers will 
give somebody a run for their money.

If Doug Duncan gains against 
Arkansas this week like he has 
run against Texas Tech's last two 
opponents, the fullback from Well-
ington may once more lead the 
Red Raiders in rushing offense. 

DUNCAN. SLOWED in early 
season games by a pulled leg 
muscle, amassed 63 yards against 
Arizona and added 67 more against 
Tulsa last week to send his yard-
age total to 174 for the season, 
just 35 behind pace-setting half-
back Ronnie Rice of Lefors. 
Through Tech's first six games 
Duncan had gained only 44 yards. 

Two years ago, the 185-pound 
Duncan led the Raiders in rush-
ing as a sophomore. He had to sit 
out last season because of a grade 
point deficiency but did such a 
good job of making up his work 
that his grades rank now with the 
better ones attained by the squad. 

HALFBACK Floyd Dellinger of 
LaVega, seven yards behind Rice 
in rushing, paces the Raiders in 
total offense. Counting 57 aerials, 
Dellinger has gained a total of 
269 compared with 265 for Rice. 

Dellinger retained his pass re-
ceiving leadership, with nine, al-
though end Jerry Selfridge of Bor- 

ger, with four catches against 
Tulsa, has pulled to within two of 
Dellinger. One of Selfridge's re-
ceptions was a 14-yard scoring 
throw from Dellinger. 

QUARTERBACK Ken Talking-
ton of Tyler, thanks largely to a 
71-yard punt against Tulsa, now 
leads Tech's planters with a 39.5 
average. 

Although the up-surging Raz-
orbacks are favored to spoil Tech's 
homecoming Saturday, Arkansas 
is one of the few opponents over 
whom the Raiders hold any sort 
of statistical edge — even if it 
is in just two departments. 

COACH DEWITT Weaver's 
Raiders are averaging 63.8 yards 
a game passing as compared with 
the 59.2 of the Razorbacks, whose 
superior ground speed has gained 
them three straight victories. Al-
so. in defense against rushing, the 
Raiders haye permitted opponents 
only 137.8 yards a game as com-
pared with Arkansas' defense 
mark of 189.3. 

But in rushing offense, the 
Razorbacks hold an edge of 189.3 
to 140.1 and in aerial offense, 
Arkansas is the stingier, permit-
ting 111.3 yards to Tech's 317.8 
allowed toes. 

only weapon in the Arkansas of-
fense. He said that the Arkansans 
employ a tough defense along with 
a well balanced offense. 

THE TECH TEAM may face 
the Hogs Saturday without the 
services of their regular quarter-
back, Jerry Bell, who was injured 
in the Tulsa game and has not 
yet resumed practice with the 
squad. Should Bell be forced to 
miss the game, Ken Talkington 
and John Riddle will share the 
Raider signal calling. 

Otherwise the Tech line-up will 
be approximately the same as was 
used against Tulsa. However, 
Coach Joe Kerbel commented that 
there is a possibility that Gene 
Bentley and Jim Henderson would 
replace Dale Robinson and Roger 
Nesbitt in the starting eleven, but 
neither change has been definitely 
made. 
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
