Government's Security Comes First

WASHINGTON—Which is more impor

tant—the safety of the United States or the
continued assurance of a government job

to some Indvildual about whom there is

This s the fundamental issue which is
everiooked in many investigations and stud-
les being started now to shift the burden
of and to make it more and meore

for the detective agencies of the
government to fight agalnst clandestine
enemies. . For & lsn't the voluntary but

Innocent yet with ties to relatives behind
the irom Curtain or with relationships to
persons in this country duped by Commu-
nists intrigues. Why should the American
government take chances on persons with
doubtful connections?

The Senate Civil Service Subcommitiee
has decided to give a lot of time to take
testimony from those who, while whally
gincere In their belle! that a government
smployes must be protected at all costs,
seem to be unmindful of the main pur-
gc of a security program and the enemy

hniques. Today there s a tendency in
some quarters to belittle as “farcically.re-
mote™ or trivial the guestions that have
to be asked in a sécurity hearing. Thére
Is much talk also of separating “sensitive™
and “pon-sensitive™ positions, as if, once
inside » government building, an empioye's
movements or assoclations can be regu-
Isetd with respect to contacts with per-
sons in “sensitive” and “non-sensitive™
position.

Few of the critics probably have read
the text of the regulations, for instance, of
the Secretary of Defense. One regulation,
which covers all security cases in the
armed services, reads as follows:

“An officer or warrant officer of the
armed services holds a sensitive position
by virtue of his commission or warrant

member whose gualifications would nor-
mally require that he have actess to classl-
fied information or material will be con-
sidered to hold a sensitive position regard-
Jess of the duties and responsibilities of his

One of the many criteria applied In
hearing security cases in the srmed serv.
lces requires information about “‘member-
ship in, affilitation or sympathetic associ-
ation with any. . .assoclation, movement,
group or combination of persons which is
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totalitarian, fascist, communist or sub-
versive."

But this Is not all Another criterion is
whether there Is a “sympathetic assock
ation” or a “close coftinuing association
with a person who has engaged in activi-
ties or associations™ of the type referred
to in the regulations. In addition, hearing
boards must ask questions to obtain the
following:

“Any facts. . .which furpish reason to
belleve that the individual may be sub-
Jocted to coerciom, influence, or pressure
whick may cause him to act contrary to

the best ioterests of national security,
Among matters which should be consider-
¢d in this category would be the presence
of a spouse, parent, brother, sister, or
offspring in a nation, a satellite thereof,
or an occupied area thereof, whose inter-
esls are nimical to the interests of the
United States."”

A hullabaloo was raised frecently when
the executive departments considered in-
stances of government employes with rela-
tives behind the Iron Curtain or cases
where a mother or father had been In
the Communist movement. These cases
slways awaken public interest and lots of
sympathy, but all the background is rarely
explained. It usually Is inferred that testi-
mony about the loyalty and Integrity of the
employes is all that's needed to clear an
employe, The real question is whether
the United States must take the risk of
maintaining in it= employ persons who
could be subjected tw pressure or hlack-
mall,

That's why the President's executive or-
der of April 27, 1953, puts into precise form
the experience of the previous adminjstra-
tion with security risks by requiring that
information be obtained from government
employes or applicants which relates to
“any criminal, infamous, dishonest, im-
moral, or notoriously disgraceful cenduct,
habitual use of intoxicants to excess, drug’
addictom or sexual perversion ™

This shows the necessarfly large range
that the questions must cover and, since
the FBI canvasses {riends and nelghbors,
all the unverified gossip as well as the in-
controvertible facts have to be appraised.
As the Secretary of Defense puts it in his
regulation, “the ultimate determination of
whether acceptance of retention in the
armed services is clearly consistent with
the interests of national security must be

Nothing Done In Arms Talks

WASHINGTON P—With ecome-
plete politeness in the first big test
of thelr good intentions since the
Geneva summit conference, the
United States and Russia bave
now talked face to face almost a
week about disarmament.

Net result: No solution yet. Nope
in sight. But then, none was ex-
pected from this meeting in a sub-
committee of the United Nations
in New York. A .little progress
would be pretty good. They stll
have time to do something

So far neither the United States

nor Russia has bought — nor has
either rejected — what the other
offered. The closed meeting up W
this point has been exploratory.
Neither offered anything basically
new. .
Each was standing on g plan of-
fered previously. This did not
pecessarily mean they might not
agree oh some proposals before
they finish.

Harold Stassen, President Eisen-
bower's special representative, ex-
plained in some detall what Eisen-
hower had in mind at Geneva when
be affered his aerial Iinspection
plan to the Russians. At that time
Eisenhower spoke only in general
terms.

