3-Year Study 

Dr. R. A. Dudek, head of in- 
dustrial engineering and engineer- 
ing drawing, will conduct a three-
year study of "Disposable Parse' 
Reprocessed Hospital Supplies." 

The research project will be 
conducted through the Engineer-
ing Experiment Station of Georgia 
Tech and Emory University Med-
ical Center. 

The Division of General Medical 
Sciences and the Division of Nurs-
ing Resources of the U. S. Public 
Health Service made a grant of 
$117,760 for the research. 

Dr. Dudek is a member of the 
National Advisory Committee, 

Purpose of this study is to de-
velop a practical system for de -
terminine cost factors mine!, ha, 
an impact on the nurse, the hos-
pital, and the patient.

"The time for rejoicing is at 
hand. We have surely thrown off 
the dreaded yoke--mbre easily 
than did Samson at the Ilrotish 
hands of Delilah: and we have it 
accomplished with far greater al-
acrity and certainty of will Tra-
dition! You are lost! 

This chain which had us bound 
had long time been hanging forth 
—as the carrot before the donkey 
—challenging mankind to break 
it; so, it has been done, first 
piecemeal, then by Phalanx! It 
rusted as it was nibbled upon by 
the decline of 'Tugged individual-
ism." surely, since the frontiers of 
land had been conquered, who 

needed (or cared to for that mat-
ter), to find the ends and realisms 
of the frontiers of Faith or of the 
Mind? Once rid of this separate

This letter is not meant as a 
defense of Mr. Hamm's article on 
religion, which I read without 
much interest. 'f he discussion was 
not well thought out or well-con-
structed, but one can expect little 
more than unconnected thoughts 
in a quarter-page column dealing 
with so extensive a subject. Mr. 
Hamm should have recognized the 
limitations of space and chosen a 
subject that could be handled in a 
quarter-page. 

Mr. O'Dell likewise should have 
recognized Mr. Ilamm's problem. 
Had he been less eager to con-
demn Mr. Haninis "illogic" and 
more  eager to practice the tolera-
tion he professes, he might have 
avoided appealing to he what he 
accuses Mr. Hamm of being, illo-

giCal. 
For the purpose of this letter I 

shall concentrate on the last two 
paragraphs of Mr ODell's letter. 
In the Ins( sentence of these para-
graphs Mr. O'Dell refers to '•Mr. 
Hamm's illogic" and later on he 
says "Mr. Hamm is illogical and 
unreasonable." To say tor even to 
prove) someone employs illogic 
does not mean that he is illogical. 
Thus, in Mr. O'Dell's last para-
graph he has employed the logi-
cal fallacy called "argumention 
ad hominurn" Mr. O'Dell uses the 
fallacy again when he says "the 
intelligent, person realizes ,that 
everyone can't be right and he be-
gins to investigate to find out 
Which talc  is right." This implies 
that 010Me. who  don't realer . . . 
and . investigate are untelli-
gent. 

Even worse than these two 
logical fallacies are the. implica-
tions of Mr. O'Dell's next-to-last 
paragraph) "The intelligent per-
son looks around him and rea-
lizes that everyone rant be right 
and he begins to investigate to 
find out which one is right . . 
After he hes (Ism oughts .  compared 
all religions with logic, reason, 
and without prejudice, lie then 
uses the Faith God has placed at 
his disposal and Follows his rea-
son and conscience." 

11,1 \Ve are told to ins estigate 
to find out which religion is right. 
But we are also told to use the 
Faith God has given us and fol-
low our -reason and conscience." 
Reason, I suppose, is a tool of in-
vestigation, but, if we discover the 
truth through investigation, for 
what purpose do we need faith? 
And if we have faith why investi-
gate? 

(2.) God has given us faith. 
Since  WO  know who God is, evi-
dently, and since we know THAT 
God is, we don't hare to consider 
those religions with many Gods 
nor those with no God. 

13.) Mr. O'Dell has implied that 
an intelligent person chooses his 
own ,eligion. I am inclined to be-
lieve that the great majority of 
people, both intelligent and other-
wise, grow up in A religion and 
never impartially investigates 
ANY religion. 

If I • have misconstrued Mr. 
O'Dell's "arguments," I no not 
apologize. People (including my-
self) who use ambiguities in prov-
ing anything deserve whatever 
criticism may be torthcoming.

Reese AFB isGiving 1211 Guest Flights 

Tech's air science department 

in cooperation with Reese Air 

Force Base is giving 120 jet sides

The first of several concrete 
floor slabs for the new classroom 
and °trice building was poured 
Monday. 

Four slabs will be poured for 
the main portion of the building 
and flue slabs for the tower. The 
slabs will be poured on top of each 
other. 

HYDRAULIC JACKS placed on 
lop of the columns will be used 
to raise the slabs into place. 

This method is desirable be-
cause it does not require the use 
of wood forms expect around the 
edge of the slabs, thereby saving 
time in construction. 

ACCORDING TO Nolan E. Bar-
rick. supervising architect, the 
lift-slab method is a "very widely 
used system of construction al-
though it has not been used in this 
area before". 

After the slabs arc raised. the 
steel collars around the columns 
will be welded, providing the sup-
porting contact between the slabs 
and the columns. 

ALI. OF THE slabs will be 
raised into position before the out-
side walls are constructed.

Initial pouring of the slabs has 
been delayed somewhat by the ad-
verse weather conditions, but con-
struction is reported as progress-
ing satisfactorily. 

MR. BARRI('K also commented 
that "without an expansion joint 
in the middle of the building it 
Would be theoretically possible to 
lift a slab the size of this entire 
building." The expansion joint 
necessitates the raising of the 
slabs for the building in two sec-
tions per floor. 

Trinity University in San An-
tonio was among the first to use 
the lift-slab construction method. 

WendlandtGets 
Research Grant 

Dr. Wesley W. Wendlandt, as-
sociate professor of chemiStry, has 
recently been awarded a 06.314 
grant from the Atomic Energy 
Commission to conduct basic re-
search in complex uranium corn-
pounds. 

DR. WENDLANDT, who has 
been doing research in this field 
for approximately four yearn, will 
continue his research for a more 
efficient method of separating 
uranium metal from ores. 

Concerning the research, Dr. 
tinue a study of the chemical and 
physical properties of complex 
compounds that will cause uran-
ium metal to separate from 
uranium ores." 

ALTHOUGH the Atomic 
Energy Commission has been us-
ing other chemical methods of 
separating the uranium from ores, 
recently they became interested 
in Wendlandt's . method. This 
terest resulted in the grant. 

.Dr. Wendlant, who is known fie 
his work in complex compounds. 
is the author of about 70 funda-
mental research papers.
