A new traffic regulation aimed 
to increase student safety will go 

Into effect Friday. 
Pedestrian lanes are to be paint-

ed on campus streeets March 26, 
according to Bill Nugent, Student 
council president. Nugent and 
Gene Nowlin, president of TWVA, 
aided Bob Sion, lecturer In fin-
ance, In drawing up the lanes. 
Memorial circle will be closed to 
traffic Friday and persons with 
cars will have to detour that area 
of the campus. 

Students observing the safety 
lanes will fill a three-fold purpose, 
Nugent said. They will be safe -
guarding lives, aiding the campus 
beautification program by staying 

off grass, and making driving eas-

ier for motorists. 
State laws provide that vehicles 

entering pedestrian lanes at the 
time a person is crossing are sub-
ject to fines, and people crossing 
outside lanes may be given tickets.

A bronze facial plaque of the late 
K. M. Renner, former head pro-
fessor of dairy manufactures, and 
a loan fund for worthy students 
in that department are to be es- 
tablished. as a Renner memorial 
by a committee including students, 
department alumni and other 
members of the dairy Industry In 
the Southwest, stated L. G. Har-
mon, acting head of the dairy man-
ufactures department. 

The committee, headed by Arch 
Lamb, Lubbock dairy operator and 
department alumnus, is composed 
of Earl Collins and Claude Brown, 
local dairy operators; John Ashe, 
Lubbock Aggie senior; and L. G. 
Harmon are sending letters to 
former students of the department 
and industry leaders in the area 
inviting them to contribute funds 
for the memorial. Funds are being 
received through the Texas Tech 
foundation, official agency for 
handling monetary gifts of this 
nature to the college. 

Prof. Renner was responsible for 
organizing the dairy manufactures 
department at Tech, the only one 
of its kind in the Southwest, and 
served as Ito head from 1927 until 
his death last September. 

Aggie Division 
Gets Chickens 

Gift of 350 New Hampshire 
chicks has been received by the 
Aggie Dept. from John Simpson of 
the Bauch and Simpson breeding 
farm in Yorktown, New Hamp-
shire, Delbert L. Devin, assistant 
professor of animal husbandry an-
nounced. 

Devin said he believed the chICk-
ens are well suited to West Texas. 
Previous experiments with the 
breed when first brought from 
New Hampshire. were unfavorable 
because it proved susceptible to 
pullorum, a disease causing auxil-
iary white diarrhea. 

Pullorum resistant chicks are 
now being bred, overcoming this 
difficulty, Devin stated. In addi-
tion to being heavy, they approach 
White Leghorns in laying ability. 

Simpson has indicated that he 
will send 50 additional cockerels 
for breeding purposes at a later 
date. The flock will be used for 
class instruction in the animal 
husbandry department. 

Oilfield Equipment 
Will Be Exhibited 

An array of oil field equipment 
will be included in the new attrac-
tions displayed by the petroleum 
engineers and geologists In the 
sixteenth annual Engineers' show, 
announced George Watford, senior 
engineer from Midland. Watford 
is directing the department's ac-
tivities in conjunction with R. A. 
Dean, senior geologist from Ham-
lin. Equipment has been donated 
for show purposes by numerous 
oil field supply companies. 

Technical experts as well as stu-
dents will be on hand to demon-
strate the operation and use of in- 
dividual units to the six thousand 
people expected to witness the 
show UM year. Among these new 
exhibits will be a complete on well 
cementing unit, a complete acid!. 
ing unit, a display of drilling bits. 
a survey on core analysis, and 
working models of pumps and 
drilling rigs. 

Watford stated that students 
were now constructing a working 
model geyser of the "Old Faith-
ful" type and a cut-away model of 
a typical oil Reid structure with a 
miniature operating pump. This 
model will be constructed to scale 
and will show the typical anticline 
with zones of water, all and gas.

Plans to be used for land-

scaping were submitted by 

members of a horticultural class 

in landscape design and the plant-
ing will be done from a composite 
of these diagrams, announced 
Prof. Nord Burnett of the plant 
industry department 

Students who drew the plane

and James Simpson. 

"Only plants of a hardy, vigorous 
nature, which are well adapted to 
this region, and need a minimum 
of care have been selected," states 
Burnett. Some of the varieties to 
be used are red cedar, euonymue, 
summer jasmine, photinia, cent., 
crepe myrtle and other well adapt-
ed plant species. 

Main problems involved in the 
plan are obtaining sufficient mois-
ture for proper growth and main-
tenance of the vegetation. Another 
serious problem is getting a lawn 
well established before careless 
students destroy it by trampling it 
undertook Only way to prevent 
students from ruining the stand of 
grass, Burnett says, Is to educate 
them to use the proper walks and 
roadways which have been pro-
vided. Parking care on the west 
side of the building should he for

IMPROVEMENT? 
"Dear Miss Stewart, 

In order that undergraduate 
students may more efficiently use 
the library I should like to offer 
the following suggestions. 

Frequently students need to 
study a given subject. If they 
do not have access to these 
books In reading rooms they 
must resort to the card in-
dex. Numerous call slips may 
be written, which means the 
library employees mast take 
these books from the shelves in 
order that the students may 
glance through them. If the 
subject is Inadequately pre-
sented in these books the stu-
dent most again refer to the 
card index. This procedure re-
sults in wasted time and ef-
fort for students and library 
employees. If the books were 
sorted and placed in reading 
rooms according to subject 
matter, students would readily 
have access to all books avail-
able which pertain to that par-
ticular subject. It would be 

unnecessary for students to 
search the card index and for 
library employees to take the 
books from the shelves. This 
plan eliminates the use of call 
slips unless books are to be 
takers from the library read-
ing room. The result is a sav-
ing in time and effort for stu-
dents and library employees. 

This arrangement necessitates 
checking students as they leave 
the reading rooms; otherwise ade-
quate records would not be kept 
on books borrowed for home use. 

This method has been adopted 
by libraries far more complete 
than Tech's.

He was a member of 
the four'-man team that took the 
Pacific Olympics championship In 
February, 1946, against teams from 
Hawaii, Japan, the Marianas and 
Philippines. The tournament was 
played on Tinian, in the Marianas.
