Stadium lights fall in 68 mph gusts

Suspect held in murder case

Winds of near-hurricane force brought one of the worst 
sandstorms in years to the South Plains Friday morning, toppling 
three Jones Stadium light towers, one of which crumpled seven 
cars as it crashed to the ground. No one was injured. 

Clocked at a maximum of 68 miles per hour at Lubbock Municipal Airport 

and at 72 m.p.h. on other portions of the Plains, the wind and sand hit Tech at 
about 9:30 a.m. Visibility soon dropped to less than 200 yards. By 1:30 p.m. 

the campus had again cleared, leaving only a gigantic cleaning job for the 

custodial staff. 

Lubbock police are holding one 

suspect in the murder of Tech senior 

Gary Owens, but no charges had been 
filed late Friday night because of "in-
sufficient evidence." 

Lubbock Police Chief J. T. Alley 
called a news conference Friday 
morning, with the intention of an-
nouncing that charges had been filed 
against the suspect, a 26-year-old Ne-
gro man. 

HOWEVER, SHORTLY before the 
conference, Dist. Atty. Alton Griffin 
informed Chief Alley that the evidence 
presented to his office was "consid-
ered insufficient to file a complaint 
in the case at this time." 

Chief Alley said the suspect was ap-
prehended Thursday night in his Lub-
bock home by officers who were exe-
cuting a search warrant involving an 
earlier robbery. 

Voting in the "wet-dry" local op-
tion election in Precinct 2 dried up 
slowly Friday with only 13 votes in 
the bottom of the ballot box by late 
afternoon. 

A gritty "norther" which hit the 
area at mid-morning may have been 
partly to blame, said a spokesman for 
the County Clerk's office. 

Friday's voting brought to 382 the 
number of absentee ballots cast in the 
election set for Jan. 14 to determine 
whether the precinct will ban or re-
approve the sale of liquor for off-
premises consumption. 

Public sales of liquor in Lubbock 
County's only "wet" area could halt 
on Feb. 18 if the precinct votes 
"dry" 

Most of the absentee ballots-295-
had been cast in a special polling 
place set up in Slaton as a conveni-
ence to voters. The balance was filed 
with the County Clerk.

During their search, officers found 
a blood-stained shirt with a metal but-
ton missing from one sleeve. Chief 
Alley said a button similar to others 
on the shirt was found near Owens' 
body last week. 

"I thought we had enough evidence 
to file charges," Chief Alley said, "but 
the district attorney thinks it isn't 
quite enough yet." He said the police 
still have several leads and scraps of 
information to investigate, and "we 
are going to continue work on this 
case until we find the person respon-
sible." 

CHIEF ALLEY added that the sus-
pect now in custody can't even be 
questioned about the murder because 
of qualifications in the state criminal 
code. "As the law is now, a person 
must be charged and taken before a 
magistrate to be informed of his 
rights before we can even talk to 

Opened near the end of December, 

the Slaton box was closed Thursday 

afternoon by sheriff's deputies who re-
moved all balloting material. 

Closing of the box came at the or-
der of County Judge Rod Shaw. The 
judge issued the order amid charges 
that members of both the "wet" and 
"dry" groups exerted "undue pres-
sure" on voters near the polling 
place. 

In addition, County Atty. Fred West 
said he had received telephone calls 
threatening personal violence from 
persons claiming alliance with "The 
Drys of Justice Precinct 2." 

An agent of the Texas Liquor Con-
trol Board said Friday that if "dry" 
forces win the Jan. 1.4 election, the 
County Commissioner's Court would 
have five days in which to canvass 
the vote and certify the legality of the 
election. The score of liquor dealers 
in Precinct 2 would then have 30 days 
in which to sell their stock to con-
sumers. 

At the end of that period, the stores 
would be closed to the public, but 
dealers would be given another 30 
days in which to dispose of their re-
maining stock to licensed distributors 
or wholesalers. 

Voting to date in Precinct 2 ac-
counts for 13 per cent of the 2,897 
votes in the area. The precinct went 
"wet" in 1960 by a vote of 1,260 to 
1,054.

