Plan Interests 	Students Gather 1-lere 
Senator Connally Tech Plays Host 

Lawmaker Requests Full This Weekend 
Details Of Scheme Which 
Students Have Devised 

The sectional inequality of rep-
resentation in the state legislature, 
as revealed In et survey by Tech 
government classes, brought ex-
pressions of approval from United 
States Senator Tom Connally on 
his visit to the campus last week. 

"I would like a complete outline 
of the plan as it may offer a solu-
tion to the problem," Connally 
said. 

J. W. Davis, instructor In gov-
ernment, assigned the task of re 
districting of Texas in accordance 
with 1930 federal census figures, 
to John Henry McCarver, Paul 
Heard, J. C. Lentz, Jr., and John 
Locke. 

The survey showed that the last 
apportionment, made in 1921, was 
outmoded in 1930. It gave the 
north-east section of the state 11 
legislators to which they were not 
entitled. 

The Panhandle section had beer 
deprived ofone representative; 
the Southwest, three; and the 
Southeast was entitled to five 
more legislators. 

"Where voting follows sectional 
lines, as it often does in the legis-
lature," Davis said, "Ft. Worth and 
Dallas areas are 11 legislators to 
the good." 

The survey was designed to 
show the impracticality of present 
plans of apportionment in Texas. 
Since the last Apportionment was 
made in 1921, the population trends 
have been toward the Southeast 
and Southwest, but representation 
has not followed. 

Inadequacy of existing reappor-
tionment plans led the class to 
suggest that the 23 congressional 
districts be used as a basis for 
electing representatives from each 
district, elected by preferential 
ballot. By this method the voter 
would be given the privilege of 
voting first, second, and third 
choices. 

"If the movement for a new 
constitution for Texas gains mo-
mentum," Davis said, "this prob-
lem of reapportionment is due for 
thorough consideration, and the 
solution contained in this survey 
may be advocated as a solution to 
the -problem of- Texas representa-
tion."

Works In Houston 

Dr. Leroy T. Patton, head of 
geology and petroleum engineer-
ing departments, announced Mon-
day that Jack Huffmeyer, spring 
geology graduate was with the 
Subterex Exploration company of 
Houston. 

Huffymer was a member of Sig-
ma Gamma Epsilon, honorary geo-
logical fraternity, while in Tech. 
The company with which he is 
now affiliated surveys lands for 0:1 
companies. Small samples of top 
soil are analyzed and examined for 
the presence of methane and other 
gases, which seep through rocks to 
the top soil from oil formations. 

The method is new and In the 
experimental stage, but it has been 
successful in the Gulf coast area 
Electric conductivity tests are al-
so made on the top soil.

Woman Donates 
Spur, Bullet Mold 

Mrs. Tom Carter of Plainview 
recently donated a hand-made spur 
and a bullet mold to the West Tex-
as Museum. The donations will be 
added to other replicas of early 
West Texas civilization. 

The ancient spur was found near 
the Canadian river and was prolh 
ably used by cattle men during the 
early settling days of the west. 

Patent dates on the old bullet 
mold show that the machine has 
probably been in use since 1884. It 
is of the regular type of old-fash-
ioned mold. There is a screw for 
the lead to be placed in and the 
powder and shell are fastened to 
the slug by twisting the handles 
of the mold. 

Formerly a newsboy, solicitor of 
magazine subscriptions, farmer's 
helper, bank messenger, bookkeep-
er, telephone accountant, gardner 
in a cemetery, mechanic, accident 
Insurance investigator and zinc 
miner—now an opera star, he is 
to appear here on the initial Ar-
tist Course presentation Nov. 8.

Their winter hardiness is to be 
determined. In the Spring further 
attempts will be made to find a 
barley that will increase C. qual-
ity of malt-extract used in the 
brewing of beers and other beve-
rages. 

According to Professor Young, 
he and R. C. Mowery, instructor 
of animal husbandry, will assume 
duties of the vacant position for 
the remainder of the fall semester.

Writer Stresses Need 
For Understanding Of 
Supply And Demand 

"Textile students should be well 
grounded in economics of supply 
and demand, prices and foreign 
exchange," said Alston H. Garside, 
writer and economist of the Ne* 
York Cotton Exchange, at the fall 
meeting of the 11 textile school 
deans in New York recently, at-
tended by Prof. M. E. Heard, head 
professor of textile engineering. 

Garside further stated that the 
textile students are the one to 
meet the issues that will arise a-
ling this line in the future, and 
must be so trained that they will 
be able to exercise sound judge-
ment in rendering their decisions. 

