Campus Is Only 
Soil Tech Owns, 
However 

Two thousand and eight acres of 
college land, the campus of Texas 
Technological college, have been 
approved for purposes of exploit-
ing oll, gas and sulphur possibilities 
by Texas legislators in a recent 
bill. 

Permission to lease the college 
grounds to outside Interests will 
be granted In the measure, which 
was Introduced in the lower house 
by Representative Alvin R. Allison 
of Levelland, and advocated in the 
Senate by Senator G. H. Nelson, 
Lubbock. The total college land 
holdings are included In the cam- 
pus, which is the "world's largest," 
and is the original land grant on 
which the college was founded. 

Outlying parts of the campus are 
presently devoted to farming and 
range uses by the agriculture divi-
sion. Pasturage for college farm 
animals and poultry is afforded on 
the grounds. Expenses for main-
taining the extensive farm lands 
and equipment derives from sale 
of cotton, grain, meat animals, dai-
ry products, poultry and numerous 
other products. 

Any profits f r o m land leases 
would supplement the general col-
lege fund. No previous leasing of 
the grounds to outside interests 
was revealed in files of the college 
president's office.

Starting at the Mechanical En-
gineering shops, visitors will fol-
low a prearranged route. through 
each of the five buildings housing 
exhibits. Ample parking space will 
be provided for allow visitors.

From the M. E. Shops back of 
the Textile building, visit°rs will 
go to the Textile building, then to 
the ROTC division, to the Engi-
neering building and finally to the 
Chemistry building. 

Mechanical engineers will exhibit 
their machine shop and methods 
of thread cutting, polishing opera-
tions, cyaniding hand taps for cor-
rect hardness and metal spinning. 
Also to. be shown Is the model in-
ternal combustion engine built by 
Tech students. 

In the textile department exhi-
bits in the processes of carding, 
spinning, weaving, testing and dye-
ing: the dome laboratory, fully 
equipped, will operate for the bene-
fit of spectators. 

The engineering unit of the Re-
serve Officers Training corps of-
for several interesting exhibits of 
barbed wire entanglements; engi-
neering armament, including the 
30-caliber rifle, automatic rifle and 
machine gun, the 15-caliber pistol 
and 37-mm, gun; a display of indi-
vidual field equipment, mapping 
equipment and the indoor gallery 
range for 22 caliber rifle parties. 

The main Engineering building 
offers many fascinating and inter-
esting exhibits, including displays 
by the civil engineers, electrical 
engineers. mechanical engineers, 
industrial engineers a n d the de-
partment of architecture and allied 
arts. The giant Testa soil, 2.500.000 
volt lightning machine will be on 
exhibit in the E. E. department. 
New this year is the 450 hp. Pratt 
and Whitney radial airplane en-
gine In the M. E. laboratory. 

Several chemical magic exhibits, 
a photographic exhibition, liquid 
air display and the moonshine dis-
tillery—the latest methods of al-
cohol manufacture direct from the 
hills of Kentucky—will be exhi-
bited in the Chemistry building. 
The petroleum engineering depart-
ment also has several very Inter-
esting displays. 

Some of the departments have 
prepared souvenirs to distribute to 
visitors. 

Programs for the engineering 
show will be given visitors in the 
different buildings. Four-c olor 
stickers drawn by girls In the 
commercial art department and 
printed by Tech Press are being 
used to advertise the show. These 
stickers will be sold two for 5 
cents as souvenirs of the show.

STUDENT Opinion Surveys of America show 
that over 50 per cent of this country's col-

lege men and women would favor communism 
over fascism should the time arrive that such 
a choice would have to be made. 

But we cannot see that there is much percen-
tage in voting on such a question. In the first 
place, should either ever gain control of the 
United States, the people would have no choice. 
Second, like Walter Winchell, we'd prefer sui-
cide to either, because one features just about 
as much suppression and intolerance as the 
other. 

Both as one of their first acts upon gaining 
power refuse to allow freedom of speech. Any 
person that opens his mouth in opposition to 
the government is immediately taken to a con-
centration camp for a "short rest" that lasts as 
long as is convenient for those in power. 

