Time grows shorter 
With the appointment of a five-man committee 

to make recommendations for a new name 
for Texas Tech last Wednesday, the Board of 
Directors again brought the name change issue 
to light. 

The committee, chaired by C. A. Cash of 
Amarillo, met yesterday, and made plans for sub-
mission to the Board of a list of three suggested 
names in the order of preference. 

Cash encouraged "interested parties" to con-
tact their representative on the committee, who, 
for the students, is Bill Bueck, president of the 
Tech Student Association, to make their desires 
known. The committee is set to meet again in 
the early part of May to compile the list of three 
names for the next Board meeting. 

This deadline gives the Tech student body 
two weeks to make up its mind on a new name 
for their university. Many students, however, are 
not familiar with the history or the issues involved 
in the name change, since it has been two years 
since the legislature last met and the possibility 
of a new name was imminent. 

The University Daily will try to remedy the 
situation with an educational campaign, so that 
students will be equipped to voice their opinion 
on a new name, by a knowledge of the back-
ground and issues. 

Hopefully, the committee will eliminate 
much of the sound and fury of the last name 
change attempt and give all the groups involved 
a voice in the choice of a new name. The time 
is growing short for the students to make their 
choice, and consideration of the issue should be-
gin now.
