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String of deaths

ARCADIA, Fla, — A father’s plan to collect $14,000
in life insurance led to the fatal poisonings of seven
young children, DeSoto County Sheriff Frank Cline
sald Wednesday.

Cline told a news conference that James Richardson,
the father, was ‘‘motivated by a remuneration for life
insurance. The cause of death was from eating some-
thing which contained parathion."’

THE SHERIFF said Richardson told him that five
more of his children by a former marriage had died
in Jacksonville over an undisclosed time period. Cline
said he would go to Jacksonville Thursday to look
into the deaths,

Richardson, a 32-year-old itinerant fruit picker, and
his wife, Annie Mae, 29, were held in the county jail
on child neglect charges pending the outcome of a
coroner’s inquest Thursday.

Cline and County Judge Gordon Hays told newsmen
they felt they had enough evidence ‘to file murder
charges against Richardson’” but said State Atty,
Frank Schaub preferred to convene a coroner's jury.

Parole system hit

WASHINGTON— FBI Director J, Edgar Hoover, reacting
to the killing of two policemen during an Illinois bank
robbery, assailed again Wednesday what he called mal-
administration of the nation’s parole systems.

Hoover also called for legislation on the federal,
state and local levels to tighten up parole administration
and added: ‘“The bleeding hearts of this country have
had their say too long.””

THE 72-YEAR-OLD director made his unscheduled
remarks at graduation ceremonies for the 99 members
of the FBI National Academy, a 12-week school for law
enforcement officers.

Hoover took advantage of a pause in the ceremonies
to recall that two men arrested Tuesday night at La
Porte, Ind., and charged with the $83,783 holdup of a
Northlake, Ill., bank in which two policemen were killed
both had been paroled from a federal prison.

“It again shows the maladministration of the parole
systems of this country. As I have many times stated,
1 believe in parole, but I do not believe in the sloppy
method in which it is administered at both the federal
and local levels,”” Hoover said.

Walter Dunbar, chairman of the federal Board of
Parole, termed the robbery and shooting a tragic situa-
tion. Dunbar said in a telephone interview that “It’s
not anticipated or expected that there won’t be any
mistakes made’’ in deciding whether to grant paroles.

Benefits increase okayed

WASHINGTON — The Senate Finance Committee has
voted for a 15 per cent across-the-board increase in
Social Security benefits and for higher taxes starting
next year to pay for them.

Sen, Russell B, Long, D-La., the chairman, con-
firmed today earlier reports that the panel had agreed
to the 15 per cent raise coupled with a $70 minimum
monthly payment.

THIS WOULD amount to a 19 per cent average
increase, since the lowest payments would be boosted
much more than 15 per cent. It is exactly in line with
Johnson administration recommendations,

The minimum now is $44.

To help pay for the increases, the Senate panel
voted to raise the Social Security payroll tax on the
individual to 4,8 per cent next year as compared with
4.4 per cent now. The employer matches this.

Soviets criticize China

BANGKOK, Thailand — An official Soviet publication,
for the second time in recent months, strongly crit-
cized Communist China Wednesday as having ambitions
to take over neighboring countries in Southeast Asia

The criticism came in an article in a weekly news-
letter released by the Soviet Embassy in Bangkok
It was signed by Prof. M, Ukraintsev, described by an
embassy spokesman as a top Soviet expert on China.

THE ARTICLE said any visitor to Southeast Asia
would become aware of a ‘‘feeling of anxiety'' over
the policies of Chinese Communist party Chairman Mao
Tse-tung,

The publication of the article suggested that the
Russians, as well as Americans, are highly suspi-
cious of Chinese territorial designs in Asia.

“This anxiety grows as the hegemonic aims of Mao
and his’ group develop and their territorial aims in
Southeast Asia become more apparent,’’ the article
said,

Dean of Men GCeorge William Hall told police that
a group of youths who tried to crash the dance earlier
Tuesday evening were ousted, Hall said he left the
dance shortly before 11 p.m. and was walking on the
campus when he heard the gunshots.

LSD might be cure

for mental disorders

ATLANTA, Ga. (AP) = A 17-year-
old high school boy sent spiders on
LSD “‘trips’’ through distorted webs
and concluded that the controversial
drug holds the clue to a cure for schi-
zophrenia, a mental disorder.

The experiments by Kenneth Healey,
a senlor at suburban Decatur High,
represents a departure from the more
widely publicized use of drugs by
youths for psychedelic trips with them.
selves as gulnea pigs.

HIS RESEARCH earned him a spe-
cial plaque from the National Food
and Drug Administration. It will be
presented by Commissioner James L.
Goddard in ceremonies in Washington
today.

The youth photographed the webs un-
der normal conditions and later after
feeding LSD to the spider.

“‘1 feel that the greatest value of
my experiments lies in the field of
mental disease, specifically schizo-
phrenia,’”’ he said in his report.

