This decision
upheld the AFL, which had de-
cided In favor of the Teamsters'
«Union in a jurisdictional quarrel
with the” Brewery Workers' Union.

That case was hot exactly like
the present one, but Padway takes
the position that the same legal
principles sapply.

Every war vet has heard the
story at separation centers about
how the scandals of the last war
wouldn't be repested and how he
would be given priority over civil-
lan dealers in purchasing surplus
Jeeps, staff cars, trucks, ete.

However, the plain fact is that
there is very little of such equip-
rhent to be had, at least not enough
to take care of all prospective GI
buyers. This Is the biggest current
headache of the War Assets Cor-
poration, charged with the disposal
of surplus war goods.

To thousands of requests that
have poured in on the War Asgets
Corporation via Congress, and dir-
ect appeals from veterans- them-
selves, Emile Brissette, chi>f of
the agency's vehicle branch,
throws up his hands and declares
that he can't sell what he doesn't
have — without inviting a pros-
ecution by the Justice Department;

Take trucks, for instance. Since
October 31, 1945, the Army has
declared 10,873 trucks to be sur-
plus, and the War Department est-
imates that only 54,300 trucks will
be available for e¢ivilian purchase
between now and June 30, 19489,
