They represent 
the views of a man who is vi-
tally interested in the present 
war, and are given as his per-
sonal opinions on the European 
conflict.

I am glad to respond to your 
request to rite a series of ar-
ticles for 7 IE TOREADOR on 
the preset dangerous war sit-
uation. my opinion, Ameri-
cans are making the same hor-
rible mistakes in reference to 
preparedness or rother un-
preparedness as the French 
and English. We, too, are tak-
ing Hitler too lightly. I am an 
ex-soldier of t h e World War 
and think Colonel Thompson's 
ideas are correct. He saw the 
hell of war first-hand in t h e 
Agronne. 

I have read dozens of late 
books and hundreds of articles 
on the war. What we are see-
ing in Germany is a revolution 
far more potent than t h e 
French Revolution, which pre-
cipitated a war lasting twenty-
six years, during which anoth-
er Corporal dominated the Eu-
ropean continent for seventeen 
of those years. But because of 
the airplane, America is about 
as close to Europe as England 
was then. Hitler has in mind 
nothing less than the conquest 
and unification of the world. In 
my opinion. France will soon 
be crushed by Hitler and Mus-
solini. A terrific assault will 
then be made on England which

may be starved out and bomb-
ed into subjection this very 
summer. All Africa, the near 
East and India will be overrun. 
West Africa is only 1500 miles 
—five hours from Brazil by 
air. 

In a compact area in south-
ern Brazil there are five mil-
lion Germans and Italians. A 
huge German air fleet of heavy 
bombers could ferry mechaniz-
ed troops into this area a n d 
qiuckly organize a huge Ger-
man army. Unprepared Brazil 
would soon be blitzkrieged. 
Huge German air fields could 
be quickly established there. 
An air fleet the size of the one 
which bombed Paris could 
quickly destroy the locks of the 
Panama Canal. The Jap fleet 
could hold our main fleet in 
the Pacific while the German 
and Italian fleets could attack 
our Atlantic seaboard or pro-
tect a landing of a mechanized 
army. 

After England a n d France 
are crushed their fleets might 
be forced to surrender or be 
sunk to prevent capture. The 
Atlantic would be left open to 
the totalitarian, navies. 

Most observers predict a re-
volution in Mexico this sum-
mer. It is already Communis-
tic. With the American Army 
busy down there, Hitler's at-
tack on our coast would be re-
latively easy. We have nearly 
two million Germans and Ital-
ians, besides thousands of lips 
—ideal fifth columnists—right 
here among us. Every night 
German radios in this country 
are re-broadcasting "Lord Haw

Adolf Hitler and the twelve 
apostles of his inner circle, in-
cluding Goebbels and Goering, 
a r e little better than cut-
throats, have no scruples what-
soever and will stop at nothing 
to gain their ends.

masters of the world! 

We a r e already playing at 
getting ready for war compar-
ed to our efforts in 1917. Our 
four billions look small com-
pared to the one hundred bil-
lion war machine the Fuhrer 
is using to overrun Europe. 

What should we do? Here 
are some suggestions: 

1. Conscript at once two mil-
lion men, and train them f o r 
mechanized and air warfare as 
fast as possible. 

2. Conscript a 1 l industry. 
Put the Ford, Chrysler, General 
Motors, and United States Steel 
to manufacturing tens of thou-
sands of war planes and heavy 
tanks for these men. 

3. Increase t h e emergency 
tax bill to ten billions annual-
ly and appropriate twenty bil-
lion dollars a year for war. 

With this hightly mechaniz-
ed army of two million and an 
annual output of several hun-
dred thousand planes, America 
could defy the rest of the world 
to come and take us. We could 
go to sleep at night feeling safe. 
and our immense riches a n d 
way of life would be secure. 
But now, with our weak little 
army and our force, we wolud 
be easy pickings for Herr 
Hitler!

United States Is Taking Hitler Too Lightly

Will Hold Session 
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In another instance, a blood-
curdling tale of the burning of 
Germans in the public square 
of a small village was unfold-
ed. A couple of paragraphs 
were given to the juicy little 
yarn about a Polish soldier who 
stuck a new-born German ba-
by on his bayonet. and t hen 
paraded around the streets with 
the youngster screaming in 
agony. Three pages were given 
to the heroic conduct of a Ger-
man woman who was chopped 
to pieces where she stood for 
crying out "Heil Hitler." 

All of these stories add up 
to the same thing. They are 
bound to be the truth, because 
they were sworn under oath 
by German citizens to a mili-
tary court conducted by t h e 
Germany expeditionary force. 
Therefore, anyone can see that 
the oaths are given without 
coercion of any kind or fash-
ion—except the slight possi-
bility of a bayonet in the wit-
ness's back. 

German belief in the gulli-
bility of the American public 
is a t times laughable. T h e 
sheer nerve of any group of 
persons presenting evidence gi-
ven by subjects of an invading 
army as being bona fide is 
enough to cause the most con-
servative of us to wonder at 
times if the third Reich does 
not think we are comleptely, 
and wholly balmy. To top off 
their stories of horror more 
completely, careful scrutiny of 
the date of a story in this lit-
tle book would lead us to be-
lieve that the same man was 
murdered in t w o different 
towns, at intervals of three 
days . . . something that can't 
be done even by Nordic super-
men.

The Rules of War ... 
ENTRANCE of Italy into the European con- 

flict has brought two mingled emotions to 
the minds of most Americans, namely, con-
tempt that a great nation would assume t h e 
role of vulture in the struggle between Ger-
many and the Allies, and hatred against the 
underhanded method employed by II Duce in 
bringing his people to war. 

