Protection guaranteed 
GENEVA — The United States and the Soviet Union 

jointly promised Thursday to protect all weaker nations 
from nuclear blackmail and aggression. 

The pledge is designed primarily to reassure India, 
fearful of a nuclear attack from Red China. 

U.S. delegate William C. Foster and Russia's Alexei 
S. Roshchin told the Geneva disarmament talks their 
governments will publish formal security guarantees 
for the weaker countries that sign next month the treaty 
to prevent the spread of nuclear weapons. These nations 
would abandon their claims to atomic arms. 

Foster and Roshchin are co-chairmen of the 17. 
nation talks. The conference will report to the U.N. 
General Assembly, which is expected to reconvene next 
month to give Its final approval to the treaty. 

Rescue efforts stalled 
CALUMET, La. — Fire and searing heat deep in a 

ravaged coastal salt mine temporarily stalled efforts 
to rescue 21 trapped miners Thursday. 

Three rescue workers who tired to douse a fire 
blocking their way in a tunnel 1,200 feet below the 
surface had to retreat from the steam and flames, 

They were hauled back to the surface, in a makeshift 
elevator, up the fire-blackened vertical shaft of the small, 
isolated Cargill, Inc., mine. "It certainly isn't good 
news," said F. Clayton Tonnamaker of Minneapolis, a 
C argil executive. 

Robert Fahn, a Cargill spokesman, said cool, tom. 
pressed air will be blown into the mine and the rescue 
teams would wait several hours before making another 
descent, 

"It is taking several hours to run the pipe down the 
shafts, then we will have to pump cool air for a time," 
Fahn said. 

There was no indication as to what was burning in the 
salt tunnel. In prior reports, officials said that there 
was little outside the vertical shaft, with its timber 
shoring, that would burn. 

Thieu rebuffed 
SAIGON — A rebuff by the Senate and a petition 

circulating among representatives Thursday Indicated 
growing political trouble in the weeks ahead for Presi-
dent Nguyen Van Thieu. 

In a 40.3 vote, the Senate turned down Thieu's request 
for additional emergency powers in finance and economy. 
The House had voted similarly last week to deny Thieu's 
request. 

The petition, though it is only a first step, calls on the 
House to put on its agenda a discussion of whether to 
bring up for a vote a motion of no confidence In Thieu's 
administration. The direct target of such a motion would 
be Premier Nguyen Van Loc and his Cabinet. 

On the surface the actions were explained simply: a 
fear among legislators in both houses that Thieu, who 
already had decreed special powers for the executive 
to meet the Communist military challenge, was trying 
to take too much power. 

D.C. schools close 
WASHINGTON — A teacher's union forced a closing of 

public schools in the nation's capital Thursday as other 
teachers remained out on strike In Florida and Pittsburgh. 

The Washington, D.C., teachers received a rebuff 
from House Speaker John W. McCormack, who re-
fused to speak to a union representative. He said teachers 
should be in their classrooms on school days. 

More than 1,000 members of the Washington Teachers 
Union gave the district's 150,000 students an unexpected 
holiday as they appealed to Congress for a pay raise. 

Supt. of Schools William R, Manning said he ordered 
the closing when nearly half of the system's 7,000 
teachers asked for a day's leave. Teachers and other 
employes will not be charged for the leave, he said. 

The Washington teachers support a bill that would 
raise starting salaries from $5,880 to $7,000. 

Rumors scored 
DETROIT — Asserting that "wildly irresponsible 

rumors" in newspaperless Detroit have caused both 
whites and Negroes to arm themselves In unprecedented 
numbers, Mayor Jerome P. Cavanagh pleaded via tele-
vision Thursday for "return to sanity." 

"This arms race must be stopped," said Cavanagh, 
in whose city 43 persons were killed and millions of 
dollars damage done in racial rioting last July. 

Detroit has been without its regular daily newspapers 
for 114 days because of a Teamsters strike at the 
evening News and an in.s yrnpathy shutdown by the morning 
Free Press. 

Cavanagh's speech was carried by the city's three 
major television stations. Several radio stations were 
to carry it or parts of it at different times. 

