survey. 

The Division of Social Studies of 
the Lubbock American Association 
of University Women under the 
chairmanship of Mrs. William 
Dingus, Tech foreign language 
professor, made a survey of the 
area last year asking women what 
kind of business they were em-
ployed in, what salary they re-
ceived, age and marriage status. 
The survey will be continued this 
year, Mrs. Dingus said, with the 
aid of Tech's Freshman Honor so-
ciety. 

Employment of women includes 
all different kinds and runs all the 
way from gift wrapping to ranch 
management. 

Of the professions, women are 
qualified as dentists, osteopaths, 
lawyers, chiropractors and doctors 
of medicine as well as the more us-
ual ones of journalists,nurses, 
teachers, librarians and social 
workers. 

Women are successful cam-
paigners as is attested by the fact 
that they are listed as tax collec-
tors, county agents, county super-
intendents, clerks and treasurers. 
They aid in law enforcement by 
acting as constables and deputies. 
One is a deputy United States com-
missioner. 

A woman can make money out of 
the hobbies and out-door Interests, 
the report shows. Breeding dogs 
and horses as well as raising flow-
ers and farm products bring in-
comes to South Plains women. 

On the transportation angle, wo-
men drive buses and trucks, man-
age transfer companies and work

Among aesthetic occupations, 
women teach dancing, direct or-
chestras, design Neon signs, sketch 
Christmas cards and magazine 
covers as well as doing commercial 
art work. Music employs thirty 
private teachers in the area to-
gether with one teacher In nearly 
every public school. 

These women make money at 
their jobs. Salaries range from $40 
to $50 dollars a month with sewing 
supervisors for the WPA receiving 
among the top, $350. High salary 
for artists is $250 and teachers, 
$300. Public office holders make as 
high as $400 per month and jour-
nalists receive as little as $50. 

Marriage doesn't matter or age 
either in most instances.. Most 
groups of workers showed a wide 
range in age and practically all 
groups included married women, 
with none barring them.

Just what is Texas Tech worth 
to Lubbock! How much do Its 
4,000 students and 200 faculty 
members spend over a school year! 

Joe College and Betty Co-ed, 
spend a minimum of $381 per year. 
A simple bit of multiplication re-
veals the various sums which go 
down the proverbial "rat holes." 
Two hundred thousand dollars is 
paid through the business depart-
ment. as students file through the 
administration building to pay 
fees. Yearly smashing of lab 
equipment, lost books from the li-
brary, and general foolishness ac-
count for the $30,000 spent on 
breakage deposits. 

About $40,000 goes to the hos-
pital for "Wassies," vaccinations, 
blood counts, sore throats and 
hang-overs. Approximately $8,000 
is paid for entertainment by the 
purchase of artist course tickets 
alone. Unsuspecting students are 
preyed upon by hawk-like land-
lords who drain them of $400,000 
yearly for room and board. Keep-
ing clean by contributing to laun-
dries and tailoring establishments 
takes $120,000, and $200,000 is

Since the founding of the college 
in 1925, approximately 63,458 young 
men and women have been en-
rolled in Texas Tech, and by 
spending $391 per person per year, 
it Is seen that students of this col-
lege have spent approximately 
$371,444,670 in the last 15 years. 
The college plant as it now stands 
Is worth $4,287.737 alone.

Bricks will 
sell at all times for two and a half 
cents.

SOME DAY YOU'RE GOING TO READ A STORY LIKE 
THIS THAT WILL BE ALL TOO TRUE! 

In a dozen different ways, officials and students have at-
tempted to point out the danger of parking on the narrow drive-
way circling the southern end of the campus, and still the cars 
are there! 

No amount of persuasion, no amount of dodging, no amount 
of pleading seems to be of any avail. 

And it is for that reason, we make this final appeal to stud-
ents and faculty alike: 

For the sake of safety to all, let us stop this asinine and 
dangerous habit! 

And if it is impossible to stop it by cooperation, then let 
one fact remain: • 

The campus of Texas Tech is within the city limits of the 
city of Lubbock. The police of the city have been more than 
lenient in avoiding causing trouble here, but it is still within 
their powers to arrest persons who persist in parking in "NO 
PARKING" zones. 

