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TECH MAKES SWC 
Spring sports including tennis, baseball, track and 

golf will undoubtedly be the first sports in which Texas 
Tech can compete for the Southwest Conference title. 

Unlike football and basketball, spring sports am not 
scheduled several years ahead. Theoretically, Tech could 
compete in the Southwest Conference in spring sports next 

year, contingent on the decision of the Conference on the 
matter, and the drawing up of schedules. 

Probably Tech's best chances for a SWC champion-
ship in the near future are in the spring sports field. Tech's 
tennis team, composed entirely of sophomores and fresh-
men, had a good record with SWC teams this spring, and 
according to one SWC men-
tor, "could hold their own in 
the Southwest Conference 
this year." 

Tech's golf team, corn-
posed entirely of sopho-
mores, is another bright spot 
in the sports program. The 
boys, who won the Border 
Conference championship 
last year as freshmen, can 
certainly be counted on to 
come through in SWC play. 

Baseball and track, are not 
as well grounded but are 
looking up. Baseball, which 
was revived after years of 
absence on Tech's athletic 
card took a giant step in its 
"comeback" this year, by 
having a winning record. 
Most of the baseballers are 
also underclassmen, making 
the future look bright. 

Track, on the downgrade 
of late, has been promised a 
boost by department offi-
cials. This would give Tech a 
mighty spring sports pro-
gram, comparable to any in 
the SWC.

The battle is over. Texas Tech is in the Southwest Confer-
ence. 

Dramatic announcement of this fact came this morning 
from Fayetteville, Ark. where the Conference is holding its 
annual spring meeting. Final decision was made by the faculty 
athletic representatives in their meeting this morning. 

The vote was unanimious. 
Tech's admittance into the Conference climaxes 

many years work and activities of officials interested and 
connected with athletics on campus. Recent work along this 
line was spearheaded by efforts of DeWitt Weaver, 
athletic director, and Dr. J. William Davis, head of the 
athletic council, both of whom were in Fayetteville to 
receive the news. 

Techsans faced the prospect of today's meeting more 
optimistic than almost any other time. In February a long-
time opponent to conference expansion, Southern Metho-
dist, announced that it had changed its opinion and would 
support Tech. This gave new momentum to Tech's cause. 

New fire was badly needed to fan the flames of fervor 
after an unsuccessful admittance attempt was made in 
December at a meeting held in Dallas. A move to expand 
the conference to include the West Texas college failed 
after receiving four votes. Opponents were Rice, Arkansas 
and SMU. 

A rumored "package deal" in which the University of 
Houston was to be admitted along with Tech failed to 
materialize when the motion presented by Baylor did not 
receive sufficient support to be passed. This move was the 
closest to an organized movement to prevent any Con-
ference re-alignment since almost every member was 
against more than one more admission since this would 
have done away with the round-robin schedule now used 
and eliminated several attractive infer -sectional football 
games. 

An uphill battle has been waged for several years to 
gain admission. Previous criticisms of Tech were taken care 
of or plans were laid to give Tech a stronger position.

Toreador Receives High ACP Rating 
For the first time since 1946, 

The Toreador has received a First 
Class, or 'excellent," rating by the 
Associated Collegiate Press. The 
award was made for papers pub-
lished last fall. 

A total of 1,560 points was 
chalked up by the paper — just 
140 short of the number needed 
for All-American honors  —  the 
highest rating attainable. In 1955, 
the paper received a Second Class 
rating, with a total of 1,470 points. 

The new rating was made in 
competition with other bi-weekly 
college papers across the nation. 

Gradin.g was divided into three 
main sections: coverage, content 
and physical property. The Torea-
dor made a  perfect score in each 
of the subdivisions of coverage: 
news sources, balance, treatment 

of copy and creativeness. Special 
mention was made of the 30-year 
anniversary edition. 

Other subdivisions making a 
perfect score were headline writ-
ing and front page make-up. 
Sports coverage, the editorial page 
and inside news pages also scored 
high in the grading.

In this same year Southwestern 
University withdrew from the 
Conference, and in 1918 Southern 
Methodist University was admit-
ted. Phillips University (Okla-
homa) was admitted in 1919, but 
dropped out in 1921. The Univer-
sity of Oklahoma withdrew from 
membership  in  1920. 

