Leonard Keller is making his first appearance in this 
section of the country under the auspices of the student 
council, which has reversed its policy with regard to all- 
college dances. "In the past the council has sponsored 
innumerable dances which have been poorly attended, and 
which proved to be of little benefit to anyone," Lee Byrd, 
president, stated. The council plans to give only two dan-
ces this year—one each semester. 

"In order to accomplish our program, it is necessary 
that the council have the full cooperation of the student 
body to the extent of having a good, enthusiastic, rug-
cutting group of fun-loving students come to the dance 
and enjoy a night of dancing to the music of Leonard 
Keller," was the Invitation extended by Byrd. 

Keller is a former student of Julliard Foundation, 
where he originally planned to be a classical violinist. Like 

any accomplished musicians. he was forced Into the pop-
ular music field. In Keller's campus appearance, he will 
direct a swing number, a rhumba, a waltz, a ballad and a 
novelty, then wind up with a classical tune In dance tempo. 

"Variety is the thing," contends Keller, "and it is my 
desire to play the type of music that will appeal to every-
one attending the dance. If the younger people want 
swing, they get It; but a leader must remember that many 
people who attend dances like to sit around and listen. 
For those persona, novelties and listenable tunes must 
be played. When we mix up all kinds of music, we usually 
wind up pleasing almost everyone."

Administrative Group 
To Experiment With 
Managing Methods 

Professor R. A. Mills, Dr. A. B. 
Cunningham. and Dr. W. B. Gates 
were named as a committee to take 
over the duties of the late Dr. Alan 
L. Carter, head professor of Eng-
lish; and Mrs. Carter. widow of 
the department head, was appoint-
ed English instructor at a meeting 
of the administrative council Sat- 

"dareYS President Clifford B. Jones em- 
phasized the fact that formation 
of the committee was a partial ex-
periment, and a decided departure 
from former methods of adminis-
tration in Tech. He pointed out 
that the University of Texas has 
no department heads. but uses a 
system whereby duties of head of 
the department fall upon a chair-
man appointed to the office. 

The university of Southern Cali-
fornia and many other institutions 
use committees instead of depart-
ment heads as has been the cus-
tom here. Appointment of this com-
mittee does not mean that such a 
departure from administrative or-
ganization will necessarily be eith-
er general or permanent in Texas 
Tech. 

R. A. Mills. chairman of the corn-
mittee, has been on the faculty 
since 1926. Dr. Gates came to Tech 
in 1925, while Dr. Cunningham has 
taught here since 1929.

War Hits Tech's

Ocean freight charges have been 
Increased 3515% to 50%, and war 
risk insurance premiums are from 
104 to 69, always subject to 
change. British periodicals edited 
and printed in London are n o w 
being transferred to provincial 
towns. Some have been temporar-
ily suspended due to lack of staff. 
French dealers have lost their 
staffs to mobilization and, in some 
cases, have themselves been mobil-
ized. Freight shipments from Eng-
land, France, Italy and Spain will 
not offer many difficulties except 
for delay due to irregularity of 
shipping. Shipments direct from 
Germany are impossible.

Search Made For 
New Cotton Uses 

Prize Offered For 
Practical Plan 

President Clifford B. Jones re-
vealed Monday that large numbers 
of applications had been received 
from individuals throughout Tex-
as who are offering plans for In-
creased usage of Texas cotton un-
der rules of a contest provided for 
in Senate bill 447. The contest of-
fers a prim of not less than $5000 
and not more than $10,000 to any 
Texas citizen who finds by chemi-
cal research or invention a method 
which will increase annual con-
sumption of Texas cotton by 300, 
000 bales. 

In order to receive this award, 
the person making application 
must be a citizen of Texas, and 
must be able to convince the board 
of trustees which judges the con-
test that he or she has increased 
the usage of line cotton in this 
state by the required amount with-
in a period of twelve calendar 
months. Sales consumed must be 
of 500 lbs. net  weight. 

The board of trustees net up un-
der this bill is composed of Dr. 
Homer P. Rainey, president of the 
University of Texas; Dr. T. 0. Wel-

President Clifford B. Jones of Tex-
as Tech. The board will be respon-
sible for awarding the prize to that 
person who satisfactorily convin-
ces them of the practical value and 
economic benefit of his process or 
invention. 

The award will be made from the 
office of the Texas State auditor 
on recommendation of the board. 

According to President Clifford 
B. Jones, the applications already 
received show much variation, and 
cover a wide range of usages from 
"battleships to boots." 

