QUEBEC, Aug. 11 (AP) —Within the ancient battle-
ments of an obsolete fortress, the prime ministers of Britain
and Canada surveyed today the heartening successes of
Allied stabs at the axis and the strategy needed to expand
them into assaults designed to attain a total victol?r.

The conferences between Winston Churchill of Britain
and W, L. Mackenzie King of Canada and their chiefs of
gtaffs were a prelude to later

discussions between Church-
ill and President Roosevelt
and British-American mili.

tary experts,
The ever-spectacular Churchill
again had surmounted the dangers
of a wartime crossing of the At-
lantic for war talks which ap-
peared certain to be translated
into more bad news for enemy
forces already reeling on
world-wide battlefronts,

He arrived in Quebec late yes-
terday and drove to the Citadel
towering over this historie, old
walled city. There, in the fort-
ress which is a relic of the days
when the French ruled a goodly
segment of North America, he
Mackenzie King began th
liberations last mnight.

MOSCOW, Aug. 11 () — The
Red army is rolling on unchecked
in its twin drives toward the
Ukrainian city of Kharkov and
Bryansk to the mnorth, eapturing
village after village and inflicting
heavy losses on the reireating
Germans, the Russians declared
today.

With Kharkov pocketed on
three sides by a five-pronged
drive, another Russian column has
bitten deep into the rich Russian
grain territory and Is only 14
miles east of the capltal city of
Kiev, a Soviet communique dis-
closed.

Churchill Trip
Provokes Talk
0f 1943 Victory

Storming Of Europe
Predicted By Many
Allied Observers

LONDON, Aug. 11 (AP)
Prime Minister Churchill’s
journey acrosa the Atlantic
for his sixth wartime meet-
ing with President Roosevelt
stirred spontaneous and opti-
mistic talk in London today
of a “victory-this-year” as-
sault on Europe.

Virtually unanimous agreement
was expressed on all sides that the
Allied chieftains were getting to-
gether to lay final plans for the
grand offensive in theaters of war
other than the Mediterranean
where overwhelming Allied mill-
tary might has already asserted It-
self.

The presence of Britain's top-
flight military men with Church-
{il iIn Quebec led -to one conclu-
slon—that United States, British
and dominion forces would soon
be storming the European conti-
nent from many directions in ful-
fillment of Churchill's own predie-
tion of a combined action before
winter,

The absence of Premler Joseph
Stalin was noted by most com-
mentators.

Forelgn Seoretary Anthony
Eden's newspaper, ihe York-
shire Post, sald, however, it was
understood thst he had been In-
viled but was unable to attend.
The Post added that Stalin was
being Informed of developments
“almost hourly.”

The possibllity that Germany
may be defeated this year is being
discussed—even though cautious-
ly—in all quarters, and the fact
that Premier Joseph Stalin has
committed large armies to his
present summer offensive under-
scores this hope.

Indications that Britain may be
the scene of major military opera-
tions are:

1. Reporis that large areas of
Britain’s coastline will be bar-
red to visitors In the near fu-
ture.

2. Arrival in Britain of substan-
tlal reinforcements of fully-trained
American and Canadian troops to-
gether with a great increase in
the number of avallable air bases.

3. A noticeable Influx of high-
ranking Allied officers from other
war theaters, together with a
heavy inecrease in rallway traffic
throughout Great Britain.

THE SOUTHWEST PACIFIC,
Aug. 11 P —Japanese forces with
their backs to the sea in the Bal-
roko area of New Georgla Island
are confronted with a “Bataan in
reverse,” front line dispatches
said today.
American Army and Marine
forces completed encirclement of
the enemy Sunday in this last re-
malning point of organized re-
sistance on the isiand.

Health Officer
Urges Fight
Against Flies

Evidence that flies are carriers
of the pollomeylitls virus is so
clear that everything possible
ought to be done to combat con-
ditions under which these crea-
tures breed, Dr. J. E. Olean, direc-
tor of the Midland-Ector-Howard
county health unit, declared in an
address at the Lions club Wednes-
day.

Although Dr. Olean primarily
was concerned with a basle ex-
planation of the health unit and
its purposes, he made a brief plea
for fighting the fly menace afler
Dr. J. E. Hogan, elty health offi-
cer, had cited an urgent need for
an accelerated clean-up within the
city.

Explaining the objectives of a
health unit, Dr. Olean listed
cardinal ones as: 1) Control of
communicable disease, stressing
immunization of school children
against small-pox, diphtheria and
typhoid; 2) control of chronie
communicable diseases such as
tuberculosis, again stressing work
among school children to uncover
cases in thelr inciplency; 3) eon-
trol of syphillls and other vene-
real diseases, a phase which even
extends as far as lnauguration of
steps to rehabllitate young women
who have made a mis-step, and
4) Promotion of ganitalion by sys-
tematic checks designed to protect
the health of the public. A major
part of this work is in protecting
the food supplies; and 5) work of
the public health nurses in edu-
cating mothers for maternal and
infant hygiene.

PHARR, Aug. 11 ™ — A $2,
500,000 postwar highway con-
struction program has been map-
ped for the Rio Grande wvalley,
Divislon Highway Engineer J. W.

—seven boys and three girls. Sam
was the eighth. Norris Dam,
keystone of the Tennessee Valley
power project, now stands within
a few miles of the old Rayburn
homestead. Steamboats, with their
tall smokestacks and ruifie-like
funnels, carried produce up and
down the Clinch near the family
cabin.

