Education Versus Strikes 

ALMOST weekly there comes to the at- 

tention of this office some new scheme 
for the promotion of more or less fantastic 

schemes to do away with war. 
The latest is the announcement that 

more than 350,000 college and high school 
students will go on an "anti-war" strike 
throughout the United Stales Wednesday 
morning at II o'clock. 

Little or nothing can be gained from 
such warlike tactics in fighting war. If 
peace leaders expect to attain their objec-
tives, it is imperative that they go about 
the matter in a manner more indicative of 
civilization. Strikes are primarily weapons 
of persons who have nothing more than 
brute strength with which to demonstrate 
their powers. Such primitive means are 
not at all complimentary to a group which 
is trying to realize the dreams of civiliza-
tion in permanently abolishing internation-
al armed strife. 

THE TOREADOR is definitely opposed to 
war and the makers of war, but it seems 
inadvisable to resert to strikes, demonstra-
tions, and the inane organization of "Vet-
erans of Future Wars" in order to impress 
the citizens of this or any other country 
with the necessity for peace. An intellec-
tual appeal is more desirable and would 
prove more effective. An attempt to edu-
cate the public mind would be more in 
keeping with the symbol of the olive branch 
Titan is an attempt to coerce world citi-
zens into accepting peace. 

Binders And Actors 
IF a farmer harvested an excellent wheat 

crop with an old-fashioned horse-drawn 
binder, his grain yield would be good, but 

if he used a modern combining machine, the 
yield would be increased to a substantial 
degree. 

Similarly, if a speech department has 
an experienced coach and talented students, 
it is likely that a good dramatic team may 
be the result in spite of inadequate equip-
ment, inferior properties, and unlighted 
stages. If that same coach and the identi-
cal students, however, had the proper ac-
cessories, their possibilties would be almost 
unlimited. 

Miss Ruth Pirtle, head of the speech 
department, and her student proteges are 
to be highly complimented upon their 
three-year championship of the Texas 
Intercollegiate One-Act Play tournament, 
but it is amazing that such a record has 
been attained in the face of the difficult 
handicaps under which the speech depart-
ment labors. 

Of course, the speech department is not 
the only portion of the college which is 
handicapped, but few departments excel 
its record of achievements. The Student 
Council took one commendable step by al-
lowing the department a portion of the 
student activity ticket fund. 

The next move lies in the hands of high-
er authorities. When a coach and student 
actors struggle along with inadequate 
equipment to be thrice state dramatic 
champions, then the time is immediate 
when state authorities should become cog-
nizant of the needs of that department. 

Not only has the speech department 
produced winning casts, but the debate 
teams have made an enviable record this 
year. Their achievements at tournaments 
in the Middle West, Southwest, and in the 
South have been remarkable. Their travel-
ling facilities have been limited as well. 
Miss Annals Jo Pendleton, debate coach. 
is personally bearing part of the expenses 
of the Florida trip. The debaters have 
been further handicapped in library re-
search, but their string of victories is a gen-
uine recommendation for the college. 

The student body is proud of its speech 
department. This is a technological col-
lege, and it is not expected to produce 
fine arts students who rank above those of 
colleges with more liberal curricula. En-
rollees in the arts and sciences division 
have carried the name of the college to 
heights that rival the activities of students 
taking courses properly termed "technical." 

When the dramatic team of a technical 
college, then, receives a permanent trophy 
by winning a state meet three consecutive 
times, it is necessary that the college be ac-
corded a ranking, both concrete and ab-
stract, equal to that of any institution 
which claims a more versatile appeal.
