Textile Machines 

All machines in the textile de-
partment are undergoing thorough 
cleaning and repair before actual 
weaving starts. Students in the de- 
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It is necesary that the machines 
be thoroughly cleaned before they 
are put into operation. After the 
cleaning has been completed new 
warps, or foundations for weaving, 
most be laid. This requires three 
distinct finger movements for each 
of the 2400 strands on each loom. 
For this reason the machines will 
not be in full operation for about 
two months. 

Laboratory classes in the depart-
ment are being conducted in weav-
ing rooms, and students in those 
clause are assisting in the clean-
ing There are more than fifty stu-
dents enrolled in the department 
all of whom are helping with the 
repairs. Additional work is being

MORE than 4500 fans watched 
DI Coach Pete Cawthon experi-
ment with his entire squad ..raat 
night as the Red Raiders romped 
over the Daniel Baker Hill Billies 
27 to 6. One Matador team didn't 
stay In the game long enough to 
get steamed up good, but they 
combined efforts to roll up 20 fleet 
downs while the opponents were 
making 2. 

It was the first home game for 
the locals, and the fans saw an 
exhibition packed full of unusual 
happenings. The Hill Billies did- 
n't come out on the big end of the 
score, but they contributed two of 
the games most exciting moments. 
A 95 yard punt by halfback How- 
ard in the third period was one 
for the books. Standing on his 
own 5 yard line, he booted the ball 
high over Charley Duval's head 
and It hit the ground ten yards 
from the goal line and rolled over. 

Hill Billies Score 
In the second quarter, Whatak-

er, big Daniel Baker tackle inter-
cepted a lateral pass on the four 
yard line intended for J. V. Beau-
champ, and raced the length of the 
field untouched for the first tally 
of the game. 

The locals had little trouble in 
solving the Hill Billies offense, and 
their driving power plays rolled 
up 20 first downs and gains 
amounting to a couple of hundred 
yards.

Rev. Z. B. Pirtle, Father 
Of Tech Professor, Is 

Buried Yesterday 
Rev. Z. B. Pirtle of Levelland, 

pioneer West Texas minister and 
the father of Miss Ruth Pirtle, 
bead of the speech department in 
the college, was buried yesterday In 
Memorial Park. 

After serving 46 years In the 
Methodist m in I s try throughout 
West Texas, Reverend Pirtle died 
Thursday afternoon at 4 p. m. in 
a local hospital following an illness 
of three weeks.

Reverend Pirtle was apparently 
on the road to recovery after a sur-
gery until he suffered a heart at-
tack Wednesday.

just what this would mean. It is equivalent to 
selling a poll tax to each student and commercial-
izing student elections. 

Do not enders a 

that students do not buy the activity ticket. Each 
person that buys the ticket will receive full value 
and will be showing school loyalty in supporting 
the band, Toreador, and all school sports. But 
just how they tacked a "poll tax" onto this is 
beyound our comprehension. When a student 
pays his registration fees and matriculates in Tex-
as Tech he is a member of the student body and 
should have a voice in all school elections to the 
extent that one vote will allow him. 

Why should we depart from a custom that 
was born with the college and has been a big 
factor in making Texas Tech the second largest 
school in the state and gained recognition for it 
over the United States?

AN investigation made by the student publica- 
tions at Texas unixersity of what students 

really think of their professors started reverbera- 
tions echoing throughout the contemporary colleg- 

iate press. Some of the student 
Professor, I -S  papers, a bit contemptuous, titled 
Your Grade their editorials, "What. Tliat 

High? Again," Others wondered shy- 
ly what such a survey would 

uncover on their own campuses. A few others 
hitched up their galluses and tried to lay the qual-
ifications that made up a good teacher. The 
Daily Maroon of the University of Chicago laid 
down seven sensible requirements which The 
Toreador believes professors and instructors of 
Texas Tech should strive to obtain. Following 
are these requirements: 

I. He must be thoroughly humane, which 
means that he must have a sympathetic under-
standing of the human personality, and must 
bear in mind that his responsibility is not to sub-
jects but to human beings. 

2. He must be a teacher, not a taskmaster. 
3. His purpose must be to develop, not to 

indoctrinate. 
4. He must have knowledge, not only in-

formation. 
5. He must be educated; he must see his 

specialty in the light of knowledge as a whole. 
A teacher who has no interest in subjects other 
than his own, or tends to belittle other subjects, is 
an ignoramus and a menace to students. 

6. He must be intelligent, he must be im-
bued with a zeal for growing knowledge. 

7. As far as possible he must not feed his 
students with rehashed mental food, but strive to 
send them to the springs of knowledge, to the 
great original minds of the ages, through whom 
they might be inspired with the spirit of know 
ledge, the spirit of searching and investigation. 

Can you fulfill these requirements, Tech 
professor?
