Missing 'Link' Is 
Found—A Worm! 

A lowly worm, labeled Peripatus, 
a rare zoological "missing link" 
is on display in the biology ex-
hibit in the chemistry bolding. 

This organism more than any 
other species living today occupies 
the "missing link" or connection 
between two classes of animal life. 
These two classes are the jointed 
worms such as earthworms and 
leeches, and the joint-legged king-
dom of such creatures as centi-
pedes and spiders. 

The Peripatus transports itself 
about in the world on numerous 
pairs of short legs that end In 
claws. It Is black in color and in 
appearnce somewhat resembles a 
fat catipillar. It dines in style on 
small worms and insects.

Something In 1607

WAY BACK IN 1607 Capt. 
John Smith sailed to 

America and founded the first 
English colony, Jamestown. 
Trouble was his. and there has 

, been occasional trouble ever 
since. 

In 1619 a Dutch ship landed 
at Jamestown, sold 20 slaves 
loaded on some cargo, and left 
—seeds of war. 

One year later English pil-
grims landed at Plymouth 
Rock. Now people argue as to 
whether or not their ancestors 
rode west over the Atlantic waves 
in the Mayflower. 

1671 now the organization of the 
first post office in America. To-
day our creditors are devilishly 
aware of the fact that hundreds of 
post offices will forward their 
duns.

AUSTIN, May 9—(ACP) —Local 
boards drafting men trained for 
vital industries are throwing a 
wrench into this nation's defense 
machinery, says W. R. Woolrich, 
University of Texas enginering 
dean. 

While praising the "patriotic ob- 
jectives" of board members, Wool- 
rich warned that too many are for- 
getting that "It takes 12 men In 
the shop and laboratory to keep 
one man In the trenches." 

While demand for engineers at 
the university has jumped 300 per 
cent In the last two years, tech- 
nicians vitally needed on the pro- 
duction line are being allowed to 
sift Into the armed forces at a rate 
"probably as high as five out of 
every 12," the Texas dean warn- 
ed. 

"And all the time we allow our 
production lines to be weakened, 
we are seeing daily proof that ar- 
my manpower is secondary In Im- 
portance to the equipment and ma- 
chines with which It fights," Wool- 
rich charged. 

Every time we draft or allow an 
engineer to volunteer we have 
weakened by just that much the 
very engineering defense progiam 
set up to train 30,000 college tech- 
nician. by next year.

junction with annual spring track 
and field meet of the loop. Golf 
and tennis championships will al-
so be decided today. 

Should Tech be reinstated it 
would have no effect whatsoever 
on the football schedules in the fu-
ture. To be eligible for the cham-
pionship, in the grid race, each 
school must play at least three 
conference members. At the pres-
ent Tech has three Border schools 
signed for the 1942 slate. They are 
Texas School of Mines, El Paso, 
Arizona university, Tucson, and 
New Mexico university, Albuquer-
que. 

Then, too, if the Red Raiders go 
back Into the conference at this 
spring meeting then the member-
ship would start with the basket-
ball season and not football. They 
could participate in the 1942 bas-
ketball race and In track, golf and 
tennis. The first grid race would 
be In the fall season of 1942. 

Tech was a member of the con-
ference from 1932 to 1939 when 
they were suspended because of al-
leged violation of the eligibility 
rules in the Cotton Bowl game 
with St. Mary's university. The 
Raiders won basketball champion-
ships in 1933, 1934 and 1935. No 
football crown was awarded until 
1938, and that season Tech played 
only two conference games and 
was, therefore. Ineligible. Tech 
has, also. won golf and tennis 
championships and  Raider track 
stars hold some records in track 
and field events. 

It would be a great help to bas-
ketball, at least, for Tech to be 
re-admitted. The Border confer-
ence is considered one of the best 
cage leagues in the nation and 
with Tech's basketball hitting a 
new high the importance can read-
ily be seen. The loop has been rep-
resented in the Madison Square 
Garden tourney twice in the past 
by New Mexico Aggies. 

Kermit Laabs, athletic director 
of New Mexico A&M, said he 
would present a resolution asking 
that the three schools be invited 
to join. The body isnow composed 
of Texas Mines, Arizona U., New 
Mexico U.. New Mexico A&M Ar-
izona State of Tempe and Arizona 
State of Flagstaff. 

If no decision is reached regard-
ing the matter it will probably be 
taken under advisement and al-
lowed to lie dormant until the con-
ference meeting at El Paso, next 
January.
