Work will begin on the $70,-
000 press building immediately 
after building contracts have 
been approved by James M 
West, chairman of the Tech 
board of directors. 

General building co n tr act 
has been awarded to Robert E. 
Maxey on a bid of $54,000 
Plumbing and heating contract 
was given to the Anthony 
plumbing company at a bid of 
$10, 929. Tom Ansley received 
tthe electrical contract on a bid 
of $4,920. 

The structure will be of Spanish 
type architecture, corresponding 
with the other buildings on the 
campus, located north of the li-
brary and west of the engineering 
building. 

Composed of two stories and a 
basement the structure will house 
the journalism department and the 
publication offices. First floor will 
Incorporate the Tech press with 
shower and locker rooms, publicity 
offices of Prof. Cecil Horne and 
Bill Parker, THE TOREADOR of-
fice, which will include the office 
of the editor and business mana-
ger, a newsroom and proof room, 
and possibly a coffee shop.

Dr. Garlin Is Appointed 
On Graduate Committee 

Cost of living for male student, For Fall Use 
off the campus shows a marked 
decrease from figures of the pre-
vious year, according to the men's 
housing report for the fall semes-
ter, as released by the office of 
Dean of Men James G. Allen. An-
other substantial drop is noted In 
the number of approved rooming 
houses and bachelor apartments. 

Average monthly charge to the 
355 boys who board and room at 
the same place is $23,81, a decrease 
of $1,57 from last year's outlay. 
An average levy of 58.54 is as-
sessed 525 boys for room alone, 
also a decrease, of eleven cents, 
from 1939-40. Scale for room and 
board is $20 to $30, and for room 
alone it is $5 to $15. Reason for 
cheaper rates prevailing this year 
has not yet beep ascertained by 
Dean Allen's office. 

The requirement that rooming 
houses rent only to students main-
ly accounted for the large drop In 
number approved. Likewise, the re-
quirement that bachelor apart-
ments afford suitable and adjacent 
lavatory facilities cut almost forty 
from the number approved last 
year. 

In 78 of 82 approved bachelor 
apartments. 220 intrepid male. 
brave the exigencies of hatching, 
whereas, a year ago 297 of the 
same species filled 100 of 120 ap-
proved apartmentts. Bachelors' 
rent averages $8.70 per head, an In- 
crease of 20 cents over last year 
tthat Is attributable to the rejec-
tion of cheaper apartments inad-
equately equipped.

SHORT, SHORT EDITORIALS  

Tech, You're A Big Boy, Nowl 

WHEN a youngster passes puberty, more and more decisions 
are left to his discretion by his superiors. That is the es-

sence of self-government—the backbone of Democracy, which 
some folks known as the English and the Greeks are dying to 
protect today. 

The right of self-government is a heritage not too fre-
quently bestowed upon students of a young college. And be-
cause of that President Clifford B. Jones and Texas Tech's Ad-
ministrative Council should be thanked whole-heartedly by the 
sttudent body. For Texas Tech, you see, is a youngster still in 
his mid-teens. 

Recently the administrative council discussed a problem 
that has been all-too-frequently a gap in relations between 
students of Texas Tech and citizens of Lubbock since 1934. 
Student hitch-hiking to and from the business district gave 
Tech a blacker name locally than if Martin Dies suddenly were 
to expose a Trojan horse in the Aggie barn. 

The conditions often have been subjects of editorial com-
ment by Publisher Charles A. Guy of the Lubbock Avalanche-
Journal, and after-dinner topics in the home of every Lubbock 
automobile owner. Zones have been chalked off by the City of 
Lubbock. Students have been arrested for stepping out of the 
zones. Others have been fined and one temporarily was jailed. 
The argument has grown to the proportion of a personal feud 
between students of Texas Tech and citizens and gendarmes 
of Lubbock. 
THIS year, Tech's administrative council was called into the 

fray. The safety of untold numbers of Texas Tech students 
is the plum at stake. Parked cars, telephone poles and trees 
"blind" the corner of College Avenue at Broadway. Once in 
the distant past a student was injured because he stood at the 
corner's curb in the path of a right-turning automobile. Count-
less others have escaped narrowly. 

So, the matter was taken to the Administrative Council. 
Instead of threatening students as though they were high school 
sophomores, that governing body said: 

"Texas Tech is a Democratic school. Its students have 
reached the stage that they very efficiently solve most 
of their own problems. In electing representatives to a 
common legislative body, they have their own organ of 
government." 
And the matter of alleviating the hitch-hiking argument 

has been placed in the hands of Texas Tech's student council. 
Student President James Snyder assured THE TOREADOR 

Friday that though the council does not meet until next week, 
a sustained appeal will be made to the general student body 
and a compromise will be effected with the City commission of 
Lubbock. 

Hitch-hiking is as American as the Liberty Bell. Rather 
than legislate against such a right, well-informed sources said 
student appeals would be made to the city commission of Lub-
bock to widen the hitch-hiking zone in both the 2300 and 2400 
blocks on Broadway. 

Objective of hitch-hikers in moving out of the zone has 
been to be seen more easily by approaching automobiles as they 
turn into Broadway behind parked cars. 

Widening of the zones from the curbs nearer the center 
of the street will remedy such a problem of the hitch-hiker. 
Upon complying with Tech's student council by remaining in 
those zones, hitch-hikers will have fulfilled their share of the 
pact. The remainder of the compromise—that courtesy of riding 
—then will be up to the motorists of Lubbock.—Bill Wood 

A Need Is Filled 

Texas Tech's long-awaited Press building is about to be-
come more than a gleam in its founders' eyes. And upon com-
pletion of that two-story, $70,000 structure, journalism and pub-
licity departments of Texas Technological college will soar 
suddenly into a position of prominence paralleling those of any 
other Southwest college or university. 

Buried in the ill-ventilated basement of Tech's engineering 
building for more than a decade, THE TOREADOR has workea 
its way into the top ranks of college newspapers since Ex-Edi-
tor Lomar Nelson published the first All American newspaper 
at Tech in 1935. Since then Jim Lindsey edited another in 1932 
and the late Reeves Henly attained college newspaperdom's 
highest honor with a Pacemaker All American publication in 
1939. Last year, Ernest Joiner gave Tech its fourth All Ameri-
can Toreador in six years. 

High-ranking, too, has been La Ventana, annual yearbook 
publication, and the publicity department of Texas Tech under 
direction of Cecil Horne and Bill Parker has placed the school, 
the city of Lubbock and region of the South Plains in the news 
from coast to coast. 

This has been accomplished without the essential labora-
tory space or equipment common to other colleges and univer-
sities over the Southwest comparable to Texas Tech in enroll-
ment. 

The proposed building will include the publicity offices, 
journalism offices, all the publication offices including La Ven-
tana, THE TOREADOR and Tech Magazine, Tech press, office 
of the student president, photographic studio, and class rooms. 

Under such conditions the journalism department will be 
greatly enhanced by unification and the publications will be 
better able to function with greater facility.

To Home Court Card 

Tech winds up a two-game series 
with New Mexico A & M's tow- 
ering Aggies tonight. 

The Aggies, who have played in 
New York's Madison Square Gar-
den the past two years, are the 
most publicized quintet to appear 
this season. Always dangerous, 
the Aggies have done more to up-
hold the Southwest's intersectional 
record than any other club. 

Led by Hoover, a six foot eight 
inch lad, whousually controls 
both backboards, the Aggies are 
the biggest threat to the Tech's 
perfect record for the past two 
seasons. Not since March 4, 1939, 
when Pecos Finley led the Aggies 
to a 62-55 victory have the Raiders 
been beaten at home.
