THE GERMAN library of information, 17 

Battery Place, New York, will send free 
literature to any American, giving the Nazi 
view of the present war and their idea of it. 

A five-cent rifle bullet will kill a man, end-
ing his power to do good or evil. It takes more 
than bullets to stop an idea. Men kill each 
other for the sake of ideas and beliefs. 

Nazi Germany has an Idea of government 
which conflicts with the democratic ideal. Be-
tween these two opposing trends of thought 
men are crushed to death. 

Before the coming of totalitarianism there 
was peace. The doctrine of the immortal state 
and the infaliable leader brought a rain of 
bombs and terror. (Nazism came first, and then 
as a storm of blood and iron.) 

From the source that gave rise to the grow-
ing cancer that blotched Europe, there is pour-
ing into our country a steady stream of care-
fully prepared propaganda. Operating on the 
principle that truth is whatever the majority 
of people can be made to believe, Germans 
seek to justify their disruption of world af-
fairs. 

This misinformation is sent by mail to all 
schools and newspapers in the United States. 
The doctrine that "might is right" uses the 
bloodstream of a democratic nation to scatter 
the disease regimented thinking. 

There is a statute in force in this country 
which forbids use of the mail for fraudulent 
purposes. Why can this not be applied to these 
international claim jumpers who send forged 
proofs of their title to stolen goods through the 
United States postal service? 

Explosives must be marked and sent by ex-
press. Printed on the best quality of paper and 
plainly labeled "information," these far more 
destructive ideas circulate freely in the mails of 
a nation whose foundations rest upon the ideas 
that they seek to destroy.—Louie Johnston

For many it's hard to realize that those hec-

tic, hell-roaring 1930's are over; that the slen-
der little man with the sorghum thick drawl 
will be packing up his pictures over the Double 
T gymnasium before long; that he won't be 
falling off medicine kits next fall coaxing his 
teams from the side like a symphonic orchestra 
conductor.

There was dissension even in the University 
of Texas when Dana X. Bible signed his 10-
year $150,000 contract. The students were un-
certain about their New Deal.

He had produced winners for Texas A & M 
and for Nebraska, but could he compete with 
Southwest conference razzle - dazzle that had 
grown up since he left? 

Perhaps there are some who ask that of 
Texas Tech's new regime. Their's is a tested 
question. At Baylor Morley Jennings has built 
such performers as Bullet Billy Patterson, 
Lloyd Russell, the  singing quarterback, Sam 
Boyd, the finest conference wingman in a de-
cade, and old Bochy Koch, first All-American 
footballer in conference history.

Texas Tech's newly appoint-
ed head coach, Dell Morgan, 
will probably arrive in Lub-
bock today to assume his duties. 

Spring football practice will 
most likely begin on, or about, 
April 1. 

Coach Morgan, whose three-
year contract went into effect im-
mediately upon his appointment, 
says that he wants to get ac-
quainted with his prospective ma-
terial before officially starting 
spring training. 

Morley Jennings, director of ath-
letics and head of the department 
of physical education, will come to 
Lubbock in about two weeks al-
though his contract is not effective 
until June 1. He was signed to a 
two-year contract that expires 
of athletics, handle finances of the 

Jennings will direct all phases 
August 31, 1943. 
athletic department, make and 
sign all schedule contracts, with 
the advice and cooperation of the 
head football coach, and pending 
the approval of the athletic coun-
cil, and act as "contact" man for 
the department with other depart-
ments of the school, "downtown" 
clubs, other schools and students. 

He will not be considered a 
"coach", but will be free to lend 
his assistance to the coaches in 
any manner he sees fit_ He will 
supervise all physical education 
classes and probably teach some 
courses in the department. 

Morgan, head football coach, 
will also be a professor of physi-
cal education, direct spring train-
ing, aid in making schedules and 
make contacts with potential ath-
letes. His contract expires January 
1, 1944. 

Coach Berl Huffman was ele-
vated to assistant varsity football 
coach, and retained as head bask-
etball mentor and associate pro- 
fessor of physical education. His 
two-year contract begins Septem-
ber 1. 1941, and terminates March 
1, 1943. 

Walker Nichols, former Tech 
football captain was named 
freshman football coach and bas-
ketball coach and varsity track 
coach. He will be assistant profes-
sor of physical education. His con-
tract become effective September 
1, 1941, and expires June 1, 1943. 

Assistant to the director of ath-
letics will be Gwyn C. "Mule" 
Dowell, and his duties will be es-
tablished by the director of ath-
letics. His one-year contract be-
gins July 1, 1941 and ends June 30, 
1942. 

Lewis "Doc" Spears was named 
instructor in the department of 
physical education and trainer of 
athletic teams. His duties will in-
clude teaching of physical educe- 

. tion classes, and the training of 
football, basketball, and  other 

-teams. His contract, for one year's 
duration, starts September 1, 1941 
and terminates June 1, 1942. 

