Boasting a 
strong team 'every year. the visitors were 
soundly trounced by a determined squad of 
scarlet-clad cagers—yet no sounds of vic-
tory came from the tower marking the east 
extremity of the main structure on the 
campus. 

Judging from recent actions, there is 
need for an understanding between those 
in charge of ringing the bells and the don-
or. Certainly this is evident by contradict-
ing steps taken by the Administration in 
the last ten days.

Legislature Says "No" 
PROI. So Students Must Act 

N1EMBERS of the Tech Women's Athletic 
Association became acutely aware of 

the need for a college swimming pool this 
month when an invitation was received 
from the University of Georgia, asking 
that local mermaids compete in the nation-
al intercollegiate telegraphic swimming 
meet between March 15 and April 5. 

With the present setup at the institu-
tion, swimming can be offered to students 
only during the summer session when the 
city opens its pool. This arrangement is 
very unsatisfactory because of the addi-
tional expense to the student, because ways 
of transportation must be secured, and 
because the pool is usually so crowded 
with Lubbock's swimming enthusisasts 
that enrollees at Tech have no space for 
outlined exercises. 

• • * 

STATE appropriations for construction of 
a first class gymnasium with a swim-

ming pool on the campus seems impossible 
as legislators continue to answer "no" to 
urgent calls for money to meet such out-
standing needs. As is the rule in most in-
stances, it has reached the point where 
students must help themselves. 

Enrollees are required to deposit $7.50 
at the beginning of the fall semester to 
cover breakage in laboratories, loss of li-
brary books or damage to state property on 
the campus. The unused portion is re-
turned to the student at the conclusion of 
the spring scholastic period. 

With fifty cents from each deposit 
placed in a single sum, a total of 31,350 
becomes a reality—a sufficient amount 
with which to begin construction of a 
swimming pool. Cooperation with the stu-
dent body from the Administration, cam-
pus organizations, local business men ana 
other agencies connected with the college 
would make possible completion of the 
project. Optional payment of fifty cents 
annually after the construction is finished 
would give students use of the pool and 
keep it in first class condition. 

• • • 
IT is true that such action by the student 

body should be unnecessary. The state 
legislature, clothed with prejudice and 
lack of knowledge pertaining to Texas 
Tech as the answer to the need of West 
Texas. should easily realize this and oth-
er wants. Instead of "handing out" large 
sums to so many downstate schools that 
cover the eastern portion when compar-
ed to those found in almost remote places 
in West Texas. the law-making body 
might give Tech a few "red cents" to 
make life more pleasant and the educa-
tional plane wider here. 

But such a realization seems like a 
fairy tale. We must be content to "starve" 
our faculty with just a small wage and 
continue trying to "keep physically fit" 
in a gymnasium that resembles a barn.

ASKS EXTRA HOLIDAYS FOR CHRISTMAS

It seems that the students of Texas Tech 
would not be asking too much for some addi-
tional holidays Christmas.

and others its well, will leave early if these ad-
ditional holidays are not given. I am sure that 
many of the faculty as well would like to get 
out sooner so that they might visit with their 
parents on Christmas Day. 

Should these two additional days be given, 
It would be the same as giving us three and one-
half additional days. We get off Saturday af-
ternoon and Sunday anyway. Don't you think 
that the !students are justified in asking for 
these two extra days, no that they might get 
three and one-half day. extra, and so that they 
will be able to get home in plenty of time for 
Christmas? 

Of course, It Is up to the Administration to 
decide whether or not we should have there ex-
tra days.

Plank Offers Solution 
For Labor Difficulties 
(continued from page 1) 

by lack of understanding of Am-
erican policies and citizenship, 
Plank said. 

The maritime strike and the in-
dustrial strikes are bringing the 
labor problem to the front today 
as nothing has done before. A 
crisis has arisen in labor organi-
zation in the split of the American 
Federation of Labor into warring' 
groups which, so far, refuse to be 
reconciled. The selfishness of the
