Political Education 
NOW comes T. S. Stribling, noted South- 

ern writer, with a suggestion that an 
educational qualification be attached to the 
holding of public office. 

In a recent issue of Liberty magazine, 
Stribling explains that he made a survey 
of politics and politicians in a number of 
states while gathering material for a poli-
tical novel. Evidently he was shocked by 
his discoveries. They lead him to conclude 
that "municipal political machines are the 
festering points in American political life" 
because "they control city politics, nomi-
nate state politics and effect national poli-
tics .. - . It is from these machines' ward 
clubhouses," he adds, "that the actual 
practicing American politician arises. 
There American politicians are taught 
how to win elections." Where our lawyers, 
doctors, engineers, army and navy officers 
are "educated in a technique for doing ef-
ficient work" in their respective fields, 
the politician is merely trained in "how to 
get his job - . . The actual knowledge 
which would be required to make a suc-
cessful political leader exceeds that for 
any other profession. In theory, no citi-
zen should know more than he; in prac-

tice, few know less." 
. • • 

THE remedy, he argues, is the application 
to the profession of public office hold-

ing of training and licensing requirements 
such as arc now applied to the practice of 
the medical, legal and engineering profes-
sions. "Graduation from a political col-
lege should be," he suggests, "a legally re-
quired preparation for a political career. 
This would insure," Stribling reasons, 
"that the future American politician would 
be selected from the best human material, 
not the worst; that he would be trained 
in the conduct of social affairs, not in sim-
ple chicanery and finally, that he would re-
ceive his training not in a slippery district 
clubhouse but in that code of social con-
duct and responsibility which forms the 
moral atmosphere of every great American 
university." 

The "political scandal" which Stribling 
castigates cries out for correction. His 
prescription therefore is interesting, and 
logical. Its adoption will not come soon, 
but is worth consideration. Meanwhile, 
if its author took time to check the num-
ber of "machine politicians" who possess 
college degrees or have had some univer-
sity training, he might be led to doubt the 
efficacy of his own cure. And conceiv-
ably he might urge, before its adoption, 
some correction and uplift, where the need 
is disclosed by survey, of the "code of 
social conduct and responsibility which 
forms the moral atmosphere" of colleges 
and universities that prepare American 
youth for citizenship and its duties. 

Art Today And Tomorrow 

MANY of us who visited the art exhibit

Today's Thought 
"THE best which instructors at school 

can do is give you the best informa-
tion you can obtain, but you have to pic-
ture for yourself what you will do in life, 
and with the use of this information given, 
struggle along these lines towards acquisi-
tion of specific knowledge." Mr. Charles 
Kettering, president of the General Motors 
Research Laboratories, suggests a specific 
line to struggle along. 

"The worst thing that can happen, it 
seems to me, is to have a school deal prin-
cipally in terms of fear, force and artifi-
cial authority." Dr. Albert Einstein of rela-
tivity fame suggests a doing away with the 
"I'll flunk you if you aren't good" set-up 
in schools. 

Enough etiquette to start students out 
on a concrete road to social-smoothness is 
being offered in weekly lessons at Minne-
sota university. 
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ere 	y the violent 
splashes of color apparently thrown at a 
canvas without meaning or motive. In the 
last decade the artistic movement has been 
from one of extreme romanticism to one 
of extreme cubism and naturalism. 

Like much of the modern literature, 
there is no apparent plot or thought be-
hind the art of the age. This may be ex-
plained by the fact that the general trend 
of today is toward individualism. Each 
artist seeks to portray his idea of color 
and pattern rather than something that 
will be pleasing to the public eye. The 
paintings in general show the influence 
of the sentimentalism of the Victorian per-
iod, the abstractions of cubism, and the 
broken color of the impressionists in spon-
taneous sweep of line, and in fresh crisp 
color combinations with a sleek surface 
in juxtaposition with a rough one. 

• • 

ALL the art of the day is in the extreme. 
 The naturalist finds every tiny detail 

and includes it. On the other hand there 
is the artist who looks to the shape, the 
beauty of line and the blending of color. 
Still another group sends a message to the 
age with a portrayal of socialism or pos-
sibly some religious movement. 

Whether or not modern art will live 
and whether or not the bourgeois has 
found what the artist meant to find is un-
certain. Nevertheless, one benefit will be 
derived from the movement—the artist 
will be more acutely sensitive to line and 
color than ever before. This fact will 
likely bring about a better and longer 
lasting art in the future.
