Stangel was appointed dean of 
agriculture in 1945 when Arthur 
H. Leidigh retired to the position 
of dean emeritus and professor of 
agronomy. He first came to Tech 
as head of the animal husbandry 
department in 1925 when the in-
stitution opened. He was a mem-
ber of the original faculty. 

DEAN STANGEL was chairman 
of the Tech Athletic Council from 
1925 to 1948. 

Under his direction, the Tech 
farms' livestock program grew 
from two gray mares to balanced 
herds of Herefords, Aberdeen An-
gus, Brahman, swine, sheep and 
flocks of chickens and turkeys. 

Stange] was born Aug. 16, 1889, 
at Stangelville, Wisc., a town 
named after his family. 

HE CAME TO TEXAS with his 
parents before 1900. In 1910 he

Enrolling in 1911 in Texas A&M, 
he received his Bachelor of Science 
degree with a major in animal 
husbandry in 1915.

Where Should the Library Be? 
(Editor's note: This is the first of a series 
of editorials on possible locations for the 
new library for Tech. An attempt will be 
made to fully discuss the different aspects 
of different locations — the advantages and 
disadvantages to the Tech student body. 

ONE OF THE KNOTTIEST problems 
facing the people planning Tech's build-
ing future is where to put the new li-
brary. 

One plan calls for putting the much 
needed building across the Broadway 
entrance just off the Circle. This, in 
our opinion would be a poor choice. 

FIRST, this location would com-
pletely close off the main entrance from 
town to students. From present indi-
cations, the master-plan calls for com-
pletely closing off the campus to through 
traffic from College avenue. 

This in itself is an unwise plan, in 
our opinion, because of the inconvenience 
that will be caused off-campus students 
and faculty. The bulk of the off-
campus population, both student and 
faculty, live in the area from Fourth 
street to Nineteenth street back toward 
downtown Lubbock. And housing con-
ditions necessitate that this area stay the 
population center, at least as far as stu-
dents are concerned, because in this area 
are the apartments and boarding houses 
for students. 

In the area south of Nineteenth 
there are few such housing facilities, or, 
from our observation, much possibility 
of there being as the system of home 
ownership in that area isn't inclined to 
allow for many more apartments and 
boarding houses than are there now. 
The same can be said for the area north 
of Fourth Street. 

SECOND, this wouldn't be the 
most efficient location for the library. 
Plans call for building classrooms and 
dormitories to the west, in the direction 
of the Tech farms. This would shift 
the center of Tech's student population, 
in the future, westward., The library 
would be to the east. Thus, it would 
be on the opposite side campus from the

For off-campus students, the loca-
tion would be no more convenient. If 
College is closed off, it would be nec-
essary to drive around on either Nine-
teenth or Fourth and then in to a park-
ing lot, from whence would be a walk to 
the library. There would be a percent-
age of off-campus students living close 
enough to the campus to walk to the 
library, but there would be a large 
enough percentage having to drive to 
label the location a definite inconven-
ience. 

THIRD, the present view of the 
Tech campus from downtown would be 
destroyed. It would be replaced with a 
view of the library. The question is, 
would the view be as good as the present 
scene? Very possibly it would. The 
building could be so designed — and we 
are sure it would — as to be an improve-
ment over the present view of the 
Science building. 

But, what about the symmetry of 
the campus plan. Such a location will 
close off the Circle. The library, of 
necessity to view, would have to face 
downtown. This would have the Ad 
building, the Chemistry-Science-Library 
buildings, the Textile Engineering and 
other engineering buildings and the Mu-
seum sitting with the Circle, while the 
Library would be facing away. This 
completely destroys any semblance of 
symmetry. Even if the library were 
built with two fronts in order to blend 
with the Circle, it would be like a movie 
stage — false fronts. The whole layout 
would look definitely haphazard, and 
we know the planners are acutely in-
terested in having a harmonious, beauti-
ful campus, even in such minor details 
as plants. 

Of the possible locations for the 
new library, we consider the location 
across the Broadway entrance one of the 
poorest — if not the poorest — choices. 

Students are an active lot 
and, consequently, go places 
and do things, one of which is 
the movies. I'd venture to say 
that the students of Tech see 
more movies proportionately 

_than the citizens of Lubbock. 

This listing would be a good 
thing all around. The theatre 
would get more customers. The 
students would get the conven-
ience of having our own paper 
tell us where the shows are, 
and what is good. Besides, why 
should students have fo buy 
downtown papers when their 
own paper could furnish the 
listings. 

I'm sure that anything that 
the staff of The Toreador can 
to along these lines will be ap-
preciated by the entire Tech 
campus.

iors third with 315 votes ea., 
and seniors on the bottom with 
249 cast votes. 

There were 515 votes cast in 
the Engineering representatives 
race, 257 of which were cast by 
engineers. To have won the elec-
tion, a candidate would have need-
ed 129 votes. 
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
