Home is San Francisco Del Oro, 
Chihuahua, Mexico, where she 
plans to spend Christmas. It is 
almost an established fact that 
she will not have a white Christ 
man, but this is enlightening be-
cause of her distinct dislike for 
cold weather. 

This distaste for low tempera-
ture developed while attending 
school in Canada where winter 
sports are popular extracurricular 
activities.

Still batting 1.000 after five 
grueling basketball games, Tech's 
Raiders come face to lace with 
another unbeaten squad tomorrow 
night in the Coliseum. 

THE SANTA CLARA cagers 
have won four. This will be the 
second meeting to the two schools. 
In 1954 at the National Collegiate 
playoff tournament in Corvallis, 
Oregon. the Broncs dropped the  

Raiders 73-69. 
Coach of the Broncs. Bob Fi•e-

rick has three starters returning 
from last year's team. The only 
common opponent of both Tech 
and Santa Clara is West Texas 
State. Tech slaughtered the Buf-
faloes 95-73 in a wild offensive 
game while the Santa Clara five 

' won 58-46. 

THE GAME TOMORROW will 
be Tech's last home appearance 
before they head off to the South-

. west Conference preseason tourna-
ment in Houstcin Dec. 26-28. Tech's 
first game is against SMU,,the 
defending SWC champion, at 2 
p.m. Dec. 26. 

With four wins under their belt, 
the Drones will be looking for 
blood. Both Tech and Santa Clara 
were considered to be at least one 
year away from being contending 
clubs. Each has but one senior. 
Tech has five juniors and eight 
sophomores. while Santa Clara has 
seven juniors and six sophomores. 

COACH POLK ROBISON warns 
that the Raiders' early victories 
do not mean that his team is a 
year ahead of the schedule and 
are  top contenders. "In nearly 
every instance," he points out, "we 
caught the opposing team below 
its best. Just the same, I'm proud 
of my boys. They're playing good 
basketball, but not quite so well 
as  some of the Southwest Con- 

• erence teams who have been' 
meeting tougher competition." 

However when the Tech squad 
dropped a strong Georgia Tech 
team, the value of their stock 
went up. 

Gene Arrington, 6-4, sophomore 
from Palo Duro High School 
earned a starting berth for the 
79-72 win over Louisiana State. 
He has nosy made 29 points for 
an  average of 5.8 points per game. 

A SIZZLING 27 points against 
LSU pulled Gerald Myers total 
up to 78 points. Myers is second 
high in scoring total with 15.6 
points per game average. 

Still leader in the Tech scoring 
department is Pod Hill. Hill had 
a  cold night against LSU but re-
tained his lead with a total of 91 
points scored in five games. This 
is an  average of 18.2 points per 
game. 

WADE WOLFE and Charlie 
Lynch are two more of Tech's 
high scoring men. Wolf has hit 
for a total of 58 points or 11.6 
per game while Lynch is but three 
points behind. Lynch has put away 
55 points for a 11.0 average per 
game. 

Chuck Key has scored a total of 
32 points, Pat Noakes has 27. 
Noakes, working the backboard 
against LSU, put away 16 re-
bounds. Dale McKeehan has scored 
19 points. The Tech team as a 

whole has tallied up 402 points to 
their opponents 313. 

WITH LITTLE. IF ANY, rest 
for the weary, the Raiders will 
open their 1958 season with a Jan. 
4 game against Rice in Houston. 
Rice is a big favorite to win the 
Southwest Conference this year. 

Close on the heels of the Rice 
game, but at nome this time the 
Tech cagers take on TCU and then 
SMU three days later. Jan. 7 

marks the TCU date and SMU is 
played the 10th. 

A SCHEDULE for the rest of 
the year, after the SMU game, 
starts off with Arkansas at Fay-
etteville on Jan. 13. A few days 
off for rest and exams and play 
is resumed the 25th when Baylor 
is played here. 

Texas A&M at College Station 
on Feb. 1. Texas University at 
Austin Feb. 8. Baylor at Waco 
Feb. 11. Then two home games 
when on Feb. 15 the Raiders play 
Arkansas, and Feb. 18 when Texas 
comes to Lubbock. 

Feb. 22, play goes to Dallas and 
SMU. Feb. 25, Texas A&M at Lub-
bock. TCU in Fort Worth Mar. 1. 
Last game of the season is against 
the Rice Owls on Mar. 4 in Lub-
bock. 

It is expected that there will be 
plenty of seats for the game. Stu- 

dents without Saturday classes 
will probably leave for the holi-
days Friday in order to take full 
advantage of the short holidays. 

The game will be at 8 p.m. Fri-
day. Prices are $2 for reserved 
cats and $1.50 for general ad-

mission.
