Excavating was done in Moore', 
rock shelters. It was discovered by 
Ben Moore of O'Donnell who ro-
ported his find to Tech official., 

 This was a continuation of work 
which had been started two weeks 
ago on a previous field trip. Three 
baskets, common to Big Bend 
culture, were found in the shelter. 
Also bits of jewelry, a mans 
(hand grinding stone), cordage, a 
well preserved fire hearth, and 
considerable amounts of f ood 
items, were found.

Beef Calf Feed 
Test Underway 

A commercial feeding test using 
10 Hereford calves from the Pan-
Tech farms near Amarillo Is un-
derway on the aggie farms for the 
purpose of saving time and money 
at no sacrifice to quality cattle, W. 
I. Stangel, head of the division of 
agriculture, announced. 

Calves undergoing the feeding 
test are to be fed as stockers 
through the winter until early 
spring. In the late spring they will 
be placed on pasture land where 
they will remain until early fall. 
For the final feeding period the 
calves will be divided into Iota of 
five each with one group being 
hand fed while the other is self-
fed. To further substantiate the 
findings of the initial test, a second 
group of 10 Hereford calves will 
begin an identical test in January, 
Stange] said. 

The test results, showing feeds-
used and time rate of weight gain-
ed by the Ihnimals will be posted 
next year at the South Plains live-
stock show where the calves are 
to be entered in the fat yearling 
steers class. The first showing of 
the experimental group is to be at 
the spring livestock show in Lub-
bock as stocker calves. 

Exact techniques employed and 
feeding methods used for the cat-
tle will be available along with ant 
other desired information from the 
animal husbandry department at 
the completion of the project, said 
Stangel.

Tech Veterans 
Have Privileges 

"Veterans at Tech get mere con-
sideration and it is easier for 
them to get books and equipment 
than it is at other major institu-
tions". W. C. Cole, manager of 
Tech Bookstore, said yesterday. 

Cole has recently returned from 
a meeting of the Southern Region 
of the National Association of 
College stores held in San An-
tonio. He said that one of the 
major problems discussed at the 
meeting, was the handling of vet-
eran's financial affairs. 

At Texas University and Texas 
A&M, Cole said veterans have to 
go to the coordinator's office and 
get a requisition after they finish 
registration. They can not buy 
any of their supplies unless they 
have a list of the ones they need. 
Cole said that even during. the 
semester if a veteran wants to buy 
a five cent pencil on the G. 7. bill, 
he has to go to the coordinator's 
office for a requisition. 

At Tech, veterans are given 
books and they can buy any of 
their supplies at any time. The 
only thing required to purchase 
books at Tech is the signature of 
the instructor. Cole explained that 
Tech's method of handling this is 
much less complicated and veter-
ans do not have to stand in line 
to get their requisition. 

In the fall semester of 1947 the 
largest number of veterans were 
enrolled. Since then the enroll-
ment of veterans at Tech has de-
creased 10 per cent. At texas 
University there was a decrease of 
13 per cent. Cole said that it was 
estimated that by 1950, the num-
ber of veteran students-  will have 
decreased 75 per cent.
