Inauguration Is 
Peak Of Career 
The in 	of Dr. D. M. 

Wiggins as the fifth president of 
Tech Tuesday night will mark a 
high point in the life of a man 
whose career as an educator began 
32 years ago. 

Born Dec. 9, 1895, in Crowley, 
La., Doctor Wiggins moved at an 
early age to Canadian, where he 
received his grade and high school 
education. 

He attended Goodnight college, 
and received his bachelor of arts 
degree from Hardin-Simmons mk-
• --Ity in 1919. Doctor Wiggins did 

ate work at the University 
icago in 1925-26. 

ester of arts degree was con-
.  by Yale In 1928. Two years 
lat. re was awarded the degree 
of rtor of philosophy by the 
same university, Hardin-Simmons 
conferred the degree of doctor of 
laws upon him in 1943. 

He began Is career as an edu-
cator in 1917 •then he became the 
principal of Burkburnett High 
school. After a short period of 
service in the army. he served as 
orinciPal first in Vernon, then In 
Canadian, later becoming superin-
end.: of schools in the latter 

city. 
In 1925, Doctor Wiggins went to 

iferdin-Simmons as dean of stu-
dents and professor of education. 
In 1935, he was chosen president 
of the Texas College of Mines and 
Metallurgy, a post which he held 
until he became the president of 
Tech Sept, 1, 1948. 

Doctor Wiggins was married to 
Winnie Kinard of Memphis, Tex., 
.n 1918. They have no children.

Dr. D. M. Wiggins will be inau-
gurated as the fifth president of 
Texas Technological college at 8 p. 
m. Tuesday in Jones stadium. 

In an impressive formal cere-
mony of Investment, the first such 
to be held in the stadium, Doctor 
Wiggins will be officially installed 
In the position which he has held 
since Sept. 1, 1948, 

He succeeded Dr. W. M. Why-
burn, whose four-year tenure in 
the presidency was terminated in 
1948 by his resignation to become 
head of the department of mathe-
matics at the University of North 
Carolina. 

The Tuesday evening inaugura-
tion will climax a day-long pro-
gram of events which are to be at-
tended by representatives of 114 so-
cieties, colleges, and universities, 
and possibly by state dignitaries 
including Gov. Beauford Jester, 
Rep. Preston E. Smith of Lubbock, 
and Sen. Kilmer B. Corbin of La-
mesa. 

t'articipating in the installation 
service wit be Dr. Clifford B, Jones, 
president emeritus of Tech; Dr. 
Doak S. Campbell, president of 
Florida State university; and mem- 
hers of this college's Board of Di- 
rectors. Doctor Jones Is to preside 
at the inaugural; and Doctor 
Campbell is to deliver the address. 

Students and townspeople are to 
be admitted free to the outdoor 
ceremony, which, in case of in-
clement weather, will be held in the 
Lubbock Senior high school audi-
torium. 

The inaugural day will begin with 
s luncheon at 12:30 p.m. at the 
Country club. Guest speaker is to 
be Dr. W. H. Cowley of Stanford 
university. Special guests will be 
the institutional representatives 
and representatives of learned and 
honorary societies, many of whom 
are members of the faculty or per-
sons residing in or near Lubbock.

A number of cases of German 
measles have been recorded at the 
infirmary the past two weeks, Doc-
tor Rose said, but not enough for 
an epidemic. 

"There is no use in becoming 
larmed." the infirmary physic-

ian stated. German measles are a 
benign disease which rarely causes 
any complications. This type of 
measles is evidenced by a rash 
which lasts three to five days, and 
a feeling of slight discomfort. 

Doctor Rose advised that any 
students who break out should 
come to the infirmary for a check-
up to see whether they have 
measles, scarlet fever or other 
more serious diseases. Most child- 
hood diseases, which  are  all that 
are  on  the campus  at  present, dis-
appear in May. the doctor said.
