Navy Calls Nelson, 
- But Which One? 

Lf it had happened back home, a 
couple of Minnesota Seanchnaviar.s 
new to the Tech faculty this se-
raester wouldn't have caused a 
snarl In administrative matters. 

But in Texas where the name 
Nelson doesn't fill several pages 
of every telephone book there was 
plenty of confusion for a couple 
of days over who was going back 

t• in the Navy. 

On Sept. 8, Harold Nelson, assist-
ant professor of jourrallian, arrived 
In Lubbock after 1,200 dusty miles 

. of driving. An acquaintance cas-
ually dropped the remark that 
"some sort of Navy orders" await-
ed him at school. 

To Nelson. who says his World 
war two naval service didn't par-
ticularly distinguish him, and 
who's been strictly "inactive re-

serve" most of the time since the 
war, it wart a body blow. He'd 
just disposed of most of his furni-
ture, rented his Minneapolis home, 
packed up his wife and two chil-
dren, and driven to Lubbock.  It 
was too late  in  the day to  get a 

firm check on the report. 
Western union finally cleared the 

business up by digging out a tele-
gram addressed to LaVerne Nel-
son, dinarritory counselor In West 

'hall. Lt informed L. Nelson that 
Navy of ders to active duty await-
ed him at Duluth. Minn., Sept. 26. 

L. Nelson is in the process of 
tdelaying his cadets. Tech is keep-
ing a Journalism teacher and pos-
sibly a counselor, too. 

Parking }mil/ties on the campus 
will be operated under a new traf-
fic system as announced by Lewis 
N. Jones. assistant dean of stu-
dent life. 

Enumeration of all cars parked 
on the campus took place during 
regular registration procedures. 
Stickers were lamed by student 
mama members to students who 
have cars on the campus at any 
time. Horton Russell, student coun-
cil president, said. Drivers' license 
and license plate numbers were 
registered before stickers were is-
sued. Russell stated. 

Under the new system students 
living in dormitories have been 
given assigned parking places near 
their respective dormitories and 
will not be able to drive to campus 
buildings to class. Jones stated. 
Studen.s living off campus who 
drive cars to school have received 
stickers which serve as permits to 
the divisional parking lots. Jones 
emphasized that every ear parked 
on the campus must be duly regis-
tered and bear a sticker. 

City patrolmen will check cars 
In the campus parking areas to 
see that stickers are displayed, 
Jones said. Violators will be refer-
red to a special student panel to 
be organized soon from the Stu-
dent council, Russell stated. Pa-
trolmen have issued reminders to 
drivers of cars parked on pave-
ment during the week. 

Twelve parking areas have been 
provided for students and staff 
members, according to a directive 
from Jones. Four areas, all desig-
nated as Area "A" will serve non-
dormitory students in the divisions 
of agriculture. arts and sciences, 
businessadministration and home 
economics. These four "A" areas 
are  located south of the Adminis-
tration building. west of the Chem-
istr• building. west of the Journal-
ism building and between the li-
brary and Chemistry buildings, 
Jon. said. 

Enginering students living off 
campus will park their cars  in 
Area "B" located west of the En-
gineering building Area "C" which 
includes the hard surfaced areas 
north of Men's dormitories 3 and 
4 and the area west of Men's dor-
mitory 4, will be used by residents 
of Men's dormitories 3 and 4 and 
by Sneed hall residents. 

Area "D" is the hard surfaced 
lot west of West hall and will be 
used by West and Sneed hall resi-
dents. Area "E" will be used by 

Dorms Have Same 
Fare, Few Rooms, 
New Menu Plan 

All campus dormitories are un-
der a new unified-menu program 
with a near capacity residence. 

Only the girls dormitories are 
not filled to capacity. The men's 
dorms have been filled since July 
13 And still carry a waiting list of 
about 100 students, H. L. Burgess. 
head of the dorm reservation of-
fice. says. 

Room reservation requests gain-
ed momentum following the out-
:weak of the Korean war, Burgess 
:mons. After a waiting list  of 260 
men was compiled requests were 
riot accepted. By early this week 
he waiting list had been pared to 

105. 

"Every hall will have exactly 
the same menu as the other halls," 
Miss Zoe Harris, director of food 
service, says. emphasizing that less 
wasted food means better food. 

The only variation in  menus  will 
be the result of use of foods that 
have not been used at previous 
meals because of the absence of 
large numbers of students, Miss 
Harris states. 

Meanwhile Marshall Pennington. 
comptroller, says rumors to the 
effect that room and board will 
be advanced are not factual. "We 
have no intention of raising prices 
unless the economic situation 
makes it absolutely essential," he 
says. 

Sixty-seven faculty and staff 
members today are among the 
newcomers at Tech as the 1930 
fall semester opens. 

Included in the group are three 
new deans and five new depart-
ment heads. Arts and sciences di-
vision. with 29 additions. leads all 
other divisions. The business ad-
ministration division is second 
with 10. Other editions include 
seven in the agriculture division, 
five in engineering, two in home 
economics. the three new members 
to the administration. four other 

Enrollment figures will perhaps 
rnrpass the 1949 fall term total 
of 5,844 when registration is com-
pleted,  Miss Evelyn Clewell, as-
sistant registrar, indicated Friday 
morning. 

Approximately 5,300 students had 
already received permits to regis-
ter by the time registration closed 
Thursday afternoon. The number 
included adults taking Saturday 
and night courses under an exten-
sive new program. 

Approximately 1,031 freshmen 
took part in orientation activities, 
Dr. Ernest Wallace, assistant dean 
of arts and sciences, announced. 
The largest number was in the 
ants and scierices division, with 
about 335. Agriculture and busi-
ness administration divisions were 
next with some 205 each. Engi-
neering had about 200 and home 
economics had about 85 taking 
part In orientation activities. 

This is the first year that fresh-
men  have been registered in busi-
ness administration. Previously 
the students have registered for 
their first year in the arts and 
sciences division. 

Regular registration closed Fri-
day afternoon, but late registra-
tion will continue through next 
Thursday'. A fee for late registra-
tion will be charged beginning 
Tuesday. 

Persons enrolling in Saturday 
and evening classes will complete 
registration at the first meeting 
of the class, Miss Clewell said. 

Registration went off somewhat 
smoother than in the past, Miss 
Clewell stated. 

The new night and Saturday 
courses offered will be mostly for 
teachers and businessmen.
