Wiggins Tells Of 
Textile Research 

Pres. D. M. Wiggins spoke to the 

11th Annual Cotton Research con-

gress yesterday morning. The  con-

gress is being held at the Baker 

hotel in Dallas. 

President Wiggins' speech was 

entitled "Textile Research" and 

dealt with the problems of cotton 

substitutes and synthetics versus 

natural cotton. Wiggins said that' 
more  must be known about the 
physical properties and how to 
overcome limitations of cotton in 
order to give better cotton pro-
ducts to the public. Speaking of 
natural cotton, Wiggins added. "A 
more specific classification is need-
ed to aid the mills in choosing the 
most economical cotton for their 
end product. In Texas we are work-, 
ing toward this end by studying the 
many varieties and types of cot-
ton from the fiber, yard and fabric 
standpoints." 

Dr. Lyle E. Hessler, director of 
cotton research, and Mr. Herbert 
E. Rieke  are  attending the con-
gress with President Wiggins as 
representatives of cotton research 
at Texas Tech. 

It is estimated that Tech will 
have  an  enrollment of 12,000 stu-
dents within the next ten years.

No matter how you look at this program, it always points 
toward immediate draft and  use  of reserves and guard units. 
Truman said bold, undisguised aggression must be stopped at 
all costs. To Tech students this cost means primarily  one  thing—
military service. 

Although no official announcement has been made  as  yet, 
it is presumed that college students will be allowed to finish 
the semester they are in before being called. Tech students in 
the National Guard and the active reserve do not have this 
assurance of temporary immunity to call. Advanced ROTC 
students who have signed a contract with the government to 
serve if called are to be allowed to finish four years of college 
before going into the armed forces. In the past those ROTC 
cadets who so desired could waive the college-degree require-
ment and enter the Army as second lieutenants. 

Even those students now too young to be affected can ex-
pect to be directly involved in the global turmoil sooner or later. 

What does all this mean to the Tech student? Just this—
everyone is going to be involved in the Korean situation or a 
similar world crisis within the next five or ten years. Truman 
stated that the U.S. would continue to build its armed forces 
for the next "several years" to insure our safety and the safety-
of all freedom-loving countries of the world. He is planning an 
all-out effort to rid the world of Communist aggression and this 
country will bark him to the extent of mobilizing every able-
bodied citizen whether male  or  female if that is what is neces-
sary. 

If  World War III is to be global and every sign points  to 
this end then every citizen must sacrifice and work toward a 
common goal—a world of peace and security.
