2500 Enter Interscholastic Contests

Texas Tech became a "battle-
ground" yesterday as more than 
2500 high school students began 
vying for Region 1 championships 
of 15 Interscholastic League con-
tests in a gigantic two-day meet. 

Battles will be waged in track 
and field, tennis, golf, literary, 
speech and math events. The con-
tests will be held in three con-
ferences—AA, A and B—based on 
the enrollment of the schols from 
which the contestants come. Win-
ners of these events will be eligi-
ble to compete for state cham-
pionships May 1-3 at Austin. 

THE REGIONAL MEET open-
ed yesterday at 8:45 am. as ten-
nis contestants met with George 
Philbrick, Tech tennis coach for 
preliminary matches. The finals 

are scheduled today.

Engineers' Show 
Displays Model 
Satellite Today

The Tech Engineering Show gets 

into full swing today as the en-
gineering departments have dis-
plays ranging from "jumping suit-
cases" to a scale model satellite 
in orbit. 

THE "JUMPING SUITCASE" 
works  on  the same principle  as 
the gyroscope. A wheel is set 
into motion inside the suitcase; 
this effect tries to prevent the 
suitcase from being turned in ano-
ther direction. The same principle 
is used on the liner Queen Mary 
to aid in preventing  sea  sickness; 
the wheel helps keep the ship 
from rocking and swaying with 
the waves. 

In  the West Engineering Build-
ing,  a  scale model Vanguard com-
plete with electronic information 
transmitting devices of the actual 
Vanguard satellite launched by 
the Navy, is in operation. 

STEREOPHONIC music is be-
ing played; small man made bolts 
of lighting and the human body 
used  as a  conductor of electricity 
to light  a  neon sign also may be 
seen.

CONSIDLIUNG that the major uttiLrs 

of the Student Council, excepting busi-
ness manager, were contested and that 
the largest number of candidates in 
memory were running for office, the 
turn-out of voters at last Wednesday's 
election was more than disappointing. 

A large slate of candidates, speeches 
in government classes and a political ral-
ly should have been enough incentive 
to bring out more than the 2,721 who 

voted. 

This is about 300 less than voted 
at last spring's election when the top 
two offices were unopposed. But more 
than this, it is a pitifully small per cent 
of the total population of Tech of nearly 
8,000. 

Apparently either one of two condi-
tions exist on the Tech campus: the stu-
dents are satisfied with the way things 
have been run in the past and trust the  

future, or they t1011 . 1. care what happens 
in the future. 

One of the greatest dangers of the 
nation is a poor voting percentage in 
elections. College ideally would be the 
training ground for teaching people to 
vote. 

Things are close at hand. The voter 
has had a chance to hear the candidates 
and from this decide which he will sup-
port. The voter has reason to be in-
crested in student government, for in 
few situations will government influence 
him more directly than in college. 

And there have been complaints 
this year at the way things were being 
handled — though from our observa-
tion, an excellent job has been done. 

The run-off election will be next 
Wednesday. It is every students duty, by 
logic, to vote. Then he has every right 
to complain and expect results for his 
complaints.

President Jones in an intro-
ductory letter stated that the 
job of the Discipline Committee 
was an enormous one as re-
vealed by the report and the 
committee has discharged its 

sponSibllitiee Meat:atoll/Ty' well 
under difficult and complicated 
'circumstances. 

Since about February 1 the 
, t.iff of the Dean of Student 
Lae and Discipline Committee 
have thoroughly investigated 
allegations that a number of 
'Zech students have participat-
'ed In illegal entry of buildings 
and in dishonesty in academic 
work. 

Following interviews by the 
Student Life Deans, the Disci-
pline Committee interviewed 
each of the 66 students who 
were alleged to have entered 
buildings illegally or to have 
cheated. 

On this one series of cases. 
the Committee gave more than 
70 hours for more than 630 
man-hours in meetings, exclus- 
lye of time spent by Deans and 
by individual Committee mem-
bers) to investigation and deli-
beration. 

•  THE COMMITTEE recom-
mended  that 13 of the 66 stu-
- 
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Borer.), the Committee asked 
that the President reinstate 
these three students on strict-
est disciplinary probation for 
the remainder of their enroll-
ment. 

THE COMMITTEE regrets 
that in all probability many 
serious offenders of the code of 
honesty which this college es-
pouses are untouched by its in-
vestigation and actions. With 
the help of the administration 
the faculty and the student 
body, much may yet be done 
to rectify this inequity. 

The Committee desires to ob-
tain help from all who have in-
formation that would tend to 
exonerate the innocent or to 
convict the guilty. Its hope-
shared strongly by President 
Jones—is that "this unhappy 
mess" will firmly establish in 
the minds of all students and 
faculty that Texas Tech, as an 
institution, will not tolerate 
cheating in any form. 

FOR THE PROTECTION of 
the good reputation of the col-
lege, and the validity of the de-
grees which it grants. and the 
class standing of honest stu-
dents, it is essential that the 
code of honesty be reaffirmed. 

The Discipline Committee 
views with serious concern the 
willingness of any faculty mem-
ber or member of any college 
agency to advise students not 
to sign statements concerning 
their guilt or innocence in the 
matter, and to advise students 
to say as little as possible when 
questioned. 

THE COMMITTEE f irmly 
believes that in this case touch 
harm has been done to students 
and to the college by this ad- 
vice which was tantamount to 
advice to refuse to cooperate 
fully with any duly authorized 
group working for the better-
ment of the college. 

The problem of combating 
cheating on any college campus 
Is the joint responsibility of ad-
ministration, faculty and stu-
dent body. The Committee feels 
that it is not the duty of the 
faculty to police students in an 
effort to keep them honest. 

IT IS CONVINCED, how-
ever, that faculty members 
need frequent reminders that 
it is they who largely provide 
the atmosphere which will 
cause student honesty to pre-
vail on a campus. 

The Committee hopes that 
this report will give added rea-
son to encourage students and 
faculty to cooperate fully in 
riding Tech of a shameful con-
dition as concerns honesty.

placed on disciplinary proba-
tion ranging from one month 
to the remainder of enrollment; 
that, by letter 31 be placed on 
notice that they will be ex-
pected to display the most ex-
emplary citizenship in the col-
lege for the remainder of their 
enrollment; and that the in-
vestigation continue. 

Of those recommended for 
suspension, several made ex-
tensive admissions of guilt; 

■ others denied guilt but were 
recommended for suspension 
because cumulative evidence of 
guilt seemed convincing to the 
Committee and because, when 
tHVCII the opportunity, these 
students did not conduct them-
selves in such a way nor 
answer in such a manner as to 
convince the Committee of 
their good faith and good 
citizenship. 

ONE WAS recommended for 
suspension because of his re-
peated display, before the as-
sembled Committee and before 
individual members thereof, of 
discourteous and disrespectful 
attitude and words. 

The Committee, at Dr. Jones' 
request, later reviewed the case 
of 3 of the 13 suspended. Be-
cause it had seriously question-
ed its own decision at the time
