Rogers Is First 
'Culture' Speaker 
Just 25 years ago Sunday, 

the Tech band was preparing 
to greet a world-famous actor 
and humorist who would bring 
one of the first "cultural" pro-
grams to West Texas. The man 
was Will Rogers. 

Campus tradition has it that 
the Tech band was  . especially 
interested in welcoming this 
personality to the. oainpus be-
cause he had been instrumental 
in supplying them with new 
uniforms. The story is told that 
on  a  previouS occasion, Amon 
G. Carter, publisher of the Fort 
Worth Star-Telegram, and Will 
had watched in the Fort Worth 
train station  as a  bedraggled, 
poorly uniformed Tech band 
came  in for the Matador-Horned 
Frog game. Shocked by their 
appearance, Will offered to give 
them a 51.500 check if Carter 
would match it. 

Performs Despite Weather 
Although the roads were almost 

impassible, Rogers performed 
before  a  sell-out crowd. Ac-
companying him were the fa-
mous DeResszke singers. 

Will said that he  was  rushing 
to Lubbock to beat Queen Ma-
rie of Rumania and he did by a 
few days. 

The famous actor began his 
career  as a  rope-throwing cow-
boy  on  a vaudeville stage but 
rose  to wealth and fame as a

Women, there is a field open 
for you in industrial psychology. 

"I feel that there are opportuni-
ties for women in this area," said 
Dr. Kuntz, assistant professor of 
psychology. 

Many college placement services 
receive calls for women students 
with a background in industrial 
psychology to do clerical work. If 
the firm needs a part time per-
sonnel worker, the stenographer 
who has had training in personnel 
testing and other industrial psy-
chology courses has a definite ad-
vantage. Workers are more valu-
able to the company when they 
can act as part-time counselors or 
personnel directors, commented 
Dr. Kuntz. 

"This is not entirely a man's 
field," stated Dr. Kuntz. Larger 
industries hire women counselors 
to work with women employees. 

Industrial psychology is a new 
field offered at Tech. Dr. Kuntz 
began teaching here this semester. 
Personnel testing and advanced 
industrial psychology, which will 
cover projects dealing with prob-
ems met in personnel work, will 

be offered next semester. Evening 
courses will permit students who 
are employed to study industrial .

, Another prominent musician 
who contributed to Tech's song 
list is Fred Waring. Waring wratd 
"Red Raiders" based on the "Tor+ 
eador gong" in 1942, for Kappa 
Kappa Psi, honoraiy band fratern-
ity, Who requested a song by him. 

"Texas Tech On Parade" was 
written by FA Chenette, a 
friend of Dr. Wiley's. 

Thornton Allen, a professional 
song writer and music Duhlish-
er, has contributed three songs ■ 

to Tech's file. "Texas Tech Han

as Tech." All were published in 
1946.

The purpose of your Letters to 
The Editor Column, I understand, 
is for the airing of the views ant , 

 beefs of the embattled student. I 
have such a beef and believe that 
it is justified. 

After due inquiry, I learned that 
a studio is awarded the contract 
to take the students' pictures for 
La Ventana on the basis of a corn-
petitive bid. This presupposes that 
the studio had sufficient knowl-
edge beforehand of what the prob-
lents were and considered them-
selves able to meet them. Perhaps 
the employees of a picture studio 
think that their time is more im-
portant than that of a student; 
however, I believe that their time 
is no more important to them than 
a student's time is to him. 

I made three trips to the stu-
dio this year before I was privi-
leged to have my picture taken by 
a lone photographer. I have since 
made several trips to see my 
proofs or try to catch the proof 
man at home, but no luck yet. 

The lunch hour period is a very 
important time to several rather 
large groups of students on the 
campus. There are those who work 
in the morning and go to school 
in the afternoon, or vice versa, 
and there are those who live off 
the campus, not infrequently sev-
eral blocks from the school, and  
who must make an extra trip to 
College Avenue n o t knowing 
whether the trip will be in vain.

She May Be Hysteria Victim 
Has  your  Potential date com-

plained of a headache recently? 
Well, watch her closely next time 
you go out with her. See if she 
does -anything else unusual, like 
backing upstairs, using only one 
arm, or many other things that 
might be considered idiosyncra-

cies. 

It's possible she's hysterical. 
Maybe you'd better take her to a 
doctor instead of a movie. 

Woman Treated 

A Lubbock physician recently 
treated a woman who had been 
backing upstairs for two years, 
convinced that that .was the only 
way she could get up them. 

"Hysteria is one of the most 
frequent diagnoses today," this 
doctor states. It occupies a much 
more serious place than most of 
uscrealize. But there is a differ-
ence  between pure hysteria and 
hysteria caused by some internal 
disorder. Sometimes patients may 
become hysterical with good 
cause, and too many of, today's 
doctors take the easy way out 
and diagnose a case as hysteria 
when there is really some basis for 
complaint, though in any case it 
is serious. 

It's All Imagination 
Pure hysteria, he points out, is 

imaginary, and has no basis in a 
phyisical disorder. For instance, 
the woman who backed upstairs 
for a couple of years was cured in 
less than an hour with psychiatric 
treatment. But hysterical patients 
can  simulate the symptoms of any 
known disease. 

Another woman who was treat-
ed by this doctor had been "para-
lyzed" in her right arm for six 
months. She had received a slight 
shock in her left arm, therefore 
there was no basis for physical 
complaint, and it was found to be 
a  case of pure hysteria.

Most such cases are easily 
cured, this physician believes. The 
patient is usually relieved to find 
that nothing is really wrong with 
him. And, contrary to evidence 
given here, not all the patients 
are women. The number of men 
to wbmen is about even. There is 
a little hysteria in all of us, he 
says. At least we .have potentially 
hysterical stages of mind some-
times. 

Not Easy To Detect 
Doctors sometimes have as 

many as a dozen hysterical pa-
tients a week, but it isn't always 
easy to detect. It is the belief of 
some that the possibilities of hys-
teria should be thoroughly investi-
gated before any other diagnosis 
is given. 

Though we may have a lot to 
get excited about these days, let's 
not do anything rash. It's a thin 
line, you know, between sanity 
and insanity.
