The division 
had a total enrollment of 319 -  as 
compared to last year's 324. The

The graduate division near iY

714. This strong showing, according 
to the registrar's office, was due 
largely to the increased require-
ments for teachers under the Gil.

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Artificial rain-making is done be 
William Goldin, superintendent of 
campus maintenance, and his 151 
assistants through an intrieot-• 
sprinkling system and a cut i 
vehicle called the "Rainmobil.• 

The "Rainm0bile" sprays r. 
within the limits of a 300-foot cable 
which controls its meanderings as 
It slowly spirals in winding up the 
cable and gradually narrowing the 

circle. 

Plans arc being completed for a 
25-acrelsprinkling system which will 
provide water for the area south 
of the president's home and around 
the site of the new music and stu-

dent union buildings. This system 
will incorporate two miles of pipe 
and will include half a mile of six-
inch water main and one and a 
half miles of pipe one and a half to 
three inches in diameter. Fifteen 
main valves will control the system 
of almost 100 strategically located 
sprinklers. 

At the present. the department 
utilizes plug-in type sprinklers on 
the circle and the ''Rainmobile" 
around the dorms. ThiS agile ve-
hicle winds up the cable and com-
pletes its automatic watering in six 
hours. 

Another phase of the campus 
beautification project embraces the 

-  sowing of Bermuda mass seeds. 
Recently, using 25 .  pounds of seed 
to the acre. the department planted 
grass in the southeast corner of 
the campus and around the sta-
dium.
