Final Enrollment 
Totals 4,865 

Tech's enrollment for this semes-
ter has been completed with 4,865 
students in the final count, accord-
ing to Miss Evelyn Clewell, assist-
ant registrar. This is a drop of 610 
from the fall semester of 1950 when 
5,475 students were enrolled. 

Arts and sciencesrollment 
leads with 1,330 students.

 The engi-

neering division follows with 990. 
There are 917 students enrolled in 
business administration and the 
agriculture division is fourth with 
707. 

The graduate division places fifth 
with 596, while home economics en-
rollment is 325. 

Men again head the enrollmnet 
with 3,409, while only 1,456 women 
are listed. Approximately 550 stu-
dents have signed for the evening 
program. In contrast to last fall's 
total of 1,070, veteran enrollment 
has dropped to 610. 

Car Registration 
Urged By Jones 

Campus auto registration is still 
short of the expected 3,000 mark 
with only 1,033 cars registered in 
the office of Lewis Jones, assistant 
dean of student life, yesterday 
afternoon. 

Jones, whose office is in Ad118, 
said that students may park in 
any parking lot on the campus 
but warned against parking in 
driveways and streets. Jones stat-
ed that although dormitory stu-
dents may take their cars to class, 
"we wish they wouldn't." 

After a reasonable length of 
time, probably a week or ten days, 
each student, who hasn't registered, 
will be asked to account for his 
negligence, Jones said.

Two-year contracts were ratified 
for campus concessions to Coca-
Cola Bottling company, Dr.'Pepper 
Bottling company and Miller Vend-
ing machines for candy, peanuts 
and chewing gum. 

Over-all plans for Homecoming 
were started yesterday afternoon 
by the Student Council Homecom-
ing committee, headed by Harald 
Brannan. 

"We want to make plans for the 
theme of the parade and get the 
students organized," Brannan said. 
Working with Brannan are Brian 
Boyett, Nancy Davis, Melvin 
Brock, Rodney Balke and Jane 
Foster. 

D. M .McElroy, head of the Ex-
students association, said he did 
not expect the same extraordinari-
ly large number of ex-students who 
attended Tech's Silver Anniversary 
last year. He felt, however, that 
football enthusiasm, due to a new 
coaching staff, would bring out 
quite a large crowd.

Find the truest Southwestern 

gentleman  on  the campus, and you 
have Carl Coke Rister, distinguish-
ed professor of history and auth-

or  of such well-known books as 
The Greater Southwest, Western 
America, and Oil, Titan of the 
Southwest. 

Prof. Muter was born In Coke 
County, Texas. but his middle 

name  has another origin, too. He 
was  named after Richard Coke, 
former governor of Texas, who 

aided  in  the ending of the carpet-
bag rule in this state. He spent 
his childhood and college days In 
Texas, but abandoned his home 
state for Washington, D.C. and 
California to work on his master's 
and doctor's degrees, and went to 
Oklahoma for sonic of his teach-
ing days. 

A number of Prof. Rister's 
books  are  used as textbooks, in-
cluding Western American, which 
is used at Tech and at about 50 
or 60  other American colleges and 
universities; and The Greater 
Southwest, which he wrote with 
Rupert Norval Richardson, now 
president of Hardin-Simmons Uni-
versity, is also used as a textbook. 

An interesting but not unexpect-
ed revelation, is that Professor 
Rister's most successful book is 

not  a  textbook. Oil, Titan of the 
Southwest, has been a best seller, 
and won for Dr. Rister the Texas 
Institute of Letters award two 
years ago. This book was written 
after he had visited all the major 
oil fields of the Southwest, and 
conferred with four or five hun-
dred oil men. 

Another  successful book, which 

is not  a  textbook, is Robert E. 

Lee  in  Texas. He wrote this book 

after  finally gaining access to the 
Lee papers. 

Southwest history seems to fas-
cinate Dr. Rister, for every book 
he has written, with the excep-
tion of one. has been about the 
Southwest. He explains his inter-
est in Texas history by saying 

"Without a doubt, Texas has the 
most amazing history of any state 

in the Union." 
Among  some  of his greater 

achievements  are  the presidency of 
the  Mississippi Valley Historical 
association, which is the only na-
tion-wide association dealing sole-
ly with American history, and he 
has  also attained  an  honorary de-
gree of doctor of literature at 
George  Washington university. 

At present Dr. Miter is at work 
on a  new book.

In the Anniversary room the Sil-
ver Anniversary bowl and cups 
given by ex-students will be dis-
played.