Arkady A. Sobole v, Russia’s
chiel delegate, listened for most
of the week but yesterday he spoke
his piece. He wanted to know what
the United States had to say about
the disarmament plan Russia of-
fered last May

Reporters got an impression
from what he told them later that
Russia's answer to the American
proposals might depend on the
American answer to Russia’s plan.

Eisenhower had proposed that
the United States and Russia ex-
change biueprints on their military
foroes and establishments. Then
each would let the other fly over
its territory to check [ts honesty
and accuracy from the air

These were some of the detalls
Stassen gave the Russians for
carrying out the President's idea:

The two countries would ex-
change informaton piece by plece,
pot all at one crack. After ecach
exchange the two sides would
check each other. Then, finding
they were both bonest, they would
give each other more information
and check on at

In American planes fiying over
Russia there would be Russian

-pbservers. There would be Ameri-

can cobserver in Russian .planes
flying over this coustry. Both
couniries could take photographs
and use electronic equipmeny for
checking

In addition esch side would let
the other send ground observers
stationed at key points.

Sobolev for his part wanted to
know what the United States
thought about the proposals made
by Russia last May 10, since the
United States hasn't given a final
reply. The Russians proposed that:

The armed forces of the United
States, Russia and Red China be
reduced to no more than 1% mil-
lion men, those of Britain - and

France to no more than 850,000,
and those of all other nations to
a maximum of 200,000,

After an agreed-upon disarma-
ment plan had been carried out
75 per cent, there should be a ban
on the use of nuclear weapons ex-
cept to resist aggression, When dis-
armament, according to the plan,
was complete, all nuciear weapons
should be banned completely.

Signing Of Jap Surrender Recalled

NEW YORK #—How can Ameri-
ca most help Japan to become
p rous and build up her armed

forfes to protect herself?

This js a major diplomatic prob-
lem today which Foreign Minister
Mamoru Shigemitsu and his beau-
tiful daughter are trying to solve
during a visit here.

Shigemitsu, one of the friendli-
est faces the Japanese empire has
turned toward the United States
in a time when it has felt friend-
ship was important, bad & leg
blown off in Shanghal during the
Japanese effort to pacify the Chi-
nese.

Shigemitsu, convicted as a war
eriminal, now Is his nation's most
popular political salesman In
America.

Our situations do change. Ten
years ago today, I wrote the fol-
lowing dispatch from the deck of
the battleship Missouri:

“There were four tngling me-
ments of high drama in the 18
minute ceremony during which
Japan bound herself to lay dowm
her arms unconditionally and bow
to the dictates of the Allies,

“The setting was perfect—on the
captaln’s promenade of this battle-
ship, nicknamed ‘Mighty Mo." Al-
led ships ringed the Missourl in
concentric circles of power, Out-
Uned against the murky sky were
dark green hilis of a nation belng
occupled for the first time in its
turbulent history.

“The first moment of drama
came when Gen, MacArthur
walked up the gangplank and
moved across the deck with »
stride lithe for a man of his years.
You could feel the Intensity of this
man ' stimulate the crowd like a
current of electricity. IL was
Arthur’s hour of a lifetime
had prepared for it by alpfost
a century of military serfvice.

“The next moment of emotional
impact was the ‘arrival of the
Japanese delegation—four in civil-
jan dress, seven wearing navy or
army uniforms. They stood await-
ing MacArthur's pleasure’like stone
gargoyles,

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“Their stolid features showed
neither gullt nor regret, pain nor
resentment only an abiding,
watchful, animal-like patience. You
felt that only time would reveal
what the patience stood for

“'How did those little men ever
think they could ge! away with
it* one white-uniformed sallor
whispered.

“The third highlight came when
MacArthur began signing the sur-
render documents, He turned to
Gen. Wainright with a warm amile
and handed him the first of the
six pens he used, Then he looked
deliberately, steadily and coldly at
the Japahese before going on with
the signing.

Batan, for Corregidor—and the
Japanese caught its significance
fully.

“Silence fell over the spectators
as the two Japanese signatories
put thelr names to the documents,
They signed with Oriental slow-
ness.

the first thrust of his pen. Then ha
laboriously scrawled his pame on
both documents—a copy for the
Allies, one for Japan.

Limitations On .Our

Last week, addressing the Bar Associs-
tion in Philadelphia the President express-
ed some secand thoughts- on Geneva
They were designed to correcl the im-
pression that we have gone soft, and that
intoxicated with the spirit of Geneva, we
may be willing to sign away our interest
in Germany and in Eastern Eurcpe.