Owens, 22, of San Angelo, was found 
unconscious Dec. 30 in the office of the 
Holiday Inn South where he worked 
as a night clerk. Officers said Owens 
was severely beaten about the head 
and was apparently the victim of a 
robbery. Only 550 was missing  from 
the office. 

The senior psychology major never 
regained consciousness and died Tues-
day. 

SHORTLY AFTER the robbery, 
Lubbock businessmen and others be-
gan a fund to provide a reward for in-
formation leading to the arrest and 
conviction of the person or persons re-
sponsible. 

More than $3,000 has been con-
tributed so far, and police officials 
said "quite a few" callers had already 
phoned in information. 

"We don't yet know how much of 
the information we can use," Chief 
Alley said, "but we are not overlook-
ing anything."

Ruby buried 
in quiet rite 

CHICAGO (AP)—The body of Jack 
Ruby was lowered into a grave Fri-

day before a small group of mourn-

ers. It was in sharp contrast to the 
notoriety that surrounded Ruby as the 

self-appointed avenger of a martyred 
president. 

At funeral services hi a Northwest 
Side chapel, Rabbi David Graubert 
termed Ruby "a misguided patriot." 

Newsmen, photographers and the 
public were barred from services in 
the funeral chapel and the cemetery. 
But a crowd of cdriosity seekers—
about 30 women, 151 men and 3 chil-
dren—gaped at thd graveside rites 
from outside a high wire fence. 

Ruby was awaiting another trial on 
the charge when it was discovered 
he was suffering from cancer. He died 
Tuesday in Dallas.

Only one of the damaged cars was 
occupied. Richard R. Mitchell of 2902 
Third Place, Apt. C-8, was trying to 
leave the off-campus parking lot east 
of Jones Stadium, but couldn't get out 
in time: 

"I turned around and watched it 
come down. There wasn't much else 
I could do because my exit was 
blocked by several parked cars. At 
first I didn't think it would hit me, but 
it was coming down pretty fast." 

Only minimal damage was reported 
on other parts of the campus, although 
the infirmary reported a few instances 
in which people were "blown down 
and scratched up." 

Several plate glass windows were 
broken in downtown Lubbock, and 
other minor damage was reported at 
some buildings. Some power lines 
were temporarily down. Traffic at Mu-
nicipal Airport was disrupted for 
about three hours. 

The 159-foot light towers, bolted at 
the bottom to stadium supports, im-
bedded in several feet of cement and 
also secured to the top of the stadi-
um, were supposedly built to with-
stand winds of up to 100 m.p.h. when 
they were installed seven years ago. 
But still the three towers, all located 
on the east side of the stadium, snap-
ped off at their bases. Six towers are 
on each side of the stadium. 

THE FIRST TO FALL was in the 
center two-bank tower, toppling at 
about 9:50 a.m. Next the second tow-
er of the center bank tilted about 
90 degrees, but it was about an hour 
before it finally fell to the ground. 

Athletic Director Polk Robison sur-
mised that the towers fell because the 
wind, coming out of the west, directly 
hit the light fixtures on top of the 
towers. Wind storms usually come out  

of the north or northwest and hit the 
reflectors from an angle, creating 
less stress on the towers than there 
was Friday. 

Damage was estimated at $31,500, 
based on the construction costs of 
seven years ago. However, this does 
not include the cost of new lights, 
transformers and wiring. Together 
with rising construction costs, this 
could push the replacement figure to 
about $50,000. The stadium itlsef was 
not damaged. 

The money to replace the lights 
will have to come from the athletic 
department's reserve fund which had 
been earmarked for a new fieldhouse. 

The towers were not covered by in-
surance. Tech has a 5100,000 deducti-
ble policy covering all its ancillary 
enterprises, but in Jones Stadium only 
the press box and athletic offices are 
included. 

Tech officials were uncertain as to 
whether the university is liable for 
damage to the ears, but Vice Presi-
dent for Business Affairs Marshall 
Pennington said Friday afternoon that 
he assumed Tech is "precluded on 
paying any damages until due process 
has been taken. -  He said however, 
that the state attorney general may 
have to be contacted for a legal ruling 
on the matter. 

"DUE PROCESS" would mean that 
the complainant would have to file a 
suit against the State of Texas follow-
ing approval of such action by the 
legislature.

Methodist Hospital Nurses' 
Dorm feel they have. 