The necessity for textile stu-
dents to embrace a color conscience 
was pointed out by Dr. E. W. 
France, dean of the Philadelphia 
Textile school. "Demands for col-
or combinations arac onstantly 
shifting and changing," be said, 
The Importance of color as a sales 
appeal and the proper use of a 
weave to bring out the shade de-
sired was explained by Richard S. 
Cox also of the Philadelphia Tex-
tile school. In his explanation Cox 
emphasized the fact that textile 
students and manufacturers can 
not adhere to any color, but must 
create color to meet the demands 
off all types of people. 

"The stylists' problems arise 
from the necessity to offer the 
buyer new color combinations each 
year," said Mrs. Maud Schotle, styl-
ist for the Pepperell Manufactur-
ing company, in her talk on "Color 
from the  Marketing Point o f 
View.' "Popular styles require a 
year and a half of build-up," she 
added. 

In a discussion of rare animal 
fibers the Vicuna was mentioned 
as a producer of the most expen-
sive animal fiber known. The Vi-
cuna is a native of Peru and lives 
at an elevation of 16,500 feet. Raw 
fiber of the animal sells for $13.50 
a pound or about $110 a yard. An 
overcoat would cost about $700.

OUR friend The Plainsman, in his daily col- 

umn, in THE LUBBOCK EVENING JOURNAL, re-

cently made some comment on the old problem 

of the relations between the college and the 

city of Lubbock . Briefly summarized his state-

ments amount to the declarations that although 

the college has been a great asset to Lubbock, 

the city should definitely not "get out on a 

limb" to aid our fair institution. 

Now by carefully weighing every word we 
can find very little wrong with The Plains-
man's utterings, but the implied tone of the ar-
ticle registers among our dislikes. THE TOREA-
DOR would be the last to deny that many ser-
vices have been rendered Texas Tech by Lub-
bock and her citizenry. But at the same time 
we will deny that such services bear any 
resemblance to charity. Tech pays and pays 
well for what she gets. In fact the student 
body alone pays some two million dollars an-
nually into the coffers of city merchants. 

However, we're not going to grumble about 
that. What would we like to point out are the 
many Lubbock students who attend Texas Tech 
every semester and whose parents pay many 
dollars of tax money. Then let's not forget 
the faculty members who pay city taxes but 
whose work has to do entirely with the col-
lege. And are not the boarding houses in 
which the majority of students live taxed by 
the city? These are merely a few things that 
bear consideration when The Plainsman men-
tions that Lubbock spends "hundreds upon hun-
dreds of dollars helping Tech every year." 

As for Tech's incorporating with Lubbock, 
though the cheaper insurance rates would un-
doubtedly benefit the college, we're forced, as 
representatives of the majority of students, to 
vote in the negative. Though no taxation 
would be involved, it might amount to some-
thing like subordination without representa-
tion. The Plainsman will probably vote the 
same but for a different reason. 

Another Pipe Dream 

RECENTLY THE TOREADOR inquired editorially RECENTLY 

 to the intentions of several advocators of 

radical old-age pension plans. One of those 
mentioned was California's Sheridan Downey, 
preaching "thirty dollars every Thursday" for 
every person over 50 in that state. As the 
movement is obviously progressing and as 
Downey is gaining more of the gullible pop-
lace's favor every day, we feel that the subject 
would bear a more thorough investigation. 

The scheme is being backed by a lawyer 
and a patent medicine peddler, both sons of 
an embezzler; and a professional promoter. It 
has the support of many of the old people in 
California, whom it would supposedly benefit, 
and there is a Democratic nominee for the Uni-
ted States Senate, norr rnted largely on his 
support of the plan. The idea, put in the form 
of a constitutional amendment, has obtained 
enough signatures to be placed before the vot-
ers this fall, to see whether they choose to make 
it a part of the state constitution. 

California has a higher than average quota 
of people over 50. To give the pension to all 
of them would require about $800,000,000 an-
nually, at the most conservative estimate. The 
total annual income of the state from taxation 
is only about $1,000,000,000. Thus the pen-
sions would nearly double the burden of the 
taxpayer, merely to take care of one part of 
the population. Many of the pensioners would 
be getting more money than they ever receiv-
ed in their working careers. One hundred and 
twenty dollars a month is pretty good wages 
for just sitting around and growing old, a pret-
ty good premium for the hard job of reaching 
the age of 50. 

If the pension money were raised by a di-
rect sales or transaction tax alone, that tax 
would have to amount to 33 1-3 per cent of 
every retail purchase in the state. Think what 
that would do to the price of living. As it hap-
pens, plans call for the money to be raised by 
a weekly tax on the scrip. to be paid bywho-
ever holds it at the time; but the effect is the 
same. It's the consumer who pays. 

Where is all the money coming from? 