The free press of a nation is quickly and 
efficiently throttled. It is turned from an organ 
to which readers may look for truth and pro-
tection to one which contains only the pro-
paganda and doctrines of the existing order. 

Under neither may a person practice the 
religion of his choice if in any way it becomes 
dangerous to or interferes with the ideas and 
practices of the strongly centralized govern-
ment. 

The free ballot becomes a mere joke. No 
longer does the average man have a voice in 
his government, but is forced to look down a 
rifle barrel and vote "yes" and "no." And all 
sorts of underhand methods of coercion are us-
ed even in these elections. 

Every man, no matter what his ideals, is 
forced into military service even in times of 
peace. And if the government doesn't take over 
all property to begin with, an individual can 
hold his private goods only as long as those in 
power wish. 

These are only some of the major features 
that the aforementioned systems have in com-
mon. There are many more. And it seems that 
if there is any choice to be made it is based on 
whether one prefers a fasces, swastika or ham-
mer and sickle as his national emblem.

Only by seeing 
and hearing him can we find and point out the 
ridiculousness of his platform. 

More Phone Trouble 

AS IF THE ordinary service it renders isn't 
bad enough at best,Tech's inefficient dorm-

itory telephone service was the cause of another 
blunder just before the holidays. 

The mother of one Horn hall resident plan-
ning to drive to Amarillo immediately after 
breakfast one morning phoned her son at '7:30 
a.m., long distance, to inform him that there 
was a snow storm on the North Plains and not 
to attempt to drive in such weather. She wish-
ed that he take the morning train instead. 

But as her message came before the phone 
service was officially opened at 8 o'clock, she 
was curtly informed that the call could not be 
taken. Though she pleaded an emergency, this 
technicality was still stressed, and the boy 
went home by automobile, all because some per-
son's "sense of duty" outshown his better judg-
ment (granting of course that he has a better 
judgment). 

Isn't the inadequate service given everyday 
by the dormitory phone system bad enough 
without adding such blunders as this to its 
steadily growing list of atrocities? Cannot com-
mon sense prevail in such instances as that re-
lated above rather than technicalities that are 
silly in the first place? We think so. 

And if the persons who are responsible for  
such things do not see that these acts cease to 
humiliate students and their families. then they 
are not doing the job to which they have been 
assigned. 

Journalistic Enterprise 

AMERICANS have come to accept their so- 
called "free" press with a certain amount 

of smugness that scorns publications of other 
nations. As long as they are given relatively 
fresh accounts of events, they ask no more 
from their daily newspaper. 

Yet two outstanding examples of journa-
listic initiative with which we are acquainted 
surpass the simple service of disseminating 
news. They make a practice of printing facts 
before an event happens, not after. One is 
KEN, the weekly magazine; the other is MEXICO 
TODAY, a weekly newspaper printed in Mexico. 
D. F. 

KEN is perhaps better known than the lat-
ter publication which was established less than 
six months ago. However, the policy pursued 
by both is practically the same. By a careful 
investigation of facts they are able to expose 
conditions previously unknown to the public 
in general and to those in official positions 
Many sweeping probes have resulted as an out-
growth of these revelations. 

Time and again the words "Exclusive to 
MEXICO TODAY" have informed readers that they 
are reading the news before it happens. The 
newspaper's record shows them that they may 
be sure the facts are correct. Such was the case 
when the oil companies offered a compromise 
to the Mexican government, when the activi-
ties of NEW YORK Times Correspondent Frank 
Kluckhohn were disclosed. The most recent 
exposes were of Nazi espionage agents in Mex-
ico and the widespread activities of the Fascist 
Spanish Phalanx. Result—German agents and 
Phalanx leaders were later ousted by the gov-
ernment. 