““The effects of LSD definitely re-
semble those of schizophrenia. This
greatly infers that schizophrenia is
caused by a chemical disorder rather
than a mental one.’”” Schizophrenia is a
psychotic disorder characterized by the
disintegration of personality.

THUS, HE concluded, ‘‘schizophrenia
may be as easy to cure as dlabetes
simply by administering a certain drug
to the patient.

(AP) — A
former Teamsters Unionsecretary who
says she is marked for death because
of testimony adverse to James Hoffa
was spirited from a hospital Wednes-
day — presumably to tell her story to
a federal grand jury.

The woman, whisked out a back en.
trance with a federal marshal, vanished
from public view a few hours after she
was involved in an unsuccessful poe
lice trap for a man who reportedly
offered to kill anyone she wanted. When
a federal officer sought to arrest him,
the man escaped. At least one shot was
fired.

THE GRAND JURY was convened
Monday, and is expected to look closely
at several aspects of the Teamsters
President’s third motion for a new
jury tampering trial. Hoffa was con-
victed here nearly four years ago on
the charge, and now is serving aneight-
year federal prison sentence in Penn.
sylvania,

Mary Ann Gordon Francis, 27, fired
last week as secretary for teamsters
Local 515 here, had been in the hos-
pital since she was shot in the shoulder
last Thursday on a downtown street.

She told a bizarre tale of having been
held captive by two abductors, and said
she was shot in making good her escape.

LBJ chides

U.S. solons

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Johnson conceded Wednesday things
“are not going as well as we would
like”’ in Congress. But he sald he is
optimistic about Vietnam and I be-
lleve we are making progress.’’

These appralsals came from a sur-
prise news conference in the White
House Cabinet Room which also pro-
duced some presidential chiding of
members of Congress and others who
are critical of his Vietnam policy.

IN ADDITION, Johnson denied his
had reversed his policy since the 1964
presidential campaign when he said he
was against sending Americans to Viet-
nam to do a job Aslans could do.

Johnson saild he would be less than
frank if he did not concede disappoint«
ment at congressional inaction on his
bill to boost taxes — a step he labeled
as vital to fighting inflation and hold-
ing down what he called galloping in-
terest rates.

Although Congress seems to have
given up on a tax Increase, Johnson
wasn’t dolng so at this point. But
neither was he predicting success for
his proposed 10 per cent income tax
surcharge.

““We have to wait and see,”” he saild.

THE PRESIDENT told reporters, un-
der questioning, that the people are
concerned about Vietnam and don’t know
what to expect of Congress and the
future. This, he sald, has been re.
flected in the behavior of the stock
market.

Johnson told reporters he did not
know when the bell would ring to close
the present congressional session but
said he hoped it would not come until
the members have ““faced up to some
of the important problems that con-
front us.” He particularly deplored
such things as cuts in the model cities
and rent supplement programs.

With respect to Vietnam, Johnson
took vigorous exception to the idea that
he had changed from a policy state.
ment in his 1964 presidential campaign
that American boys were not going
to be used to do the job Aslans could
do. ““There hasn’t been any change in
policy,”” he said.

HE SAID there was only a change
in one sentence of a speech he made.
He said that we have always said that
we didn’t want any American boys do-
ing what Asian boys should — and he
was using the “*we’’ to refer to him-
self.

What he sald during the campalign,
Johnson added ¢‘‘did not imply then
and does not imply now that we would
not do all that 1s needed to deter ag-
gression.””

At one point, Johnson was asked for
his assessment on what peace
demonstrations have done to the Ameri-
can cause and how they have affected
Hanol policy.

North Vietnam keeps
pressure on infantry

SAIGON (AP) — Diehard Communist
troops shelled units of the U.S. Ist
Infantry Division at Loc Ninh on Thurs-
day in yet another attack on the sector
they have been trying to selze since
Sunday.

The Communists followed the mor-
tar shelling with a small.scale ground
assault which U.S. officers sald was
stopped well outside their perimiter de-
fenses.

There was no report of U.S. casual-
ties.

The action broke out in the early
morning hours in the same sector 72
miles north of Saigon where two regi-
ments of mixed Viet Cong and
North Vietnamese have been vainly as-
saulting U.S. and South Vietnamese po-
sitions since early Sunday.

THE SEEMING objective was toseize
Loc Ninh, a rubber plantation townnine
miles from Cambodia, and score a
propaganda victory to counter the in.
auguration this week of President
Nguyen Van Thieu of South Vietnam.

ELSEWHERE the ground war lapsed
into scattered small contacts, and foul
weather was cutting into the intensi.
fied air raids onNorth Vietnam’s heart.
land as Thieu’s new government set.
tled down to business.

A big National Day parade in Saigon
went off smoothly despite fears of a
fresh Communist attack on the heels
of the mortar shelling of the Inde-
pendence Palace’s grounds Tuesday
night. Last year the Viet Cong shelled
the parade, killing eight persons and
wounding 45.