No one can through any method whatever 
see any justification for the action of Benito 
Mussolini in plunging the Italian nation into 
a war in which the Italians will automatically 
assume the position of scavanger to the third 
Reich. Of all the vile and treacherous actions 
which a nation or an individual may commit, 
the method of striking a prostrate foe is the 
most repulsive to persons of decency and prin-

ciple. 
But, at the same time, it is hardly conceiv-

able that anyone should have ever doubted the 
blow against France would come. In the first 
place, Mussolini has been rattling the saber 
and shouting at the top of his quite powerful 
voice for the past two years that Italy's de-
mands in the Mediterranean and Africa must 
be fulfilled, and that if Der Fuhrer went to 
war against the Allies that Italy would enlist 
on the side of her Axis partner. 

The "stab in the back" referred to by Clem-
ent Atlee and Winston Churchill was certainly 
no less than that, but we can not help but won-
der if it was not to be expected. In war it is 
not necessary for a soldier to face his enemy 
in order to kill him, and quite a few men have 
been slain from behind in the present conflict. 
If the British do not realize by now that mod-
ern war is a venture in which no holds are 
barred, then they will never do so. War, as 
General Shermari mildly put it, is hell, and 
any nation which does not prepare for the stab 
in the back has not truly prepared for war. The 
days when knightly customs made war a gen-
tleman's pastime are gone, and teachery to-
day is as much a part of military strategy as 
the actual formation of battle lines. 

Fifth column activity, the trojan horse cam-
paign, and stabs in the back are all basic por-
tions of the military plans of nations who have 
never learned to play by rules of international 
war, and it is to be regretted—but expected—
that in the modern plan of battle there will 
be very few rules in force. No nation engaged 
in the business of obtaining what she wants at 
the cost of dealing wholesale death can be asked 
to give serious thoughts to rules that are mere-
ly, what Hitler terms, "mere scraps of paper."

Translation of t h e German 
phrase is the bureau of infor-
mation for the government and 
the people, and most reason-
able inference is that the pro-
paganda being disseminated 
from the German Library of 
Information is coming direct 
from the headquarters of "Gab-
by" Goebbel's press room. 

One of the finest examples 
of pure, unadulterated hog-
wash that we have ever per-
mitted to scan was the paper-
backed volume that arrived 
about two weeks ago entitled 
"Polish Atrocities Against the 
German Minority in Poland."

SPUR, June 13—This pictu-

resque old West Texas town 
draped the bunting tonight and 
prepared to hostess thousands 
of cowboys and cowgirls w h o 
were streaming into Spur like 
refugees. but theirs was a far 
cry from Europe's shell-shock-
ed civilians across the sea. 

For once World War II took 
3 back seat to festivity as to-
night's grand opening of t h e 
second annual Spur Rodeo and 
Round-Up swung out with a 
parade of flashily-dressed rid-
ers and ropers. Tomorrow will 
find the rodeo in high gear, the 
second of a three-day run. 

And it's Friday that Spur's 
rodeo will see a round-up of 
Texas politicians. Playing host 
to the state and national-office 
aspirants w i 1 1 be Rep. C. L. 
Harris who currently is cam-
paigning for a congressional 
seat from this district. Politi-
cal spotlight likely will fall up-
on Jerry Sadler, railroad com-
missioner campaigning for gov-
ernor, and Lieut-Gov. Coke 
Stevenson. Pierce Brooks of 
Dallas, seeking a seat on t h e 
railroad commission, and State 
Treasurer Charley Lockhart al-
, 0 are slated to show up Fri-
day morning. 

Both candidates for state 
senate from this district, Mar-
shall Formby of Spur and Rep. 
Alvin R. Allison of Levelland, 
were scheduled to speak. A 
great part of Friday afternoon's 
time will be given candidates 
and their representatives to ad-
dress the thousands who will 
jam Charles Jones Stadium 
here. 

Two thousand, five hundred 
dollars in cash prizes have been 
posted by sponsors of the ro-
deo-round-up in contests rang-
ing from saddle-bronc riding 
to wild-cow milking. Sadler. 
incidentaly, left the first Spur 
rodeo last year with a cham-
pionship ribon in the latter di-
vision.

Needs of College 
Are Outlined In 
Article Series 

"Growing pains of Texas 
Tech have become of such em-
ergency nature that growth of 
the 5-year-old institution will 
be stunted if certain necessities 
to its continued expansion are 
not filled in the near future," 
the Lubbock Morning Avalan-
che stated in a series of five 
articles appearing from May 28 
to June 1. 

Miss Opal McMahon, staff 
writer, interviewed college of-
ficials and requested an outline 
of facilities needed "to increase 
Tech's service to the maximum 
point and take care of any rea-
sonable increase in enrolment." 

Probably the greatest needs 
are for additional dormitories, 
a gymnasium - auditorium, a n 
agricultural building, addition 
al teaching force and funds for 
conducting various types of 
tests, laboratory space and eq-
uipment in engineering and the 
sciences. library equipment and 
books, the survey shows. 

That high standards of the 
college have been maintained 
despite drawbacks is evidenced 
by constantly increasing en-
rolment, by t h e successes of 
graduates, a n d by recognition 
accorded research in various 
fields. 

Teaching costs in the techni-
cal divisions could be reduced 
if there were space and additio-
nal equipment so that larger 
classes could be taught at one 
time. 

"One of the  problems we 
have in keeping in the good 
graces of standardizing agen-
cies has to do with oversized 
classes," the articles quote one 
official as saying. 

"The problem is not to re-
duce enrolment to fit facilities, 
but to increase facilities to fit 
the enrolment and allow f o r 
normal expansion," the Ava-
lanche concluded.