Trainee drowns 
QUANTICO, Va. — One body was recovered and 

rescuers sought others Thursday at this Marine base 
after a river tragedy involving nine men rated as 
expert swimmers. 

The Marines refused to give up hope that one or more 
of the eight Marines and one Navy man may have sur. 
vlved the evident capsizing of a canoe late Wednesday. 

The men, physical fitness specialists who would have 
gone on to train military physical instructors, were 
rowing over and back across the Icy Potomac River 
when their 25-foot canoe apparently flipped. 

The river Is more than 2 miles wide at that point 
and the canoe was last sighted Just past midway of the 
channel. 

The one unidentified body was located about 18 hours 
after a big air, sea and land search. 

Officials said a Maryland State Police boat not directly 
tied into the search retrieved the body about 8 miles 
south and downstream from where the men were last 
seen.

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'Rocky' moves nearer 
Republican candidacy 

Diplomacy—not war—is the way to 
peaceful coexistence, the Polish am. 
bassador to the United States told a 
Tech audience Thursday. 

Ambassador Jerzy Michalowski 
made the opening address to the World 
Affairs Conference which got under way 
here in the Tech Union Ballroom. He 
served as Polish representative to the 
United Nations and as ambassador to 
Great Britain before assuming his 
present post. 

The conference resumes today with 
an open session at 9 a.m. in the Ball-
room. Additional sessions and sem-
inars are scheduled Saturday. 

Concerning U.S. policy in Vietnam, 
Michalowski said, "We realize the 
war is a touchy problem for all of you, 
but I consider it my duty to say that 
my country considers this an unnec-
essary military intervention of the 
United States into Vietnam's internal 
affairs. 

"WE CONDEMN bombing of Vietnam 
and maintain there is no military solu-
tion of this war. It cannot be won 
militarily, but must be negotiated." 

Michalowski noted that even though 
the world is shrinking and becoming 
more interdependent, progress has not 
developed with the same speed in 
political dlpll macy. 

He said, "All those blunders com-

MICHALOWSKI gave socialism the 
credit for pulling Poland out of the 
economic depression of 1945. "Our 
cities were In ruins. We had no capi-
tal available— just men and soil." 

The Polish government took over 
all heavy industry, leaving the land to 
private ownership. "We created from a 
very poor country a prosperous state." 

About Poland's co-existence policy 
Michalowski said, "Our Idealistic out-
look for the world commits us to 
peaceful relations with the world. Dif-
ferences in culture, social standards, 
and Internal affairs should not hinder 
peaceful relations." 

HE SAID he was convinced that the 
division of Europe into two different 
military policies, NATO and the War-
saw Compact, is a concept of the past. 
"The division of Europe can have a 
dangerous and dynamic impact, re-
sulting in the tremendous growth of 
armaments." 

Acceptance of existing status quo is 
a way toward peaceful co-existence. 
"Force should not be used to inter. 
fere with states' internal turmoils, but 
diplomatic negotiations." 

Michalowski said Poland has taken 
partial steps toward disarmament-The 
country has proposed a denuclearized 
zone in central Europe. "This would 
be one of the most effective methods 
of starting disarmament in Europe. 

DEVELOPING neighborly relations 
with other members of Europe would 
naturally develop stronger cultural and 
social ties," Michalowski said. "It's 
easy to come to terms when both 
countries share common ties." 

Poland Is particularly active in the 
United Nations, and history has taught 
is an important lesson, he said."When 
relations between great powers are 
good, great nations flourish. The United 
Nations doesn't indicate but merely 
reflects political atmosphere." 

Michalowski said existing relations 
between Poland and the United States 
were based on long and good tradi-
tions.

New York's Gov. Nelson Rockefeller 
appeared to edge closer Thursday to 
candidacy for the Republican presi-
dential nomination, and said he has not 
ruled out entering the Oregon primary 
May 28. 

In Phoenix, Ariz., however, Barry 
Goldwater predicted that It will be all 
over by then— that Richard M. Nixon 
will sew up the GOP nomination within 
20 days. 