Officials of the police department have expressed their de-
sire to cooperate with the college in the matter of traffic prob-
lems, and they have likewise made it plain that something must 
be done before they take action. 

If for no other reason other than to spare yourselves the 
embarrassment of arrest—if it is of no interest to you whether 
your fellow students are safe or in constant danger—if you do 
not even care about regulations—then consider the possible 
"hard feelings" that must necessarily follow police action here 
on the campus. 

About Our Youth 
"The youth of today discusses deep subjects, but thinks 

in shallow channels." 
This is not our statement, but was made by another, who 

listed the idle, vacillating, and careless attitude of American 
youth toward current subjects as his reasons for speaking 
in this vein. ' 

But whether or not American youth possesses an idle, and 
careless attitude, is a matter we would dispute to the last degree. 

Polls by Dr. Gallup on the issue of who favored and who 
stood against conscription have consistently revealed that among 
those single men of draft ages—who are in every way qualified 
for service, the percentage favoring the adoption of selective 
service legislation is far higher than in other groups. 

American youth has sent enough volunteers into the regu-
lar army, the navy, the marines, and the flying corps to give 
the armed services of our country their greatest influx of 
rookies since the bloody days of 1917. No amount of "pooing" 
at the idea of patriotism on the part of these young men will 
suffice to remove the pertinent fact that most of them join 
—according to those questioned—because they feel that our 
nation is passing through the greatest and most dealy crisis 
in its history. 

No amount of criticism of youth will cover up the fact 
that youth today favors adequate defense—if it means the 
sacrifice of ambitions, dreams, and possibly of futures. 

Is it then the mark of shallow thinkers to be so interested 
in foreign affairs? Is it the mark of an adolescent point of 
view—that vision of youth which sees the danger of our nation? 

Is the support of our national defense policy, and the 
development of a militant patriotism the mark of a light-headed 
and foolish generation? 

We wonder if sometimes it would not be rather worth the 
time for some-of those who are so quick to blast forth at youth, 
to sit and consider the action of a young man who must set 
aside his personal ambitions and dreams, in order that he may 
serve his nation. 

We wonder if they knew his feelings—if they would be 
hasty in screaming "shallow."

Worth: untold, to students of Tech now, and to those who 
will follow, for with the completion of the museum will come 
a new kind of exhibit hall which may well be the finest in 
West Texas.

Raiders Tired Of Railbirds; 
Players To Pick Own Stars 

Texas Tech's Men In Red Prepare For 
--------- Seek Revenge For 

TIME Three Losses To 
OUT! Team From Coast 

Raiders To Face Line 
Averaging Above 200; 
Fumbles Ruin Opener 

Texas Tech's undefeated, but 
tied, Red Raiders hit a fierce tem-
po in workouts this week in prep-
. ation for Saturday night's inva-
sion by the dangerous Loyola 
Lions from Los Angeles. The team 
from the West Coast will be seek-
ing to make it four out of four in 
their series with the Raiders. 

It was in 1936 that Texas Tech 
suffered its last and most humid-
'ating defeat at the hands of the 
Lions, 26-7. In the two years pre-
ceding this the Matadors had 
bowed to the Californians 16-0 and 
12-7. In Saturday nights battle 
the Raiders will be going out for 
their first win of the season and 
against Loyola, while the Lions 
will be trying to subdue the Men 
in Red for the fourth consecutive 
time and keep their 1940 slate 
clean. 

One Game For Each 
Both teams have one game un- 

der their belts and are expected 
to be in tip-top shape when the 
whistle sends ,them against each 
other. Loyola won 13-0 over Red-
lands college in a breather Sep-
tember 20, and Tech tied powerful 
Oklahoma A&M 6-6 last Friday. 

This is the Lions' first season 
under their new coach, Mart) 
Brill. Using the Notre Dame sys-
tem, Brill insists on his teams bay-
ing speed and deception above all.  
He started this spring with what 
football writers of the West Coast 
termed a "shell of a team", and 
has molded a formidable aggrega-
tion that is beginning to get inter-
ested looks from the experts. 

Two of the most important wor-
ries the Red Raiders will be facing 
Saturday night are a forward wall 
averaging above 200 pounds and 
one Gene Grady, a speedster who 
ran through the Redlands team 
time after time in the Loyola open- 
er. Grady plays left halfback and