Texas Christian University was 
elected to membership in 1922, 
and Oklahoma A&M withdrew in 
May 1925, leaving the conference 
with the membership it retained 
for 31 years.

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SWC Cage Play Seen

It was a jubilant, optimistic 
head basketball coach receiving 
the news today that, after •7 
years, Texas Tech had been admit-
ted to the Southwest Conference. 

"Although we won't play a 
Southwest Conference schedule 
this year, we've scheduled four 
games, and are looking forward. 
to the day when we can compete 
for the conference title," Polk 
Robison stated, 

A look at the agenda finds TCU, 
Baylor and SMU scheduled to play 
contests in Lubbock, with one 
game with SMU set for Dallas. 

"In the past, Tech has played a 
basketball schedule that was just 
as-tough, or maybe tougher, than 
some Southwest Conference clubs, 
I feel that the top two teams it 
thp, Border, Conference 'could hold 
their own a.gainst Southwest Con-
ference competition," RobisOii 
soul. 

Last year: Tech played three 
Southwest Conference teams  ,  and 
came away with .a 2-1 record. The 
Raider cagers downed TCU-76-64 
at Ft, Worth, and then duittped 
the. Texas Longhorns 84-72 in 
Austin. (In. 1955 'Tech beat Texas, 
the only Southwest ConfereAce 
team. scheduled). 

Their only loss came at the 
hands of Conference champion -
SMU in the NCAA playoffs held 
41 Kansas. It was , a hard-fought 
one-point victory that found Jim 
Reed and Du-Wayne Blackshear, 
Tech's one-two scoring pinch, On 
the sidelines. They were ineligible 
under NCAA rules that permits an 
athlete to play only three years. 

As to the eligibility of Tech 
basketballers, Robison said that 
Border Conference rules are 
similar to those of the South-
west Conference and he does not 
anticipate any difficulty. 
"In all probability, a committee 

will be set up, with Tech repre-
sented, to investigate letters of in-
tent to see that no two schools 
have signed the same boy," Robi-
son commented. 

Robison pointed out that athletic 
facilities here are being expanded 
and will be first class. The new 

City Coliseum will be available for 
major contests. Plans are under-
way for construction of a new 
gymnasium-natatorium to be lo-
cated south of the present gym. 

The backbone of Tech's first 
Southwest Conference team may 
be made up of last season's Pica-
dor squad that lost only one tilt, 
that by one point to Hardin-Sim-
mw-is, while winning 12. 

All five freshmen starters, Wade 
Wolf, Leon  .  "Podd" Hill, Gerald 
Myers, Charles Lynch and Charles 
Key average in double figures. .

Tech from being able to com-
pete for. the Southwest Confer-
ence championship  •  before at 
least 1961.  .' 
Conference rules  •  call for a 

champion to be named  -  only after 
all teams have met each other in 
a round-robin schedule. This is 
unlike the Border Conference 
where only four games are neces-
sary to pick a winner. 

Due to prior committments of 
both Rice Institute and Southern 
Methodist; the Raiders probably 
will not appear on the schedule of 
those two schools until '61.. It will 
be 1960 before Tech can be per-
manently placed on Texas Univer-
sity schedule. 

In direct contrast, Tech can 
go on the Baylor schedule imme-
diately and games are already 
scheduled with Texas A&M and 
Texas Christian, however, these 
games are at intervals through 
1961. 
Tech last year split in their two 

encounters against SWC grid 
powers. The Raiders defeated the 
Texas Longhorns 20-14 and lost 
32-0 to TCU. Coach DeWitt Wea-
ver's men had their finest hour in 
1951 when they walloped Confer-
ence champion TCU 33-19. 

Other than these games the 
Raiders have a 17-47 record 
against SWC foes. They have 
fared best against SMU whom 
they have beaten 3 times while  

losing 3. Their worst efforts have 
been against Rice who have beaten 
Tech 9 times while losing only 1 
game. Other records against 
Southwest Conference teams are 
Texas 1-7, TCU 5-8, Baylor 4-9 
and A&M 3-11.