Geology Graduate 
And 'Jeep' Visit 

E. A McCullough, 1932 geology 
graduate, brought his friend and 
confident, 'Jeep' from South Am-
erica to the Tech campus Saturday. 
"'Jeep.' a shrunken human skull 
taken by a hostile head hunter and 
sold to me by a trader, listens to 
all my troubles and confidencea," 
McCullough said. 

These hostile Indians are a prob-
lem In some parts.

McCullough is an interpreter of 
seismic work at La Dorado Valdes, 
Columbia, South America, for the 
Texas Oil company. The data se-
cured by artifically constructed 
earthquakes is used by him to in-
trepret earth structures.

Besides the 
actual money involved, effort was made to 
make it the most modern, convenient and beau-
tiful structure of its kind in the country. Hav-
ing succeeded after months of exhausting work, 
the college turned it over to the mercy of ir-
responsible thugs whose acts of sabotage are 
all the more heinous because the environment 
and the background of students is in contrast 
to such conduct. 

The mark left on Knapp hall will remain 
there until wind and rain obscure it. In the 
meantime, an intensive search should be made 
for the persons who have no place in this col-
lege, or any other, until they have been edu-
cated to a proper respect for property. 

A possible aid in the search might be the 
assessing of a fine upon all dormitory residents 
to erase the markings. Someone living in the 
two buildings evidently knows something about 
the matter. Under financial pressure, students 
will be more willing to cooperate in locating 
the culprit and more careful in the future about 
the preservation of their building. 

What's In A Score? 
Justified or not, criticism of Saturday night's 

football game with Arizona State ran counter 
to usual comment by fans. The 54-0 was ob-
jected to by more than just a few who crowded 
Into the stand to see a football game and got 
a marathon instead. 

First among the complaints was the lack 
of consideration shown the cash customers. 
What ticketholders want is a good game, re-
gardless of the score. Obviously, a final score 
of 54-0 does not indicate a good game. Would 
it not have been more practical from every 
standpoint to have sacrificed on the score to 
provide some thrills for the stands? 

Second, the matter of sportsmanship is in-
volved. The first consideration is to win, es-
pecially at Tech, but a close runner-up is to 
win without "mayhem" if possible. There was 
obviously no reason for plowing under a foot-
ball team just because it happens to be out-
classed. It was doing its best, and those kids 
were entitled to leave the field with as much 
of their confidence left as possible. 

Tech may be angling for the highest scoring 
team in the nation a"ain, but when the final 
figures come through, the fact that all the fancy 
scoring was done against teams so outclassed, 
is going to take inn o ii ....iveness out of the honor. 

Saturday night's drubbing was disappoint-
ino to a team doing its best. There was little 
encourarrement in the score. The fans, too, arc' 
thinkino that it would have been a better game 
if the Lumberjacks had been allowed a touch-
down or two. just for appearance sake and for 
the sake of the spectators who deserve their 
money's worth.

Watch Your Health ... 
How's your digestion today? Your general 

health? 

This seems a silly question, but history has 
shown that it is an important one during times 
of stress such as we are now in. Thousands 
of experiments by doctors all over the world 
have shown that persons suffer more from in-
degestion and bodily disorders during a state, 
national or international crisis. Much of this 
may be traced directly to worry. Much may be 
due of reading and listening to the radio while 
eating. Nothing, according to specialists, should 
interfere with one's meals. He should sit at 
the table talking and thinking pleasantly while 
devouring food. But who can sit quietly while 
a radio in the corner is telling you that Hitler 
has just taken Poland and is pushing French 
lines back across the Moselle? 

Something must be done about digestion. 
Gastric ulcers develop during unstable eco-
nomic and political conditions. Even contemp-
lating the enormous amount of ulcers in the 
world today, one cannot advise against listen-
ing to radio reports during meals. Scientists, 
however, prove that it is to a person's benefit 
to listen to soft music and read trivial matter 
while eating. War stories and food cannot be 
digested simultaneously. 

Students should not rush through meals. 
Take plenty of time and rest a few minutes 
afterwards. 

William R. Nelson, founder of the Kansas 
City Star, once said: "Newspapers are read 
during meals. God's great gift to man is appe-
tite. Don't write anything that will ruin it." 
Newspapers no longer conform to this old 
timer's rule, good as it may have been, but the 
wise student will heed that advice. 

Eat slowly, listen to some light radio pro-
gram and choose reading matter easy on the 
nerves. 

What About Equality? 

American advocates of equal rights for 
women might consider the news photo, show-
ing Russian women lined up with men in an 
infantry company of the Soviet army, as point-
ing to ultimate in equality between the sexes. 

Of course, it can be said that infantry-
women are possible only under Russian Com-
munism or Stalinism and not in the democra-
cies. The point, however, is that equal rights 
entail obligations upon women that men 
ways have shouldered. The Russians, therefore,. 
are consistent in requiring the same duties of 
women when extend them the same privileges 
and rights that men enjoy. 