The Rayburns were healthy, in-
dustrious, thrifty and upright
folk, and In spite of the many
mouths to feed they prospered in
s amall way on the little corn farm
in the Tennessee hills, But op-
portunity was limited on the bot-
tom lands, and in 1887, when Sam
was five, Willlam Marion and
Martha Rayburn decided to sell
their place and go to Texas.
Texas! All Tennesseans of those
days who went anywhere went to
Texas. That decision was hard
to make but important, because it
made the Rayburns Texans.

The long journey from Tennes-
see 10 Texas can be better imag-
ined than described. Most of the
trip was by train. There were
two bables younger than five-
year-old Sam. A family of 12—
father and mother and 10 chil-
dren—with all their worldly be-
longings, had pulled thelr very
roots out of the hills of Tennes-
see and were off for Texas. Wil-
liam Marion Rayburn must have
been a remarkable man, but
Martha Rayburn must have been
an equally remarkable woman. It
took strength and courage and
vision and mother-love to take 10
children to a far-away and to
country In the

West and start life anew.

heed Lightning—the P-38—made
its debut in what was to be the
testing ground of the hard-to-
handle, twin-bodles fighter in the
Southwest Pacific.

Results of the Initial test—in
their first 12 days of combat the
P-385 shot down 054 Japanese
planés with a loss of two alreraft.
And the pilot of one of these two
was saved.

Conflicting operational re-
ports had preceded the P-38 to

this area. It was sensationally
fast and maneuverable, some
fllers said, and its radieal de-
slgn was Impracticable, It was
hard to land and risky to take
off, sald others; it had promise,
but it was full of “bugs.”

A squadron of daring young
pllots who had been flying other

fighter planes in this area took
over these untried, capricious new
planes .and flew them into their
first test of fire.

Several members of that first
group of pilots to fly P-38s8 in
real combat, such as Ma). Thomas
J. Lynch of Catasauqua, Pa., and
First Lieut. Richard Bong of Pop-
Iar Wis,, are still flying in this
theatre.

The original P-38 squadron now
is a top-ranking fighter unit with
109 enemy planes to its credit.

“When General (H. H) Arnold,
the air force commander, was out
here a vear ago,” says Second
Lieut. Jack G, Barry of Denison,

Tex., “he told us he was anxious
to know what the P-38 would do.
General (George C.) Kenney,
commander of the 5th alr force,
sald he was confident the planes
would be all right, but his confi-
dence was based on faith and not
on accomplishments.

“This sqguadron did a lot teo
convinee the war department
that the P-38 was a good deal.
This squadron is tied up more
than any other with the success
of the P-38 in this war."”

Ambassador Tours
Russ War Plants

MOSCOW, Aug. 11 U™—Rus-
sian war plants “compare favor-
ably” with those in the United
States, according to Admiral Wil-
liam H. Standley, U. 8. ambassa-
dor, who has completed a four-
day tour of Inspection of Soviet
{tank factorles and steel mills in
the Ural mountains industrial re-
glon.

Standley sald that “very effec-
tive work is being done” and that
he was “very much impressed”
Russia’s eastern war Industries,

The trip was Standley's first to

visits authorized by the Kremlin
for foreigners, although former
Ambassador Joseph E. Davies was
extended similar privileges
Standley’s trip was made In a spe-
clal plane placed at his disposal
by the U. 8. Navy.

Three of Russia's greatest war
plants, the first two producing
tanks and the third steel, were on
Standley’s itinerary. One plant

was almost entirely self-contained,
produecing in its shops everything
that goes into a tank, from rub-
ber to guns. Tanks rolled away
from the assembly line under
their own paower, Standley related.

Crops Favored
By Weather

AUSTIN, Aug. 11 UP—Weather

conditions this seagon have been
generally excellent for all phases
of development of the cotton crop,
the United States department of
agriculture sald In announcing
that & Texas yield of 3275000
bales was indleated as of Aug. 1.

This compared with 3,038,000
bales of 500 pounds gross
welght produced last year and

3,419,000 bales In the 193241
average.

The USDA cautioned that
“while present prospects indicate
that Texas has another cotton
year In the making, the Influence
on August weather will be a domi-
nating factor as to the final out-
turn of this year's crop.”

While the acreage remaining
for harvest this year, 7,830,000, is
the lowest in Texas since 1000, the
proapective yield at 201 pounds
per acre has not been exceeded
during the past 30 yeard

Growth, fruiting and develop-
ment have been good In most
areas since the crop was planted.
Boll weevil, leaf worms, and oth-
er insects were doing little dam-

age, and weather conditions have
favored control measures.

In the coastal area, where tha _
tropieal storm damaged the riee
crop, the center was east of the
cotton area, and cotton losses
were relatively light. The district
promises exceptional ylelds this
year, partecularly in Fort Bend-
Wharton sections,

South contral and ecoastal
bend areas have a large crop
made, I It can all be saved.

East Texas prospects are excep-
tionally good thian year, and boll
weevils are not doing thelr usual
damage.

The blackland area has a good
crop In sight, and the yield Is ex-
pected to be well above average.
In West Texas the outlook 1s very
favorable. The high plains crop,
with favorable molsture condis
tlons, is making excellent prog-
ress after an Irregular start due
to earlier droughty conditions in
extreme western counties and
spotted damage by hall,

The eastern half of the low
plains and adjacent areas were
very dry, and, while c¢otton had
held up fairly well to August 1,
rains were badly needed to check
deterioration.