These selections were approved 
by the Board of Directors in a

Cawthon, Smith 
Commended At 
Board Meeting 

"The commendation of Coach P. 
W. Cawthon and Assistant Coach 
Russell T. Smith for their long per-
iod of efficient and effective ser-
vice in developing athletics, partic-
ularly football, at Texas Techno-
logical college and especially for 
the wide national publicity given 
to our institution and wish them 
every success in their future un-
dertakings was the substance of 
a resolution adopted by the board 
of directors in its Saturday meet-
ing The resolution had been sub-
mitted by the athletic council, 
along with recommendations of 
coaches. 

Seventy-nine games won, 28 lost, 
and 6 tied is the record that Caw-
thon and 'Smith leave as football 
coaches during their Texas Tech 
regime, which began in 1930 and 
continued through the past football 
season. 

Under Cawthon, the  Raiders 
played teams from 19 different 
states, and acquired fame as one 
of the most colorful and widely 
traveled teams in the nation, 

Pete had chances this winter to 
sign with the Philadelphia Eagles, 
and Detroit Lions, pro football 
teams, but refused to accept terms 
which did not allow him to select 
assistants. He has not released any 
plans for the future at the present 
time. 

Cawthon and Smith will give way 
to the new staff some time this 
week, just as soon as arrange- 
ments for the change can be made. 

Absolutely no basis exists for the 
continued rumors and reports that 
Texas Tech is beginning a move to 
deemphasise athletics, according to 
W. L. Stengel, chairman of the 
athletic council. 

At least two national sports col- 
umns have carried statements in 
the past ten days that Pete Caw-
thon resigned as football coach at 
Tech because of impending re-
trenchment in the athletic field, es-
pecially in football. Mr. Stengel 
was emphatic in his statement that 
no such intention had ever been 
voiced in any meeting of the ath-
letic council.

FOR years men have chortled 
and women fumed over Kip- 

ling's famous line. 
"For a wornan is only a woman, 

but a good cigar is a smoke." 
A. B. Strehli, Fred W. Sparks 

and T. C. Root may not stand out 
for the feminine side, but they 
don't agree with Kipling either if 
that's any consolation. 

Although Mr. Strehli collects 
nothing but briar pipes, Mr. Root 
keeps any pipe that attracts h I s 
attention and Dr. Sparks accumu-
lates good-smoking pipes of a 1 I 
kinds. The three agree that pipe 
smoking gives greater satisfaction 
than any other use of tobacco. 

• 
Like moat pipe smokers, Strehli, 

associate professor in the foreign 
language department, believes in 
sticking to a good thing once he 
finds it. He sees no point in get-
ting away from his collection of 
smokable briar pipes. 

He Is not a collector for accum- 
ulation's sake, but adds new pipes 
when he sees one that he likes or 
when friends give them to him. 
Professor Strehli leaves his pipes 
scattered around in his coat poc- 
kets, his desk, his car and at home 
no he will always have one handy. 

He is also a cigarette smoker 
since pipes are inconvenient for 
most social occasions. He is com- 
pletely neutral on the subject of 
women smoking, but does not like 
to see students smoking in classes. 

• 
T. C. Root„ professor of eco-

nomics and business administra-
tion department, collects pipes for 
two reasons; for interesting ap-
pearance and for smoking satis-
faction. 

He has about 60 pipes in his col-
lection. He hopes to add every 
new kind of pipe he can find to 
the collection. 

First to catch the visitor's eye 
Is the "Hookah," Turkish water 
pipe. The smoke passes through a 
vase filled with water and a long 
flexible tube to the smoker. 

The collection varies from In-
dian corn-cobs on the peacemaker 
type to a fantastically curved clay 
pipe from Holland with a picture 
that comes to view as the pipe is 
colored by smoking. 

• 
He has a short golf pipe made 

so the golfer can see the ball while 
smoking. There is one with an an-
gle in the stem made to rest on 
the smoker's chin so the lazy man 
mon't have to clench the stem be-
tween his teeth. 

Mr. Root's smallest pipe is a 
charm sent with an invitation to 
a party. His smallest practical 
pipes are two vest pocket editions 
that can be folded. 

Like Mr. Strehli he believes that 

a good pipe does not need special 
breaking in. The secret of a sooth-
ing smoke is plenty of pipe cleaner 
and a frequent change of pipes. 

• 
With pipes carved to resemble 

dogs, skeletons, Turks, a cigar, 
underslung like a bulldog's jaw  

 and of every other conceivable 

shape, Mr. Root still contends he 
has never seen a pipe as odd as 

the plainest hat any modern wo-
men wears. 

Prize of the collection is a "cala-

bash" or gourd pipe with a gutta 

perche stem and pipe clay bowl. 
Dr. Sparks' collection is starred 

by the calabash pipe with amber 

stem and meerschaum bowl cove-
ted by Professor Root.