Such false Impressions are what come
of talking about forelgn affairs in resound-
ing moralistic inaccurate rhetoric rather
than in cool, matter of fact, and precise
language. There never was any excuse
for letting the impression arise that Geneva
would soon be followed by a settlement
*of the big issues of the cold war. There
was pever any excuse for ralsing the false
hope that the Soviets were aboul to sur-
render thelr main position in Europe or
the false fear that we were about to sur-
render the Western position.

It is often said these days that nothing
of substance was changed by the Geneva
meeting. It should be sald, I belleve, that
Geneva reflected and registered the very
great change that has taken place during
the past two years in the relations be-
tween the Soviet Union and the Atlantie
community. The change is In the realiza-
tion on both sides of what has become of-
ficial doctrine and policy that with
modefn weapons and ln the existing bal-
ance of power there is. in the President’s
words, no alternative to peace. What was
affirmed st Geneva was the recognition
of this military stalemate. This stalemate
has and will go on having far reaching
conseguences.

Mr, Dulles, who is now preparing for a
foreign ministers’ meeting in October, is
faced with the consequences. A big prob-
lem was posed at Geneva, It s how, if
force and the threat of force are re-
pounced, the Soviet Unlen can be induced
to make a settlement that it is not willing
to make. What is to prevent the Soviet
Union from sanding pat on the partton
of CGermany and oo its satellite empire in
Eastern Europe? Mr. Dulles himsel! since
his return (rom Geneva has proclaimed
as the American ldeal the doctrine of no-
force.

It could explain the military
stalemate to our people — that it means
that we have the power to prevent the
Saviet Unlon from expanding its orbit but
that we are prevented by Soviet power
from forcing the Soviet Union to roll back,
We can, for example, defend South Korea
and Formosa against overt aggression.
But we cannot drive the Communists, out
of North Korea or the Chinese mainland.
We can defend West Germany and West
Berlin. But we cannot compel the Soviets
o withdraw from East Germany and
East Berlin, ’

How under these conditions doea change
come about? By diplomacy, or falling
that, by the passing of time in which a
wholly new situstion develops.

In conducting diplomacy, as Mr. Dulles
is now doing, in the Geneva climate of no-
force; the chief means of reaching satis-
factory agreement is to trade. Somothing
can e done by appealing to world oplnion.

ut oot much. For world opinjon is un-
likely 10 back us strongly. The net result
of Geneva is that, with force stalemated, .
agreements now depend on negotiation,
and in this contest negotiation s just anoth-
er name for giving something for some-
thing and of Urying to strike a mutually
profitable bargain.

‘Soothsayers At It Again

NEW YORK un-Plain and fancy sooth-
saying as to the course of business —
and especially of prices — pops up today,

Industry and trade are rounding the
stretch of a cipsnoriing year. The cal
enfar says summer has throe weeks to
run. But most business men think of fall
starting with Labor Day,

The modest predictions today concern
the prospecis of another go-round of in-
flation in the months ahead — and most
ibut far from all! seem to thipk price
hikes likely,

The fancier ones (ry to project the econ-
omy over the coming 10 years — and here,
too, rising prices are often forecast, but
again with notable dissenters,

Higher costs of industrial materials have
captured the headlines this summer, Weak-
ening prices of farm products — and
lower farm incomes — are palitical and
coonomic worry spots, ‘

But lovking beyond these month-by.
month fluctuations, and the faét that com-
modity prices usually rise at this turn of
the season, some think they discern a
long4erm trend toward maore inflation,
They fofesce a gradual rise in prieas of
the things the manufacturer buys and of
goods thal make up the consumer’'s cost
ol living,

Loog-term guesses on whither the econ- '

omy is going have been popping up fre-
guently of late. One out today by the
Research Institute of America Ine. projects
the economy 10 years ahead,

The Institule predicts “prices will rise
ot loast 10 o 15 per eent In the next

o “Prites of food, clothing and hous-
ing in particular will rise — and they take
up the largest part of consumer's
w."l .

It foresees the unions obtalning high
Wages over the next 10 years, with pro-
ductivity not rising fast encugh to keep
prices {rom being pushed higher.

Many economists dont share these
views. They cite a pumber of factors
tending to bold prices over the long run,
For one, keen competition will force fac-
tories to absorb Increased costs, For an- .
other, botter tools and more efficlent
plants will produce more goods per man-
hour of labor and thus help to hold down
costn, D« i

A third factor is consumer resistance to
price hikes. And a fourth, is the belief the
government will move to curb inflation.