Th e  Methodist Hospital 
Nursing Dormitory', located at 
2002 Miami, a block south of 
19th Street, is about one mile 
west of the campus. Mrs. Har-
lan is the main dorm counse-
lor. 

THE DORM has a capacity 
or 120 women but at present 
there are only 32 nursing stu-
dents and 35 Texas Tech co-
ecls living there. The coeds 
were placed in the dorm be-
cause of lack of available 
housing on campus. The ar-
rangements were made with 
the provision that the coeds 
would be moved on campus as 
soon as space became avail-
able. 

There were 80 coeds at first 
but many girls have moved on 
campus as noon as rooms have 
become available, 

"EVERYONE was dubious 
at first," a coed says, "I even 
called the Tech housing office 
every day to see if I had been 
given a room on the campus 
yet. Then I stopped calling 
and I realized that I really 
love living here." 

The rooms themselves are 
quite similar to those in Cle-
ment, Hulen, Wall, and Gates 
Halls. There is more closet 
space and more mirrors. 

There is a main lounge on 
the first floor with a large ad-
joining kitchen. The main 
lounge, besides having a fire-
place and television, has ster-
eo and tape recorder. A prayer 
room is on the first floor also, 

THE MAIN LOUNGE opens 
to a patio and large fenced 
backyard with two barberao 
pits, a place to set up 3.volley

-ball net and ping pone tables. 
Two bicycles for the use of 
the dorm residents are kept on 
the patio. 

Besides a kitchen on each 
floor, there is a large main 
-bathroom, a TV lounge, a sew-
ing machine, and more soft 
drink and candy machines, 

"THE RENT is only $30 per 
month without food," says 
Sonia Small, sophomore from 
Fort Worth, "so we have tliF 
option to cook or eat out. ' 

There are extra dishes in 
each kitchen besides a stove, 
oven. and refrigerator. "We 
have no problems with anyone 
stealing food," says Sonia. 

ANY GIRL can reserve the 
large kitchen off the main 
lounge far her own party if 
she wants. There is a set of 
silver including a silver punch 
bowl set for the dorm's use. 

"We go by Tech rules," says 
Sonia, who serves as dorm 
president. "We have scholar-
ship banquets based on mid-
term grades. We had a Home-
coming party here and we al-
so decorated our doors for 
Christmas," 

Instead of a weekly MOTO 

check however, they only have 
one unannounced room check 
cosh stng:tor. -The rooms 

must be really clean: .ays 
one coed. 

PERHAPS ONE of the dis-
advantages is that there is 
only one line to phone into 
the dorm and four lines out. 
There are two pas' telephones 
in the main entrance. 

There is one phone per floor 
and phone calls are limited to 
five minutes, There are buzz-
ers for each girl in the lobby. 
The buzzer pressed in the lob-
by is heard in the girl's room. 

"One buzz is for the tele-
phone, two means a long dis-
tance phone call downstairs, 
and three means a girl's date 
has arrived," says Mm. Giles, 
one of the dorm counselors. 

WHEN A BOY wants to 
pick up his date he can buzz 
her room himself. Two girls

run the switchboard at night 
and on Sundays and a dorm 
counselor runs it during the 
slay. 

The distance of the dorm 
from the campus doesn't seem 
to pose much of a problem, 
"We can ride the city bus, but 
almost everyone rides in a 
car pool," says Sonia. "When 
you need to go to class, there 
is almost always someone in 
a car going to the campus." 

Adrian Hawkins, freshman 
from Fort Worth, walks the 
two-mile round trip every day 
except when the weather is 
too terribly bad. 

AS TO SHARING the dorm 
with student nurses, all the 
coeds confess they enjoy it. 
"We get to do things with 
them and they have funetinr, 

with us," says Sonia. "I think 
the experience is beneficial to 
both groups." 

The dorm has a special fea-
ture for parents. On the first 
floor there is a nice guest 
room that can be rented by a 
girl for her parents or other 
guests for two dollars a night. 
It has twin beds, a private 
bath, a large closet, and a roll-
ass-ay bed. 

"NOBODY wants to move," 
says Carole Korolevich, a 
freshman from Fort Worth.

"We don't feel left out of 
campus activities at all," says 
Sonia.