Gone Is Victory 

ONE of the most frequent subjects for col- 
lege newspaper editorials and student dis-

cussion is war. Time was when war was a 
romantic adventure, and all the young bucks 
welcomed the chance to don a pretty uniform, 
march in a parade, be admired by all the beau-
tiful girls and feel quite gallant in every way. 
War was great fun. You could usually come 
back and be a hero. If you died, you died pret-
ty cleanly, with your head nicely blown off or 
a rifle ball or sabre thrust somewhere in your 
chitlings. 

But they've changed the rules lately. The 
World War introduced a few new playthings 
designed for m a s s, indiscriminate slaughter, 
like the tank, the bombing plane, poison gas, 
the machine gun and a few other tricks to de-
light the gory god Mars. Now, instead of com-
ing back a hero, you stand a good chance of 
coming back a corpse. Only chances are you 
don't come back. You'll rot on the field or in 
a shallow grave. 

At one time it was considered bad form to 
kill women and children, the crippled or the 
aged. It was all right to bump off the old man 
the family and all his sons over 18, but killing 
the rest of the family, like Mom, the girls, 
Grandpap and little Willie, just turned 6, mark-
ed you as an uncivilized barbarian who ought 
to be discouraged by all right-minded people. 
All this is changed now. Such is not only good 
form, it marks you as a pretty smart fellow. 

Young people are talking about war, for 
now they know that it may mean not only death 
to the young men which in itself is a large price 
to pay. Today it may mean death to anyone, 
everyone. destruction of all anyone holds dear. 
Today there is no victory, only catastrophe. 
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Will They Fail Again? 

IN having to meet their $100 ticket sales dead- 
line by tonight in order to hold the annual 

Hodge-Podge, this year's sophomore class is 
faced with a problem that hasn't presented it-
self to second year classes of the past. In other 
words the class of '41 is under the proverbial 
gun. Sophomore officers need every member's 
fullest cooperation and need it badly. 

Heretofore the Hodge-Podge has been con-
ducted in much the same manner as an all-col-
lege dance. Promoters have not been troubled 
with meeting any sort of deadline. However, 
this year the situation is different. The sophs 
do have a deadline to meet. And in this they 
are presented with a challenge as to their cour-
age and initiative. 

Last year this same class had another dead-
line to meet. Some 275 of them responded ad-
mirably to their leaders' call and purchased 
tickets for Fish Day. But even this loyal 275 
were not enough, because the quota called for 
were not enough, because the quota called for 
memory. The reason—simply because those 
freshmen didn't have guts enough to support 
class activities. 

The fish of yesterday are the sophomores of 
today.

HYSTERIA which dominated the citizenry of 
 this country during the radio presentation 

of H. G. Well's "War of the Worlds" Sunday 
night should certainly make American people 
realize the need for an efficient military. 

Americans like to believe themselves saga-
cious and serious minded. Ninety-nine out 
of every hundred persons would have turned 
a cynical eye on anyone who might have told 
them what their reactions would be in time 
of a crisis. However, when the test really 
came, even though it was all through a mis-
understanding, havoc and disorder reigned. 

In New Jersey where the visitors from oth-
er planets were supposed to have landed, sev-
eral towns were completely evacuated. Astute 
New York city became a madhouse. Telephone 

and telegraph wires were loaded with mes-
sages of inquiry from panic-stricken people. 
Prayers were uttered and church conereeations 
dismissed. Many persons fainted dead away. 
Monday morning hospitals throughout the land 
were treating victims of nervous breakdowns. 
Even on Tech campus many students became 
hysterical and threats of suicide were heard. 

From these happenings can be determined 
accurately enough the reactions of the pro-
ulace should this nation actually be invaded by 

a foreign power. Few can now laugh and brae 
about the cool-headedness of Americans. In 
time of need that coolheadedness is about as 
real as one of Grimm's fairy tales. It simply 
isn't there. 

Though the thought that another power 
might invade the United States may be as im-
probable as Well's story is fantastic, such hap-
penines certainly are possible. Should we be 
invaded a competent military service would be 
necessary, for the American people have prov-
ed themselves unable to act wisely and keep 
their heads under strain. 

A Tear For WPA 

ARE the workers of America becoming mere 
slaves like the peasants of pre-war Russia? 

Upon examining the recent case of WPA work-
ers in New York city we are lead to believe 
such. Why the bosses on a WPA job in New 
York's Bronx actually had the audacity to ask 
the workers to use both pick and a shovel. 

Certainly in this modern day of specialized 
labor no man should be asked to do other than 
a job he is especially trained for. The day of 
the jack-of-all-trades is over. If a WPA em-
ployee has acquired the habit of leaning on 
the handle of a pick, then his health is liable 
to serious injury if he is made to shift to the 
handle of a pick. 

But maybe the New York workers aren't 
allowed to lean on shovels. One man com-
plained that he had to work like a slave.