Mexico TODAY is the only metropolitan Eng-
lish newspaper printed in Mexico and is de-
signed to promote a better understanding among 
the peoples of the United States and Mexico 
Its work is still in the formative stage, yet al-
ready it displays journalistic endeavor that 
could well be copied by many papers of thii,

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Student Recommendation 
MANY COLLEGES, going beyond the ordin- 

ary system of student government among 
the undergraduates, operate under a plan which 
we believe would be wise to employ at Texas 
Tech. That is. each year the graduating sen-
iors meet and make such recommendations as 
they deem necessary and advisable for improv-
ing the school. Texas A and M, we understand, 
employs such a system. 

As they are leaving the place and therefore 
have no ax to grind the seniors at these col-
leges nine times out of ten have the institu-
tion's best interest at heart. So their advice is 
usually accepted and recommendations carried 
out. 

And such students, we believe, are more 
qualified than any other group to say what 
changes are necessary in methods of teaching 
and faculty, for they have had the advantages 
of four years' first hand experience with both. 
They know as do no others whether students 
learn anything under an existing method of in-
struction. They alone have had everyday con-
tact with a professor and know whether he is 
qualified to be an instructor of college students. 

Such a system, or one that is equally good 
if there are other suggestions. is urgently need-
ed here. For whether the powers that be care 
to admit it. many courses are taught at Tech 
through which students float on the knowledge 
and background they have already acquired. 
Some instructors are so unacquainted with their 
subjects that they are unfit to teach in high 
schools, much less colleges. 

This situation needs to be remidied. The 
students who are graduated each year and get 
out to find that their degrees mean much less 
than they hoped realize it if those that do the 
hiring and firing do not However, Tech can 
boast of some of the finest professors in the 
Southwest. We are not referring to those. 

But many are liabilities rather than assets 
to the institution. And something is needed to 
correct this evil. In our opinion the system of 
student recommendation would be a good one 

Let Them Come 

WE REFUSE to concede that an evil can be 
kept away from any people by hiding it 

from them. Like the king in the anecdote who, 
because he wanted his son to think the whole 
world lovely and beautiful, hurried all the suf-
fering off the streets before his heir passed, 
many would seek to defeat communism and 
fascism in these United States by not letting 
the people examine these doctrines closely. 

Such attempts at suppression are very fool-
ish. For when any man is denied the right to 
voice his ideas in a nation, then that country is 
no longer a democracy. 

Last Sunday a Lubbock minister, doubtless 
inspired by God to save American youth from 
the totalitarian evils, bellowed loud and long 
from his pulpit about fascism and communism 
being taught in hundreds of American colleges 
and universities. He went so far as to accuse 
Dr. Paul Popenoe, brought here earlier in the 
school year as a lecturer sponsored by YM-
YWCA, of advocating one of these doctrines or 
the other. It really doesn't matter which as 
long as our conscientious servant of the Lord 
could denounce him for plotting against dem-
ocracy. 

In recent years Tech's Administrative coun-
cil has passed a ruling that no speaker may be 
brought here to lecture that is opposed to our 
existing form of government. So take heed 
you kiddies of Texas Tech. None of you are 
going to become fascists or communists, because 
downtown preachers and the Administrative 
council aren't going to let you hear these doc-
trines advocated. Naturally you still have ac-
cess to books and newspapers, but in reading 
these you aren't playing fair. Besides, suppres-
sion of such organs of propaganda may come in 
time. 

But isn't this whole set-up a farce! It is en-
tirely possible that if the students had a chance 
to hear advocates of radical doctrines they 
would benefit immensely. Only by studying 
such programs carefully and in detail can the 
fallacies be pointed out and the doctrines ex-
ploded. Sooner or later college men and women 
will have the chance to hear speakers asking 
that our form of government be changed. And 
we would not have the nation's educated men 
and women feeling sorry for those wretched 
souls because they hadn't theretofore been al-
lowed to speak their piece. 

Nobody opposes dictatorships more than we. 
For along with freedom of speech and religion, 
the free press is the first to suffer the stifling 
blows of suppression under such systems. But 
what we are attempting to get over is this. 
Neither the Administrative council nor any oth-
er group has the right to tell citizens of these 
United States what they can or cannot hear. 

In attempting to do this they are only set-
ting up a dicatorship of their own on a small 
scale. So far as we know no group has asked