Amendments Two, Six deserve voter support

The annual presentation of Texas constitutional
amendments to voters is only 10 days away but,
in typical off-election.year fashion, interest in the
event is practically zero. Absentee balloting in the
election is all but nil, indicating that the legis-
lature may have called ‘“wolf’’ one too many times
in trying to patch the cumbersome state Constitution.

Nevertheless, two of the six amendments are of
special interest to higher education and Texas Tech
and deserve the whole-hearted support of voters
along with a special effort to go to the polls Nov.
11. These are Amendment Two, establishing mental
health, mental retardation and public health ser-
vices, and Amendment Six, allowing non-elective
state officials and employes to serve on federal
and state advisory boards and committees.

As State Rep. Delwin Jones of Lubbock pointed
out recently, passage of Amendment Two would allow
a mental health unit to be added to the proposed
teaching hospital which would be built in con-
junction with a medical school here. Such facilities
would greatly expand the program and help Tech
attract graduate students doing research in mental
health. Although many ‘‘ifs’’ are involved, the long-
range possibility is a distinct one.

The primary amendment so far as Texas higher
education is concerned, however, is the sixth.
The current law prohibiting dual occupation of pay-

ing government positions dates back to 1876 when
it was passed to restrict Carpetbaggers, and is
hardly applicable now. It is limiting national edu-
cational recognition for Texas, limiting federal
research funds and closing a valuable source of
top part-time faculty members.

The amendment will allow Texas educators to
serve on national advisory boards and, thereby,
give Texas representation nationally, where it has
none now. This will put Texas educational insti-
tutions closer to the many national funds which
grant monies to colleges and universities. The
state is now at a definite disadvantage with no
representation on these influential boards.

The amendment will also allow employes of gov-
ernmental agencies such as the National Aero-
nautics and Space Administration to serve as
part-time faculty members of state institutions.

The benefits to higher education are unquestion-
able. Voter support is needed Nov. 11 for Amend-
ments Two and Six to allow Texas higher educa.
tion to continue to improve.

Injuries due
increase says
Austin doctor

AUSTIN — Larger numbers
of athletes, combined with more
Strain and impactduring games,
may account for a steady in-
crease in sports injuries,
according to Dr. Joe M, Abell,
Jr., Austin orthopedic surgeon,

At a University of Texas
conference on the medical
aspects of sports, Dr. Abell
addressed a  session on
shoulder injuries in athletes,
Dr. Marcus Stewart, associate
professor of orthopedic surgery
at the University of Tennessee,
spoke on the same topic.

“‘Chronic shoulder injuries
tend to be found in baseball
players, while acute shoulder
injuries are usually found in
football players,”” Dr. Abell
told about 30 physicians and
trainers attending the con-
ference.  “The shoulder is
very susceptible to injury, since
its purpose is motion rather
than stability."’

Dr. Stewart told conference
participants that rehabilitation
is probably the most important
part of treating shoulder in-
juries.

‘““Love is but the song we
sing; fear's the way we die.
You can make the mountains
ring or make the angels cry."’

The lyrics? Neither Haight-
Ashbury nor Peter, Paul and
Mary. The song is one of joy-
ful youth, love and adventure,
The singer? Likewise neither
flower girl nor Ella Fitzgerald,
but rather Colleen Walter, Fort
Worth senior who has become
synonomous with folk music
at Tech.

Currently soloing at the Ele-
vator coffeehouse on Friday
nights, Colleen, in her four
years at Tech, has performed
countless tmes for occasions
as varied as frat smokers and
church group meetings.

SHE HAS SUNG for business
club functions around Lubbock,
and once gave a concert of
traditional Irish ballads for one
of Dr. Mary Brewer’s English
classes.

Hearing Colleen sing is anex-
perience that should stimulate
even the deadest of souls. Her
style is no stereotyped pro-
duct of voice and guitar lessons;
she has never had any, Neither
is it an imitation of any pro-
fessional singers. It's simply
a good sound— a bright, clear

contralto voice dominated by
personality and backed by blaz-
ing chording on an old Greco
classic guitar,

In her performances, she de-
parts considerably from the
standard “folk faithfuls”* of
Dylan circa 1963. She instead
swings with new songs of joy-
ous love, old Irish ballads and
embittered blue like ““Codeine, "’
a protest against drug addiction.

SHE SELDOM DABBLES in
political protests, however, but
admits that practically every
folk song is some kind of a
protest against something, ‘I
like sad music best,’’ she says,
“‘but you can't hold an audience
with it."' Colleen has also
written some of her own songs,
including one which was born
her freshman year duringa his-
tory lecture.

Colleen first began singing
during her senior year in high
school, and took up the guitar
the following summer, In her
first three years at Tech, she
performed with a local group
called the Coventry Singers,
who specialized in old ballads
and traditional folk music,

Last year, she branched out
into bossa nova and jazz with
the Bossa Tres, Colleen did
the singing, accompanied by
Walter Marlin on bass and Bra-
zilian Luis Rafael on guitar.