Nixon, himself, spent the day cam-
paigning in New Hampshire for next 
week's primary there. In a pre-record-
ed speech broadcast nationally by NBC 
radio, he said preparations must be 
made to "meet force with force if 
necessary" in the nation's racially 
troubled cities during the summer 
ahead, 

IN NEW YORK, Rockefeller said at 

Ambassador George V, Allen said 
Thursday the United States changed its 
foreign policy from one of strict isola-
tionism to that of a world police force 
during the years 1938 to 1943. 

"The United States has been accused 
of declaring itself the policeman of the 
world," Allen said. "But we didn't 
scheme it, it just happened.' • 

Allen, who has served" the State 
Department all over the world, now 
is in charge of training department 
employes. 

HE APPEARED as the second speak-
er to open sessions of the three-day 
World Affairs Conference which open-
ed here Thursday. The conference con-
centrates on the Soviet bloc of nations 
and their position In world politics . 

Leon Volkov, contributing editor of 
Newsweek magazine, will address an 
open session of the conference at 9 
a.m. today in the Ballroom, and Corn-
eliu Bogdan, Romanian ambassador to 
the United States, is scheduled to 
speak in another open session at 3p.m. 

Final address in an open session 
will be given at 10:45 a.m. Saturday by 
Dr. Ferenc Nagy, former prime minis. 
ter of Hungary. 

ALLEN SAID it was hard for the 
United States to adjust to the difference 
between all-out national war and wars 
of police duty. 

As a police force, the United States 
should have no declared enemies, Allen 
said. In illustration he referred to the 
intervention of U.S. troops in Lebanon 
about 10 years ago. 

He said when American troops land-
ed, newspapermen asked them if they 
knew who they were fighting and they 
did not know. 

"1 was the director of the Voice 
of America at the time, and I was 
severely criticized for not indoctrinat-
ing our men on who the enemy was," 
Allen said. 

"BUT IT HAS BEEN my contention 
that they should not be taught to con-
Sider anybody an enemy. If they had 
landed in Lebanon indoctrinated and 
propagandized, waving flags and sing-
ing the 'Battle Hymn of the Republic,' 
they would have gone at least to Da.

Although this fits in with efforts of 
his backers to portray him as the only 
remaining alternative to Nixon, Rocke-
feller insisted. "My efforts are not 
stop-Nixon." 

IN WASHINGTON, supporters of 
Rockefeller were hopeful of launching 
his formal presidential bid later this

he softened a previously and-Rocke-
feller stance by saying at a news con-
ference he would support whomever 
the GOP nominates. 

"I have always supported the nominee 
of my party," Goldwater declared. 
"This I will do in 1968." 

IN HIS NATIONWIDE campaign 
speech, Nixon said the summer ahead 
could be a cooler one because "we 
have been warned and can make plans 
to deal with racial violence." 

"We must take the warnings to 
heart," he continued, "and prepare 
to meet force with force If necessary—
making it abundantly clear that these 
preparations are made and that retail& 
tion against the perpetrators and plan-
ners of violence will be swift and sure." 

Meanwhile, a former national GOP 
chairman, Sen. Hugh Scott, a moderate 
from Pennsylvania, says the party's 
long-term hopes depend on strength-
ening its own center and rejecting ex-
tremist, splinter groups. 

NOTING THE SUCCESS of President 
Johnson's consensus appeal, Scott said 
"an effective appeal across a wide 
spectrum is what elects candidates," 

"Republicans would be well ad-
vised," he added, "to spend more time 
formulating attitudes, developing alter-
natives and grooming candidates to fos-
ter an appeal broad enough to win a 
consensus of our own." 

Scott's views were outlined in a new 
book, "Come to the Party," which re. 
views the moderate vs, conservative 
fights in the GOP over the years, and 
discusses ways for the Republican party 
to regain national power.

The only solution for such a problem is for 
every department which requires certain courses 
for graduation to offer that course every session 
of school.