Female advocates of equality between the 
sexes might at least consider that male chivalry 
toward their sex, a survival of an older day 
when equality was rejected, is the main barrier 
to military service by women who are physical-
ly fit. Perhaps, feminine inconsistency will en-
able the exponents of equal rights to accept 
masculine chivalry although it may be the sur-
vival of a bygone era and actually inconsistent , 

 with the theory of sex equality.

"I am a Nazi," he Bald, "and 
I'm proud of It." 

He was sincere, this slight, blond 
boy who had left Germany just 
two days before the war started. 

"It took me a year and a half 
to become accustomed to the Ger- 
man system, but now I think it Is 
as good an the American system," 
he continued. 

He was in the Buchtelite office. 
His name was Pete—the same 
Pete that Dick Collier addressed 
an open letter to in the second 
Inoue of the Buchtelite this year. 
"In America. you think of Ger-
many as a place where spies 
hide behind ever y telephone 
post, and report you if you talk 
against the government. But It 
was not so. I don't know how 
it In now, for I left before the 
war. When I wax there you 
could criticise the government 
privately. You couldn't get up 
In a public park and tweak 
againet the government, 
though. 
Despite all the oppression, Pete, 

and doubtleeos many other Ger-
mans, still stick with the N.1 
government. Why, I don't know, 
but I will let him tell you the 
story in his own words. 

"Many times I have gone In a 
cafe or a restaurant and  talked 
the situation over with friends or 
strangers, 

"I have criticized the govern-
ment, and nothing happened t o 

"A Nazi is not a dirty dog, as 

most Americans picture him. Ile 
Is as human as any American. I 
am a Nazi, When I went to Ger-
many, I was as much anti-Nazi 
as you are. I went to study chem-
letry, and after a while I came to 
believe the Nazi way was best." 

A strange mixture, this lad. His 
appearance carried something 
foreign In it. His accent was con-
tinental. He sometime. had t o 
eearch for words, but he was 
deeply sincere. 

He had left Germany for a 
vacation; he Went to Denmark, 
where he was going to stay for 
a InOnth on $15 his father was 
le send him. He had only the 
ten marks he wax allowed to 
take from Germany. When hr 
got to Denmark, there wax n o 
money; and then war wan de-
cMred, and he was not allowed 
back In Germany, became! h e 
watt a foreigner. His luggage, 
except for an over-night hag, 
In still In Germany. 
"In Germany if they want a 

great national highway," he said, 
"the central government Just 
builds it. There is no need for 
states to enter into it. There Is 
one central authority in every-
thing. 

"There are no unemployed In 
Germany. Nobody sleeps on a 
park bench. Every one is at 
work. If you won't accept a job, 
you are put in a concentration 
camp, until you are willing t o 
work for yourself. 

"The streets are so clean that 
no one throws anything In them. 
You would feel ashamed to be the 
first to dirty up the street, eo you 
wait till you come to a trash box, 
and then get rid of the piece of 
paper which In America you 
would drop anywhere." 

He was clad entirely In compo-
sition clothes, and his outfit had 

a foreign cut to R. In his pocket 
he carried the Nazi swastika of 
the labor party, which he wore 
when in Germany. In the same 
pocket was a small American 
flag. 

"I have seen Hitler several 
times. I have been as close to 
him as I am to you He was in a 
cafe in Munich last spring. when 
I was. He had on the old suit 
which he usually wears. He very 
seldom were a uniform. 

"He was sitting In the cafe, with 
only two guards, less than t h e 
president of the United States 
has, in uniform. They were at one 
end of a long table, and he was 
at the other. 

"A little girl, about five, came 
up to one of the guards, and 
reeked if she could see Der Feuh-
rer. The guard went around 
the table to ask Hitler. Hitler 
had been working 18 to 20 hour. 
a day. Ile nodded yes, and the 
little girl walked up to Hitler, 
and held out her hand.. Hitler 
held out his hands, and took 
hers, and then he cried! Peo-
ple were silent in the cafe.  
Tears came into the eyes of 
many people. 
Hitler doesn't want to war on 

children--he loves them. Pete saw 
this, and I don't think that Pete 
Is a paid propaganda agent, nei- 
ther is he a liar. 

"Hitler doesn't want Poland, 
and he was forced into Poland by 
his generals," is Pete's opinion. 

In Germany, the good of the in-
dividual is entrusted to the gov-
ernment. Therefore you are al-
lowed to talk constructively about 
the government, or even destruc-
tively about its past actions. But 
you can't try to overthrow t h e 
government, for that would b e