Contrasting views 
Michigan Gov. George Romney's withdrawal as a candidate 

for the Republican presidential nomination and New York Gov. 
Nelson Rockefeller's static contention that he has no Intentions 
of entering the race presently leaves Richard Nixon as the top 

GOP hopeful. 
The former vice president is making sounds of a strong 

candidate. Statements made during Ills New Hampshire primary 

campaign this week waked us to the fact that Nixon may ha 

more than just a chance of defeating President Johnson next 

November. 

A CONTRAST OF THE two men's statements this week Indicate 

the direction the country will follow during the next four years—

depending on who is elected. 
On Vietnam the President reiterated that no end to the war Is 

in sight. There was no real optimism that progress is being 

made but rather a plea for more troops. 
In contrast Nixon said a Republican Administration would 

end the Vietnam conflict. A hint on how he proposed it be done 

Was wrapped in a statement striking at America's "no win" 

Policy. Nixon said that never In history has so much money, so 
much manpower and so much power been exerted so ineffectively 

as it has in Vietnam. 
President Johnson's advisory Commislon on Civil Disorders 

was hardly full of surprises. R calls for enlarged federal housing 

programs and Job training and employment to east disillusion-

ment and rioting in the cities. It would seem that the failure of 

these programs In the past would show that spending WILMS 

won't stop rioting. 
Nixon criticized the commission's report and said It In 

effect blamed "everybody for the riots except the perpetrators 

of the riots." Nixon said officials should make it very clear to 
potential rioters that in the event something starts next summer 
the law will be ready to move In with adequate force to put 

down rioting and looting at the first indication. 

AUTHORITY TO USE FORCE is a necessary element of 
any permanent state. Force is not negative. Those who break 
the law should be made aware that they are subject to punish. 
meet. Civil disobedience can be expected where there is no 
respect and no demand for respect for the laws of the land. 

Another contrast is Johnson's proposal to step up federal 
funds to aid American Indians by a half billion. It's a nice attempt 

to buy some votes. 
Meanwhile Nixon proposed a civilian program whose function 

would be "nation building." The corps would be a volunteer army 
to function in countries threatened by guerrilla uprisings. 

Like the President said, the state of the Union Is of grave 

concern.

Standing out of bounds

Some coaches are the type that know what their athletes are 

capable of doing, but are always disappointed when they don't 
do better. Tech Track Coach Vernon Hilliard is one of these 

coaches, 
Following his team's third place finish in the Southwest Recre-. ti 

atonal Track and Field Meet in Fort Worth Saturday, Hillier 
said that he was not fully satisfied with the team's performanceir 

although they did about what he expected. 
"We did about what I expected we could do, but I can't say 

I'm satisfied," said Millard. "We looked fairly good in the 

field events (two first places, one second and two thirds) but 
I'm still not happy with our running, especially in the distance 
events," 

"We're still a long way from being as good as I know we 
can be, and I'm hoping that we will be able to reach that point 
pretty soon — if we ever do," Hilliard continued. 

The new ruling which allows freshman athletes to compete 
in varsity sports and the conference track picture were also 

subject to Hilliard's comments. 
"A lot of these new freshman are exceptional athletes and 

it won't be long until they will be corning up their first year 
and replacing average varsity performers. All of this will add 

better competition to the various events and cut out a lot of these 

cheap points a lot of schools have been scoring in certain events," 
said Hilliard. 

But a coach can't always depend on these freshman, even the 
exceptional ones. "These freshman are unpredictable. They don't 
have the experience to give a top performance every time, against 

varsity performers with three years experience." 

Tech had won the team championship in the Rec meet the past 

two years in a row and despite what Hilliard termed "the team's 
best performance there yet," finished third behind Baylor and 
SMU. 

"This year's conference meet will be one of the closest 
there has been in recent years. All the teams have their strong 

points so the entire thing could be pretty close between all the 
teams,'' ' 

Saturday the track team, or at least part of it, will be in 
Laredo for the Border Olympics. "I'm taking only 15 boys with 
me because I think that's all we have, right now, that could even 

compete in the kind of competition they have down there." 
If Coach Hilliard can ever develop the type of all round 

team he knows he has with the boys on hand he will, still, as 

always, know what they are capable of doing. Only at that time 
he may be a little more satisfied,
